In  the  ago in  w hich we live the  ascent 
is on  noiso and  show. The w orld deems 
im portant those events w hich  come 
w ith g rea t hera ldry, w ith  g rea t shock. 
The s torm  th a t sweeps the  ocean in  fury 
and piles i ts  w recks upon tho  shore 
th rills  us w ith  its  importance. Our 
papers are  filled w ith  the  stories of 
rescue and of heroes. W hen the  cyclone 
sweeps the  earth , levels our c itie s , tears 
down the  forest and spreads its  desola­
tion and  rum , these th ings wo chronicle 
as events of world im port. The earth 
shock is  an event of a  cen tury  by  tho 
popular historian. I

The recent earthquake th a t visited 
our shores and  wrecked the  c ity  of 
Charleston w as recorded a s  one of the  
grea t events in  o u r  history. Those who 
were in  i t  certa in ly  fe lt t lia t i t  w as tho 
coming of the  L ord. I  know  a  grea t 
m any people w ho w ere n o t in  Charles­
ton , b u t in  adjoining states, b u t who 
fe lt i ts  shock, w ho though t th a t judg ­
m ent day had  come. As I  f elt the  earth 
rise and  fa ll beneath m y own feet I  was 
no t sure about i t  myself. Such experi­
ences m ake la rge  im pressions upon  us. 
W e se t them  in large fram es as wo think  
of life  and  th6 movements o f  life's 
events.

The fire which devastated tho  c ity  we 
chronicle as am ong th e  facts th a t  m ake 
tho h istory of our people. The burn ing  
of Chicago is  a  landm ark in  history. 
Tho burn ing  of the  H otel Royal in  New 
Y ork was an event th a t shocked the 
millions of th e  c ity  a n d  th e  nation  and 
the  world. W o stand  over thosie smol­
dering ru in s and s tre tch  ou t o u r  hands 
in  anguish  and  sorrow. Such a n  event 
th row s th e  pall of blackness over the  
fairest day a nd  m akes every h e a r t ache. 
W e cannot forget such events. We are 
impressed w ith  th e ir  overwhelming im­
portance.

GETTYSBURG AND GARRISON.
A nd yet these are  no t tho grea t hours 

in  tho history of th e  world. There are 
single hours as big w ith  h istory, bu t 
they aro the  s till h ou rs  o f tho soul. We 
stand  upon the  battlefield of G ettys­
bu rg  and  w atch  tho charg ing  hosts. 
Across th a t long plateau w ave a fte r 
w ave o f heroic soldiers sweep up  to  tho 
bloody angle where, locked in  th e  dead­
ly embrace of w ar’s  w ildest fu ry , we 
say th a t h istory is being m ade. I n  the 
crash  of shell, tho roar of cannon, the 
ra ttle  of m usketry, tho groan  o f  the  
wounded and the  sigh of tho dying, we 
are  overwhelmed w ith th e  importance 
of such an event. A nd as the  Confed­
e ra te  hosts begin to  f all sullenly back, 
re trea ting  inch by  inch and  still re trea t­
ing , we say th a t  tho  history of a  nation 
is m ado in  th a t event. A nd  ye t, a fte r 
a ll, th is i s  on the  surface. There was 
an hou r in  w hich th e  h istory of th e  na­
tio n  w as made, b u t  i t  w as an hou r th a t 
preceded by  years th is hour of decisive 
battle.

If  you w ant to  find the  focal hou r in 
tho h istory o f th a t irrepressible conflict 
you m ust go back to  th a t s ti ll hou r of 
th e  soul when the  first m an o f action 
declared in  h is  heart, * T w ill keep silence 
no longer; I  w ill speak, I  w ill c ry  aloud, 
1 w ill n o t cease to  cry  u n til tho  curse  of 
slavery is sw ept from  th is  fa ir  land  of 
freedom and  the  c lank  o f  a  slave's chain 
shall no t be heard." W hen the  w orld  is 
shocked by  tho  earthquake, and  when 
tho  city is  th rilled  by  th e  grea t fire and 
wo s tra in  our ears to  catch  the  first nows 
from  the  battlefield, tho g rea t cylinders 
of the  press revolve w ith  tho  news, wo 
hear the cry  of the  ex tras as th o  w orld 
is being inform ed o f  these g re a t events. 
But th e  rea l event in  w hich tho  history 
of our nation w as mado w as no t the  bat­
tle  shock, bu t th a t hour of silen t resolve. 
A h, then , i f  we could b u t have seen, 
every press would have flashed its  extra  
around tho  world.

