It Is seen th a t  there  has boon an 
Increase during  the  decade from 1880 to 
1890 of 889,347, o r 13.51 per cent as 
against an Increase during the  decade 
from 1870 to  1880 of 1,700,784 o r 34 85 
per cent. Tho bulletin  says:

T he abnorm al Increase of the  colored 
population of tho South duflng tho de­
cade ending 1880 led to  th e  popular be­
lief th a t the negroes were Increasing a t 
a much g reater ra te  than  th e  w hite pop­
ulation. T he present census has shown 
however, th a t  the  high ra te  of Increase 
In the  colored population as shown by 
tho census of 1880, was apparen t only 
aud  was due to  the  Imperfect emunera- 
lion of 1870 In the Southern states.

T here  has been an Increase In tho 
number of Chinese In the  U nited States 
du rln s  the  decade from 1880 to 1890 of 
only 3,010, o r 1 91 per cent., th e  number 
retu rned  In 1890 being 100.405.

a n  extensive farm  near G reen L ane, P a ., 
devoted to  tho  cu ltu re  o f bullfrogs fo r 
m arket. A  tw enty  acre space, incl 
w ith  a  liigh fence and  covered w ith a 
lake  and  sw am p, is se t a p a r t fo r bt 
ing  tho amphibia. A fter tw o sea 
the  frogpond now  brings in  a  g n  
cash revenue th a n  a ll the  other products 
of the  farm  combined.

M r. Frederick has made a  special 
study  of frogs, a n d  tw o years ago con­
ceived tho  idea  o f  rais ing  them system­
atica lly  for profit. W hen ho first be­
g a n  operations the  o the r fanne rs  it 
neighborhood ridiculed th e  idea. This 
sum m er's business, however, has opened 
the ir eyes, so th a t a  num lier o f  them 
arc  contem plating sim ilar enterprises.

have a s  m uch r ig h t to  earn  a  living os 
s tr ike rs  them selves, m any of them  possi­
bly have families, whose dem ands upon 
them  are  as g rea t as tho  families of 
un ion  men, men w ho possibly realize 
the  disreputab le  p a r t they aro  tak ing  
tow ards tbo lr  fellows, bu t who may 
havo boon forced to  occupy th a t  posi­
tion by c ircum stances over which they 
havo no control; they  belong to  tho 
g rea t a rm y of unem ployed, which Is al­
ways ready to. take  tho  places of union 
m en w hen the re  Is an opportunity  
T hese men ought no t to  bo blamed as 
m uch  a s  those  who are  hired fo r a  dif­
f e ren t purpose. T here  Is no se t of men 
w ho by r ig h t ought to  bo a s  m uch de­
tested  by ovory good c ltlien  as those 
m eu'w ho do n o t wish to  w ork  them­
selves, b u t who will allow themsolves to  
bo hired  by lawless corporations—who 
a ro  .willing to  bear arms, and  who are  
w illing and  anxious to  use them  against 
men who a re  struggling  to  m aintain 
and defend th e ir  rights as men, against 
th e  greed and  despotism of soulless cor­
porations. I t  Is a  disgrace to  tho Amer­
ican people to  perm it tho  hiring  of such 
m en; It Is a  d isgrace to  perm it such or- 
gan lra tlon  as the  Pinkertons to  exist.

B u t th is Is a  free  country, so free th a t 
one m an may be hired to  kill another 
one and  no t be punished for 111 T h is  Is 
th e  land of liberty , where a  corporation 
has the  r ig h t to  hire men in  a neighbor­
ing  s ta te , arm  them , and  th e n  Invade 
ano ther s ta te  and shoot down Its c iti­
zens w ithout any fea r of the  conse­
quences.

Is there ano ther country  on tho face 
of th e  e a r th  w here the re  Is so much 
freedom, so much liberty?

Aro we no t as a  people degenerating 
very fast when a  man or a  corporation 
w ith  p lenty of money unfairly  taken  
from  th e  people by class legislation can 
v iolate the  laws w ithout any  fear of tho 
consequences, and  who can  even obtain 
th e  assistance of th e  governmont, In 
pu tting  Into Jail those citizens who ob­
je c t to  h is lawless methods?

I t  seems to  me th a t th e  governor of 
th e  s ta te  o f Pennsylvania made a  groat 
m istake, and did no t do his sworn duty 
to  his s ta te  when ho authorized the  a r­
rest of the  citizens of Bom estead, be 
ought to  have ordered th e  arrest of all 
th e  arm ed P inkerton men who Invaded 
th e  s ta te  w ithout any process of law, 
and  no t only th a t ,  bu t he ought to  have 
a rrested  tho meil who hired them, and 
held them  responsible for the  acts of the  
mon they  hired.

On the  principle and the  law th a t a 
m an Is responsible fo r the  a c t of his 
agents, Carnegie himself Is the  m an on 
whom all the  responsibility should rest, 
fo r all tho loss of life th a t  occurred a t  
Bom estead and no one else, and he 
should be held responsible.

A doctor would be a  long tim e before 
be effected a  cu re  of a disease of the 
blood by m eans of outw ard applications, 
his f ir lt business would be to  removo tho 
cause, when th a t was removed th e  man 
would very soon to  cured.

T he men a t  Homestead havo been 
lighting th e  effects. Tho cause Is the 
greed of Carnegie. If  be is held person­
ally responsible for the  acts committed 
by his agents a t  Homestead he would 
lose some of his desire to  accum ulate 
more money a t  the  expense of his n 
and would probably realize th a t his 
ployes are  as much en titled  to  privi­
leges as he Is entitled  to  fair profit.

A Storage Battery Locomotive.
A storage ba ttery  locomotive has been 

p u t in to  operation in  W nrtemberg, run­
n ing from  some paper mills a t  Ravens- 
bn rg  to  tho station on the  steam 
railroad, abont 2'/, m iles away. 
T his locomotive, which hauls pas­
sengers as well ns freight, weighs 
eight tons and  carries 100 cells of a  
gelatinous storage battery , whigh sup­
p ly  cu rren t to  tho m otor. The cells 
weigh tw o tons. Tho line lias no  very 
heavy grades. The locomotive makes 
on an average four trips daily and hauls 
a  load o f tw enty  tons between the  two 
points in  tw enty minutes. I t  seems to 
do  tho work.—New  York Telegram.
