The Dally Beport of IU Ravagre In Ihe Old 
Country.

B u b h a rk e t,  Ju ly  21.—Tho Roum an­
ian government hae ordered a  five days', 
quaran tlno  on the  Russian frontier to 
prevent the  Introduction of cholera. As 
a  m atter of fac t the  whole frontier la 
closed to  traffic from Russia oxccpt a t 
one station, and all th e  ports are  closed 
against vessels arriving from Russian 
ports on tho Danube.

S t . P etersburg, Ju ly  21.—I t  Is ef- 
fically s ta ted  th a t cholera h as broken 
out In the  government of Kooban, on 
the  east shore of the  sea of Axof and the 
Black Sea. Six deaths have occurred 
from the  disease In th a t government.

London, J u ly  2 1 —T he St. Peters­
burg correspondent of the  Times says: 

T be visit of the  Ameer of Bokhara to 
St. Petersburg has been postponed, as It 
feared he might bring cholera among 

retinue, and th a t he m ight himself 
take  III In P.ussla, which would alarm 
his subjects. P rivate  le tters say tha t 
cholera rages along the whole length of 
the  Trans-Caspian railway."

Vienna, J u ly  2 1 —Twenty-one casos 
of cholera have occurred a t V ranya, 
Servla, and five of the  patients have 
died.
