A FIRE AT THE LAKE

Johnston & Co.'s Pavilion a
Heap of Ashes.

Narrow HKscape of the Tn-
mates From Death in
the Flames.

About midoight last night flames
burst from Johoston & Co.’s pavilion at
the lake and In a few minutes the whole
bullding was & fiery mass.

So rapid was the spread of the fire
that the fnmates of the bullding had
barely timo to escape with their lives.
Thore were three omployes and others
asleep In the upper story, and they were
obliged to jump through the windows
clad only In thelr night clothes. Thelr
personal effects were burned.

As there are no appliances at the Iake
for fighting fire nothing conld be done
to stay the flames and in a very short
Ume the seasoned frame bullding was &
hesp of smoking cinders.

Johnston & Co.’s fine museum was to-
tally dostroyed.

The bullding was owned by the Un-
derwood estate and cost $0,000. The

£3,000, partially covered by {nsurance.
‘The bullding was also Insured, but the
amount of the Insurance could not be
ascertained.

Besldes the above losses H. H. Leuty,
one of the guests at the hotel, lost about
8200 worth of clothing and curlosities.
H. H. Huber, who was running a shoot-
fog gallery and who owned part of the
musenm, places his loss at $500. Warren
Ashley also looses about $150 In cloth-
fog and the bartender, Frank Watson,
lost everything he had.

The fire was first discovered In
the kitchen by Warren Ashley and
befora he could arouse the other in-
mates the whols building was In flames.
There had been no fire In the bullding
since noon and the origin of the fire is a
mystery.

CHOLERA GROWS WORSE.

- Earatofl, in Bussia.

St. PeTERSBURG, July 24.—Advices
received here from Saratoff areto the
effect that troops are bivouscked in the
stroet thero and are patrollng the town
for tho purpose of suppressing the dis-
order due to the Intense excitement in
connectlon with the cholera epldemie.

The dispatches ssy thet mapy women
have bean arrested for inciting the mob
to violence. The epldemic In Saratofl
continues to grow worse, this condition
of affalrs belog partly due to the ex-
clted people dragging cholera patfents
from the hospiials during the recent
riots and thus sprezdiog the Infection
broadcast through the place. This

result of wild rumors current among the
Inbabliants that persons sufferfog from
the disesse were put to death In the hos-
pitals. Despite the presence of the
troops {n the town the people are ln a
demoralized condition.

Disorders of a similar nature to those
which have been pravalling n Saratoft
have occurred {n other cholerainfected
places, and the inhabitants of the village
of Ballakova have demnllsbeﬂ a hospltal
at that place In the face Ruard
which had been detailed to protect the
bulldlog.

Several passengers on the stessmer
Disgara having died of cholera during
the passage, tho captain of the vess:l
refused to sllow any one to disembark
‘The passengers thereupon re-
volted and mepaced the officers with
death unless they brought the steamer
alongside of the gquay. The actions of
the passengers graw so throstening that
the captaln feared for the safaty of him-
self and his men and he fuformed the
authorlties of his position. A launch
filled with armed soldiers was then dis-
patched to the scone and tne troops fired
vpon the mutineers and obliged the cap-
tain of the Dlagara to contlnue his voy-
age. \

HomesTeAD, Pa., July 24.—Sunday
passed remarkably qulet here consid-
ering the immenso pressure of cxclte-
mont caused by the attempted assassi-
natlon of Mr. Frick. About 15,000 peo-
ple braved the scorching sun to vieit the
soldlers.

One of the offeets of the shooting of
Frick was to fill with terror the minds
of a number of non-unfon men who had
come to Homostead under promisc of
very high wages and thorough protec-
tlon. When the news was recelved
despite Superintendent Potter's earn-
est collcitations apd promises, 27
boarded the steamer Tide and returned
to Plttsburg,stating that they would not
continue fn the employ of the company
at a place where thelr lives were threat-
ened. This delighted the strikers and
thep are now glorifylng as though the
strlke was already won.

About 200 Homesteaders attended a
Iarge meeting at Duguesne this after-
noob, at which speeches were made by
soveral Duguesne steel workers. Vice
President Carney mads an address for
the Amalgamated aisociatfon.

The Hushand Brings a Suit
for Divorce.

The Wife in a Convent and
Devoted to Charity and
Her Children.

Panis, July 23 —Edward Parker Dea-
con has begun an actlon agalnst his
wife charglng her with Intlmacy with
M. Abellle. The action has been in-
stitoted, aid, In order to enabloe Mr.
Descon to get possession of the chlidren
upon his release from prison.

The fallure on the part of President
Carnot to pardon Mr. Deacon has caused
much comment, and It is sald that the
relatives of M. Abellle are exerting a
powerlul Iofluence to prevent Deacon's
releaso and to secure the Infliction of
the full penalty fmposed upon him.
Advices from Nice say that Mr. Daa-
con Is In good health and bears his con-
finement with patience. He is deter-
mined as much as ever upon complete
separation from his wife and will en-
force his clalm for divorce the moment
he is at liberty.

Mr. Deacon Is as much an object of
sympathy on the part of Americans and
otbers as ever, and but for the rules of
the prison, with which he cheerfully
complies, ho would hold s dally levee.
Tho feeling is strong, especially among
tho foreign residents and tourlsts, that
1t Deocon bad been & Frenchman In-
stead of an American he would either
not have been punished at all or wold
Tong ago have been released.
