Prrrsiura, July 28.—A rlot occurred
thismorningon a Baltimore & Ohlo train
on which & party of 56 non-union men
wera being transported from Cluclnnptl
to Plttsburg to work In the Osrnegle
Stoel, works at Homeste In, the
melee, one man Wwas stabbed In the fore-
head with a bayont In the hands of an
armed guard. Another had his thumb
chowed off, and nearly a score of othors
were badly brulsed In nu attempt to re-
galn thefr liberty.

When the train reached Pittsburg
there were only 21 men aboard, In addl-
ton to the armed guard, the other 30
having escaped from the car botween
Whitchall station on the Wheellng dl-
vislon and the depot (n this city. When
they left Cincinnatl the men did not
know that they were belug taken to
Homestead, and when they found {t out
they rebelled. That Is how the riot had
it Inception.

Joseph Manning, a prioter's appren-
tlce of Oincinnati, tells the followlng
story:

*0n Iast Thursday I answered an ad-
vertisement {n The Enquirer offering
employment at easy labor and good

wages I called at the office of F. W,
Nye, and was offered work at Pittsburg.
Nyo said that {t was easy and that I
would be pald 17 cents an_hour and get
my first month's board free and would
have three months (n which to pay back
my car fare. No ment{on was made of
Homestead.

“Yesterday, with 55 others, I stsrted
for Plttsburg There were a number of

1882,

The oplnion of the court is unanimous.

TANKS OF BUBNING OIL.

Lightoing Starts a Fire Near Washington,
Pa, That WIill Cause & Heavy Loss.

Pirtenune, Pa., July 28.—During the
prevalence of a thunderstorm which
swept over the southwestern oll fields
yesterday afternoou, lightning struck
tank No. 17 of the Southwest Pennsyl-
vanla Pipe Lino company, six mfles from
Washington.

The tanks contained 27,000 barrels of
oll and when 1t burst the burnlug fluld
spread to twenty tanks In the vicinity
and oon all were afire. The conflagra-
tion was still raging this morning, not-
withstanding the efforts of 300 men who
have been fighting It since yesterday
atternoon.

The heatis so intense that tralns
could not approach within an elghth of
mile of the scene, and passengers on the
Washington branch of the Pandhandle
rallway were unable to reach thelr des-
tination last night.
