Casualties for Six Months.
Since Jan . 1 the re  have been four de­

structive  w indstorms, killing nearly  200 
persons, viz., April 1, Missouri and  Kan­
sas. 75; May 10, Texas, 15; May 27, W el­
lington, K an ., 53: June  10, sout 
Minnesota, 50. In  tho same period t 
have been four g rea t floods, viz., April 
11. Tombigbce river, 250; May 18, Sioux 
C ity, In., 85; May 20, lower Mississippi, 
r.G: Ju n e  5, fire and flood. Oil Creek. Pa., 
190. There also have been four mining 
disasters, viz., Jan . 7, M cAllister, I. T., 
65; A pril 20, Minersville, Pa ., 12; May 
10, Roslyn, W ash., 44; M ay 14, Butte, 
Mon.. 11. Three fires have been un­
usually tUsastrous to  life , viz., Jan . 21, 
Indianapolis Surgical institute, 19; Feb 
7. H otel Royal. Nov,’ Y ork, 80; A pril 28, 
theater, Philadelphia, 12.

Besides these there  were on March 21 
an explosion a t  Jordan , Mich., by which 
10 lives wero lost; June  13, tho explo­
sion a t  the. Mare Island navy yard, 
which killed 13, and Ju n e  15, the  fall 
of tho bridge over Licking rivei 
which 32 lives were sacrificed. These 
are  th e  principal d isasters of th e  year 
thus far. and they  involve an aggregate 
of 900 lives. Adding to  th is to ta l the 
sum o f losses by  m inor accidents 
have tho following sad  and  unusual 
record: By lire, 370; by  drowning, 1,364; 
by explosions, 313; by falling struc­
tures of various kinds, 267; by  m ine dis­
asters, 308; by  w indstorms, 310, and by 
lightning, 120. G rand to ta l, 3,588.

The to ta l loss of lifo by  these causes 
during the  whole of last year—and 1891 
was one of tho m ost destructive yean 
on record—w as 5,702.—Chicago Tribune.

W hen a  picnic is over 
and m ost of tho  th ings nro eaten np  i t  i 
is n o t m uch  w ork  to  sweep dishes to­
gether and  c a rry  thorn away. B u t tho I 
ge tting  o f  them  the re  is  te rrible. So i t  i 
is a  point of reasonable conduct to  come 
a  littlo Into.

Another poin t is to  decline nothing 
th a t offers in  tho way of food. Don't 
refuse rolls on  tho  expectation of getting 
l indwichos, because you m ay no t get 
the  sandwiches. Keep tho  rolls; you 
needn 't cat thorn i f  yon get tho sand­
wiches. A nother point—avoid conflict­
ing contusions upon your nex t neighbor 
by grabbing w ildly a t  th e  .olive d ish. I f  

do  thus grab  for i t  ho is likoly to  do 
tho  sam e th ing  n t tho sam e moment. 
Cruel bodily injuries have resulted from  
th is  courso of action. Tho danger arises 
from  the  f ac t th a t olives nro the  s taff of 
life n t  picnics.

Gentlemen in  w aiting  upon ladies 
should occasionally fu rtive ly  bolt a 
sandw ich as a  m a tte r  o f prevision, sinco 
the eatables m ay a ll be consumed o r the 

evitable rainstorm  como np  before tho 
ladios a re  fu lly  w aited  upon. A ny ono 

g e t through  a  picnic day safely and 
com fortably w ithou t ice cream , m aca­
roons, frosted enko o r o the r delicacies, 
b u t sustenance of some sort ho m ust 
have. . F o r  th is  reason, as one passes be­
hind a  tree  in  tho courso of his admirn- 
blo s truggle  to  seo th a t  th e  ladies have 
everything, he should rap id ly  sw allow  a  
sandwich.

W ith a tten tion  to  a  few  p rudent de­
ta ils  such as these, picnics m ay be de­
prived o f  fu lly  one-half of the ir terrors.

Exports of wheat this week, Including 
flour as wheat, from U nited States sea 
ports, both coasts, aggregate 2 524,000 
oushels, a  slight decrease as compared 
with the  preceding week, bu t fully 600.- 
COO bushels more ihan  were exported in 
the fourth week of Ju ly , 1891. During 
the four weeks of Ju ly , 1892, th e  total 
wheat and flour exports equaled 9,800,- 
000 bushels.

Wool prices are  firm with a  good de­
mand, the  bulk of the  clip having 
passed on t of the  growers’ hands. There 
are  larger sales of Texas wools. Sea­
board m arkets are  heavily stocked with 
territories.