Tho only events th a t aro of w orld  im ­
portance are  these silen t events in  tho 
soul. T hat w hich follows is  a  sequence. 
I f  you search for tho focal hou r in  the 
history of our civilization, you w ill no t 
find i t  in  tho  events heralded w ith noise 
and display. You m ust go back to  the 
silent hours in  the  history o f tho pioneer 
souls. You m ust go back to  th e  hour 
in  which a  m an  sa t in  th e  silence of his 
room, m edita ting, and  saw  the  lid  of a 
teakettle suddenly rise, and there flashed 
through  h is m ind  a  w onderful thought. 
T hen w as born the  c ivilization of our 
century.

From  th a t thought, flashed in  the  si­
lence o f  th a t  room, there  have flowed 
the  w onders o f the  ago of steam . Steam 
th a t drives tho  m yriad wheels o f mod­
e rn  life, steam th a t binds continent to 
continent and  obliterates the  loneliness 
of the  seas, steam th a t points its  pro- 
l»ii >tic finger forw ard to  tho  un ity  of tho 
race and  th e  trium ph of 
elements of nature. These s till hours 
are the  w ealth o f every soul. They are 
hours of illum ination. T hey are  hours 
of h istory th a t te ll fo r tim e and  eter­
nity. To every sane m an God has given 
these hours of life. N o m an is w ithout 
them  save tho m adm an, and  over his 
life  G od throw s no t hum an respousibil- 
i;y . b u t divine care. The m an w ho has 
n o t theso hours of silence in  h i 
should look well to  h is life. He

The passengers expected 
to  be dashed to  pieces every moment. 
For fo rty  miles over those steel rails 
th a t train  plunged w ith  resistless fury. 
At last the  conductor crawled over the 
tender, succeeded in  knocking the  en­
gineer in  tho head and talcing tho 
th rottle valve in  h is h a : ^  Ho had 
gone mad. Looking out of h is cab win­
dow. Isis long hair stream ing in  the 
vyind, Isis eye fixed on the track  in  front, 
ho was m uttering  unintelligible words. 
Tho madm-.iu only rushes forw ard w ith­
o u t pause. To ryason and  san ity  God 
has given silen t hours of pause, of light. 
These hours of illum ination aro horn's of 
revelation and strength  and  power.

W hat arc some of tho voices tha t 
speak to  m an in  these hours o f gentle 
stillness, th a t are  the  heritage divine of 
every hum an soul?

F irs t—W e m ust give you the  w arning 
th a t there  is  a  voice of evil th a t m ay bo 
heard in  those hours, and  therefore they 
are  hours to  bo guarded. I t  is  in  this 
hour th a t tho soul of m an chooses. 
Choice implies tw o things—good and 
evil. I t  is in  th is  hour of silence th a t 
the  evil levys tr ibu te  upon life. I t  is in 
these s ilent hours th a t tho battles of the 
soul are  fought, and darkness charges 
upon ligh t and  s till rings upon steel as 
one trium phs. H erein consists the  power 
of the  country  over tho city in  the  pro­
duction of character. The m ost horri- 
bio crimes committed iu  th e  w orld are 
com m itted in  the  country districts. The 
most terrible conceptions hatched in  the 
soul of m an are  bred in  the  stillness of 
tho solitude of ru ra l life. F or the  same 
reason the  grea test m en who live aro 
those born and  reared  in  tho ru ra l dis­
tricts. ^