Dry goods are  unusually active for the 
midsummer season, notably brown and 
bkached  cottons lor home as well as ex­
port trade. P r in t c loths are  firm a t an 
advance, with orders booked ahead to 
February, 1893, and no stocks on hand, 
against 850,000 pieces a  year ago All 

p a rt wool stuffs are  more active. 
Cotton prices have advanced '4c  on the 
week on promise of the  failure of the 
antl-optlon bill and bettor demand.

Mr. G iron read  before the  E ngineer’s 
club a t  Philadelphia a  paper on the  trade 
of the  world in  Portland  cement, iri the 
course of w hich he said th a t th e  present 
annual p roduction in  Europe am ounts to 
over 20,000,u00 barrels and its  commer­
cial value to  over £7,200,000. The first 
factory w as established a t  Northfleet, on 
th e  Tham es. The process was so crude 
th a t in  1850 only fou r factories were in 
operation. In  England the re  is  now 
over 8,800,000 barrels m ade each year. 
The process is m uch the  same as i t  w~s 
tw enty  years ago. The raw  m aterials 
are  chalk  and  clay, both pure, and  al­
though inferior processes a re  employed 
they m ake a  satisfactory cement.

A  few years ago the  entire  product of 
the  kilns w as p u t on the  m arket, bu t the 
fineness of the  Continental cem ents led 
English m akers to  im prove the ir pro­
cesses, although even now English ce­
m ent is  no t as a  ru le  as firm as geneva 
or F rench P o rtland .—New  Y ork  Even­
ing  Sun.

Photographers were obliged u n til re­
cently  to  im port from  Germany the  pa­
per used in  th e ir  w ork, our own m anu­
fac tu rers being unable to  assemble the  
necessary conditions of m ateria l w ater 
and w orkm anship for the  production of 
paper suitable fo r silver printing.

A process has now been perfected in 
th is country  w hereby a  very ordinary 
paper is coated w ith  a  th in  surface of 
sulphate of barytes and answers admi­
rab ly  for photographic use, bringing out 
ih  the  finished p icture a  w ealth  of de­
ta il form erly unknow n in the  a rt, i t  be­
ing  lost in  the  tex ture  of the  paper em­
ployed.—Engineering Magazine.

Some "Old Iro n "  from Cuba.
Two very ru sty  and  very ancient look­

ing  cannon, which look as i f  they had 
been buried several centuries, were 
taken  off a  freight train  a t  Jhe F o rt 
W ayne depot yesterday. They were un­
m ounted and w ere boxed U p  carefully. 
The tw o pieces were consigned to  the 
W orld’s fa ir  and  listed in  the  w ay bill 
sent to  the  custom house as “ scrap  iron." 
This “ scrap iron” cam e a ll the  w ay from 
Cuba and  goes to  m ake up  w h a t will 
probably be one of. the  m ost interesting 
exhibits a t  the  W orld 's Columbian ex­
position.

The tw o old cannon were secured by  a 
United States naval officer detailed on 
W orld's fa ir  service on the site of a n  old 
abandoned Spanish f o rt on one of the 
W est India islands. I t w as on this 
island which history and  trad ition  says 
the  son of Christopher Columbus b u ilt a 
fort to  repel invaders, and th e  tw o can­
non were said to  have been p a rt of the 
arm am ent of th e  fort. The gnus were 
made in  Spain and brought over in  one 
of th e  vessels a ttached' to  the g rea t navi­
gator's fleet. The valuable relics w;l! 
probably bo a  p a rt of th e  governm ent 
exhibit a t  the  fair.—Chicago Times.

Dr. Znill says he believes t h a t in  most 
cases horses are  exhausted from  brutal 
indifference on the  p a rt of the  driver 
more lhan  from  ignorance. On h o t days 
he  says horses should be w atered a t short 
in tervals w ith a ll the  w ater they  will 
drink, and  the ir heads frequently  bathed 
w ith cold w ater, If  the  horse appears 
to  bo m uch exhausted fifteen or tw enty 
minutes’ rest in  a  shady place w ill often 
afford sufficient relief. I f  a t  the  end of 
this tim e evidence of exhaustion con­
tinues, nothing w ill give more prompt 
or efficient relief th a n  to  bathe the  en­
tire  body w ith  w ater. In  m ore extreme 
cases, w hen the  exhaustion is complete 
the  anim al m ust be secured so as to  prc 
vent h im  from  in juring  him self un til he 
can be removed in  an ambulance, and 
in  the  m eantim e ice should bo applied 
to  his head and  ice  w ater to  h is body to  
reduce the  tem perature. S tim ulants in  
the  fo rm  of alcohol are  indicated, bu t 
should be used w ith  th e  greatest cai 
and alw ays under the  supervision of 
veterinary surgeon.—Philadelphia Led­