W o have a  g rea t m any good house- 
keepors—how fow good soulkeepers! 
We carefu lly ( look 'a f te r  the  outside. 
W e sweep o u r  houses w ith  tlje  utmost 
care. There are  women w ho g rind  tl: 
lives out in  a n  e ternal struggle with 
dust. They sweep and  scrub and  wash, 
and  wash and  sweep and  scrub, u n til all 
th e  strength  and  joy  of life is scrubbed 
and  washed out. They keep thoir house 
so scrupulously clean u n til i t  is painful 
to  live in  it.
CAREFUL AND TROUBLED ABOUT MANY 

THINGS.
I  heard  of a  housekeeper so scrupulous 

th a t she could no t shake off the  habit 
even iu  death. On her dying bed  with 
her la s t b rea th  she w hispered, “ Lay 
ou t in  tho  kitchen; the  bearers would 
muddy tho  parlo r carpet." H ow  carefui 
w e aro to  keep our houses free from  dusi 
and  m ud. H ow  we close o u r  windows 
to  keep ou t tho noxious insects. And 
ye t how poorly we keep th e  soul in  these 
hours in  w hich a  soul’s  h istory is made. 
The soul w ith  its  windows th a t on  one 
side open tow ard  hell itself, w ith  a ll its 
darkness, i ts  Aiiasma, its  death! Upon 
the  o the r side of w hich open the 
dows th a t look ou t upon the  gardens of 
paradise! Doors th a t open upon stairs 
th a t slope through  the  blue and  beauty 
of the  heavens up  to  the  highest throne 
of glory, through  whose open portals 
can  hear th e  music o f  angel choirs! 
A nd yet w e 1 forget th is and  look after 
th e  dust th a t settles on our tab les and 
our windows, in  houses made w ith  hauds 
to  perish oven w hile wo uso them.

Second—L i th is  hour we hear tho 
voice of ̂ aw. L aw  speaks to  man. 
know s th a t r ig h t is r igh t; th a t i t  is bet­
te r  to  do righ t; th a t i t  is  r ig h t to  do 
rig h t in  a ll events. W hen a  m an  .loudly 
argues against tru th  and  righteousness, 
in  nine cases o u t of ten  he is talking 
hear him self ta lk —th a t is, he is try ing  
to  drown th is inne r voice th a t speaks 
his condemnation. I  knew  a  young man 
once w ho had  foully  w ronged one who 
trusted  him . T his w as known only to 
th e  person wronged and  to  h is own soul. 
Ho used to  s it in  the  window and  talk  
fo r hours to  h is friends about a  hypo­
thetical case, in  which he argued from 
his poin t of view , justify ing  himself. 
He knew  he was a  lia r. He w as trying 
sim ply by tho practice of sound to  drowii 
th is voice e ternal th a t spoke in  the  s till­
ness of h is soul.

T his Is the  hou r of conscience. W ith 
tho b ru ta l a rm  of b ru te  s treng th  you 
may th ro ttle  conscience, b u t i t  w ill not 
keep still, In  tho silence of the  nigh t 
old K ing R ichard  leaps from  h is cpuch, 
and  in  tho agony of h is soul cries:
My conscience hath a  thousand several tongui 
And every ton^uo brings in his BOveraUale,

T hird—In  th is hour m an can  hear the 
rhythm ic beat of h is own soul. I t 
th is hour th a t the  m irror of life  is held 
before man’s  own face. Ho sees him­
self, takes h is reckoning w ith  himself. 
Tho masterpiece of A m erican literatu re  
is Poe’s “Raven.”  I t  is  a  supi 
um cut of poetic genius in  th e  English 
language. W hat docs i t  mean! 
in  mi hou r of soul stillness th a t tho  poet 
th rew  him self outside h is own personal 
identity, and looked upon him self per­
sonified in  th is da rk  b ird  th a t flapped its  
w ings from  tho gloom andi despair of a 
broken life  in  tho p:u»t. He sits and 
talks and argues and reasons w ith this 
sable bird. He reasons of faith , and of 
hope, and of e ternity. He asks i f  within 
the d istan t A idenn the  w reck and  ruin 
of this short life  shall be rebu ilt, and  if 
there is hope. In  answer to  his eager 
questions this bird of sullen despair 
croaks his answer, “Nevermore!” Re­
coiling from  th is hideous answer, his 
soul cries in  wild despair:
