C ity  Offices.

T he aldorm anlc chairs were all filled 
a t the  regu lar serslou of the  council last 
night. T he only absen tee  of tho body 
was tho m ayor, and  his placo on tbo 
throno was ably filled by P residen t Ball, 
who acted as If to  tho  m anor born.

T hd most Im portan t business th a t 
cropped ou t was In a  petition from tho 
business men and property owners on 
Canal s treet, headed by Qeorge Q. 
Briggs, asking th e  council to  so adjust 
the  franchises of th e  Consolidated 
Street railway company as to  do away 
with two of tho  com pany's trac k s  on 
th a t  thoroughfare. T h e  petition, a fte r  
citing  m any good reasons why th e  tracks 
ahould be removed, closes as follows: 

" 'W e  tru s t th a t tho  officers of th e  com­
pany will concede th e  Justice of our 
claim and  prom ptly m eet your honora­
ble body for Its p roper adjustm ent. 
Should th e  com pany refuse to  en terta in  
any  proposition for such adjustm ent, It 
will be the  exercise of an a rb itra ry  and 
unw arran ted  power, and In such event 
w e believe th e  council will be w arranted 
In w ithholding from  said company all 
fu rther franchises." T he petition was 
referred  to  tho  committee on s tree ts  and 
ordinances, and will probably be re­
ported on a t th e  nex t meeting.

Aid. S tein moved th a t  th e  poundrgas- 
te r  be allowed a n  assistan t a t  a  salary 
of SI.75 a  d ay; adopted.

T he board of police and fire commis­
sioners In a  lengthy communication 
asked th a t  the  body fram e an ordinance 
creating th e  office of building Inspector; 
on file.

T he committee on ways and m eans re­
ported In favor o f allowing the  sealer of 
weights and  measures S10 per month for 
care of horse. T he repo rt was amended 
to  Includo tho s tre e t commis­
sioners a fte r  w hich A lderm an Con­
ger moved as a  substitu te  th a t  SIS be 
substitu ted  for S10.' T he  substitu te  was 
overwhelmingly lost and  the  repo rt as 
amended adopted.

C. W. Carm an, elec trlelan, subm itted 
a  repo rt on the  condition of th e  electric 
lamps for 10 nights and reported them 
above standard ; ordered printed.

T he special committee consisting of 
th e  a lderm en of the  F ifth  ward to  whom 
was referred  th e  m a tte r  rela tive  to  the 
D., G. H. A M. railroad  tracks running 
on the  sidewalk line parallel with T ay­
lor stree t and lylug between Qulmby and 
Sw eet Streets, split on a  report, Alder­
man Saunders wishing tho tracks to  re­
main, and  A lderm an Mahoney wishing 
them  removed.

Alderm an T u rn e r  made a  forcible a r ­
gum ent to  drop th e  whole m a tte r  and 
allow the  property owners and the  rail­
road company to  se ttle  th e  business 
themselves. T he whole m a tte r  origi­
nated  from an order of the  -council re- 
qulrlng t i e  property owners to  build a 
sidewalk, and A lderm an T u rner 's  mo­
tion, which was adopted, was th a t tbe  
property owners be excused from build­
ing the  walk.

A resolution authorising  the  construc­

nlc eruption ou G reat Sanglr Island. 
W ithout any w arning signal th e  Gu- 

nong Aroo volcano blazed forth  on June  
7. and within 24 hours tho whole of the 
prosperous surrounding country  was 

astatod. T he loss of life Is some­
thing frigh tfu l, bu t no accura te  estim ate 
of It can be made.

T he captaln-of a  ship which took as­
sistance to  the  sufferers rays th a t 10,000 
Is no t too high a  figure as a n  estim ate of 
th e  num ber of dead. A thousand bodies 
have been picked up on the  shore and 
many were found floating In th e  sea. 
T he whole Island Is devastated, and al­
though the  violent e ruption has ceased 
volumes of smoko are  still rising, accom­
panied by steam and ashes.

Inhabitan ts of Sang lr 'Is land  have 
lived within th e  shadow of a  dorm ant 
c ra te r  by growing nutm egs, cocoanuts 
and grapes, tho  product being regu­
larly  shipped abroad. T he villages and 
towns were well built and  had schools 
and churches.

T he awful devastation began a t s 
clock on th e  m orning of Juno  7. T here

Tho I xva streams 
were confined to  tho northern  slopes of 
th e  mountain and  In the  Toboekan dis­
tr ic t not a single village rem ains, while 
thousands of th e  Inhabitan ts were killed 
In the overflow.

T he village of L orcna on tho south 
side of tho mountain, protected by 
ridge of hills, some of them 1.800 feet 
high, Is covered with ashes. M any of 
the  honses were crushed by the  accumu­
lated weight of ashes, dust and stones 
Cocoanut plan tations on both sides of 
Lorena bay a re  destroyed, b u t in the 
tow n Itself the re  was comparatively 
little  loss of life 

T o  the  westward of tho town, a fte r 
passing th e  foot of tho  ridge, tho scone 
Is one of complete desolation and devas­
tation . T he suffering among those who 
escaped with the ir lives has been most 
acute.

disposed tow ards tho Hmam.

T he ontire population Ison the  house 
tops and  terraces w atching th e  prog­
ress and th e  a ttitude  of tho  armies 
T ho m ajority  of the  E uropean  colony 
can  be seen on the  beach, where they 
aloue are  a llowed to  promenade.

Fou r natlvci who attended  tho last 
ba ttle  have arrived from th e  scone of 
conflict. They s ta te  H mam’s  followers 
completely routed tho im perial forces 
Tho regulars succumbed a fte r a  brave 
resistance, b u t the  volunteers, when 
they observed th a t victory was with the  
Insurgents, promptly deserted the  su ltan  
and joined lim am 's army.

Basha w itnessed these operations from 
the  G andorl hills and  hastened back 
to&n, where ho saw the  su ltan’s forces 
defeated. He sen t a  messenger to 
qua in t the  foreign m inister of the  dan­
ger and toll him th a t H mam’s  forces 
were advancing tow ard T angier. Hmam 
tried to  seize th e  tow n, as he has only a 
few provisions for his arm y and must 
acquire moans to  feed his soldiers.

I t  Is d a t 'd  a t Ph ila ­
delphia, Aug. 3. 1839:

"D ear Sir—I know of no au then tic  
publication of tho  fac ts  of Mr. Carne­
gie's secret c on trac t for ra te s  on tho 
Pennsy lvania  railroad  and 1 cannot 
vouch for any of th e  facts. I 
have had a  general knowledge 
of tho legitim ate pro ll's  of stoel- 
rall making and some particu lar know l­
edge of resu lts a t two very large  estab­
lishm ents for several yenrs, and I  never 
balleved It possible th a t a  fo rtune  such 
as Mr. Carnegie Is cred ited  w ith could 
have been made If ordinary fre igh t rales 
had been paid to  the  Pennsylvania rail­
road. I am quite  sallslied th a t during 
tho  la s t Hfleen years tho odljors of tho 
last nam ed company, by moans of secret 
rebates and  o the r allowances, have 
taken  about 3100,000,000 ou t of the 

• treasury  of tho company and distributed 
It as largesses to  about ha lf a dozen 
concerns, of which Mr. Carnegie's e s­
tab lishm ent was one. I  am told tha t 
Mr. Carnegie’s  con tra c t was In writing 
and ran  over a period of te n o r  lifteen 
years, probably tho  former. When 
It expired and was no t renewed, 
M r. C arnegie commenced an a t­
tack  upon th e  Pennsylvania Railroad 
company w hich has now passed. 
W hether his a ttac k  availed any th ing  or 
no t I  cannot tell, hu t I Infer th a t  It did 
no t, and th a t, therefore, Mr. Carnegie's 
steol w orks will no t m ake any more 
money th a n  o the r sim ilar establish­
m ents, although  still prssesslng the  ad­
v an tage  of th e  large capital d raw n from 
tho  treasu ry  of th e  Pennsylvania Rail­
road company under th e  old contract, 
lu s t as the  S tandard  Oil company now 
possesses the  advantagu of th e  largo 
c ap ita l of from 330.1)00,000 to  8100,000,- 
000 unjustly  draw n from tho tru n k  lines 
since 167S.”

T his Is a  method of ge tting w ealthy at 
th e  expense of o thers no t unknow n to 
m any another g rea t fortune accumu­
la ted  In this country In the  last tw enty 
years. Railroad dHcrtmlnatlons have 
been a fru itfu l source of these gross In­
equalities In w ealth  distribution, which 
nuw ag ita te  society and  call out people's 
parties. A nd Audrow Carnegie appears 
to  be au entirely  na tu ra l creation. 
W e have no doubt a t all th a t  tho 
money th u s  taken  In special ra te s  from 
tho  Pennsylvania railroad 's treasury— 
or ra th e r  from th e  pockets o f tho road's 
o the r pa trons and of tho men who may 
have sought w ithout special ra te s  to com­
pete  w ith Carnegie and  the  favored onoa 
In the ir business, only to  be crushed In 
financial ruin—will ne spen t In a  praise-, 
w orthy way, In accord w ith the  princi­
ples of " th o  gospel of w ealth .” But 
th a t unfortunate ly  cannot r igh t any In­
ju stice  done In tho  way of Its acquire­
m ent.

Tho Homes toad affair recalls tho ra il­
road Btriko of 1877, and a  brief account 
o f th a t, tho grea test strike  th is conntry 
has ever know n, w ill prove interesting 
a t  th is  tim o, especially to  thoso work­
ingmen who wore a t th a t tim o either too 
young or so little  concerned in  labor 
m atters th a t i t  m ade no  impression upon 
them.

Tho str ike  of 1877 is remembered us a 
railroad strike, though heforo i t  was 
over several other callings wore dratVn 
in to  tho affair through sympathy. It 
began in  Baltim ore and extended to  St. 
Louis and  Chicago, tak ihg  in  Pittsburg , 
Indianapolis, C incinnati and , to  moro or 
less ex ten t, evory railroad  tow n on tho 
lino of roads operating betw een these 
cities. Tho prim ary  cause o f tho  strike  
w as a n  order reducing  tho w ages of tho 
trainm en on tho Baltim ore and Ohio 
railroad. Tho m en concerned protested 
against th e  order aud  threatened a 
strike, h u t  tho  ra ilw ay  officials paid no 
a tten tion  to  the  protests. On the  m orn­
ing  of J u ly  17 tho strike  w as begun in 
earnest a t  Baltim ore, a n d  no  freight 
trains were allow ed to  leavo th a t city 

tho  Baltim ore and  Ohio road, an 
a ttem pt to  go t ou t a  tra in  resu lting  in 
its being ditched.

Tho sp irit of tho striko  spread w ith 
rapidity , and  on tho 18th mi arm y of 
strikers num bering betw een 400 and  BOO 
gathered a t  M artinsburg, \V. V a., a  d i­
vision po in t o f tho  road, and , following 
the  exam ple so t by th e ir  Baltim ore broth- 

p u t a  stop to  tho running  o f  fre igh t 
trains.

In  those days labor waa n o t so w ell or­
ganized and  educated on  tho  question of 
strikes a s  i t  is  today, a u d  rad ical meas­
ures wero adopted w ithout thorough 
consideration. However, i t  m ust be 
stated-that tho acts  o f  lawlessness which 
thrilled tho country  wero invariab ly  in ­
augura ted qnd carried through  by  tho 
members o f  tho then  now ' arm y  of 

tram ps,” w hich  th e  ha rd  tim es o f the  
preceding four years had  recru ited  and 
given a  n a m e ..

Governor M atthews, o f W est V irginia, 
claim ing th a t tho  s ta to  authorities wore 
unable to  cope w ith tho  disorder, called 
upon Presiden t H ayes fo r U nited States 
troops. Tho president issued a  procla­
m ation ordering “ tho rioters” to  d is­
perse and  m ain ta in  tho  peace, and  also 
directed tho Second a rtille ry  and  two 
companies of in fan try  from  F o r t Mc­
H enry to  proceed to  M artinsburg to  back 
up  h is proclam ation. On tho  10th o f  Ju ly  
tho Baltim ore and  Ohio railroad  wits 
p rac tically  tied  np, so f a r  os fre igh t busi- 

ns concerned, and  a ll agents 
instructed to  refuse merchandise for 
transportatiod.

I t  w as on tire 10th th a t the  s tr ike  be­
gan to  push its  w ay w est, and 
m orning of th a t  day  a ll tho  brokomen 
and  conductors in  tho  fre igh t service of 
tho Pennsylvania railroad  a t  P ittsbu rg  
le ft th e ir  posts. A ttem pts wero made 
by  tho  officials of the  road to  go t out 
tra in s  w ith tho  assistanco of tho police, 
b u t so persisten t and  reckless w as the 
opposition they m et from  tho mobs of 
unemployed in  tho  c ity  th a t  a ll efforts 
proved futile . The ac tua l s trike rs had 
littlo  if  any th ing  to  do  w ith  tho tights 
w ith  tho  police o r  tho  ditch ing  of trains, 
capitalistic  press reports to  tho  contrary 
notw ithstanding.

In tho  m ean tim o m a tte rs  in  Balti­
m ore were becom ing serious. Governor 
CarroU, o f M aryland, ordered ou t tho mi- 
litia  to  suppress " th o  m ob” a t  Cumber­
land  and  o the r points. A s tho Sixth 
reg im ent w as passing down Baltimoro 
s tree t to  tho  Baltim oro and  Ohio depot, 
i t  w as m e t by a  s tree t fu ll of angry  men, 
and an  encounter followed. There was 
firing from  both sides, and  about a  dozen 
persons wore killed  beforo tho m ilitia  
wero routed. Tho Sixth regim ent was 
finally d riven  down tho  stroo t and  back 
to  tho  shelter o f tho armory.

W hile these s ta rtling  events wero hap­
pening in  Baltim ore the re  w as worse go­
ing on a t  P ittsbu rg , w hich by  th is  tim e 
had become th e  center o l tho  bloody b a t­
tlefield. Tho ra ilroad  officials stolidly 
refused to  receive a  com m ittee of tho 
s trikers and  foolishly a ttem pted  to  get 
o u t tra in s  w ith  tho assistance of a  few 
scabs and  the  police. O ver 5,000 strikers 
and sym pathizers wero gathered in  tho 
yards a t P ittsbu rg  and  E ast L iberty, 
and  i t  w as impossible fo r tho officials to  
g e t fre igh t tra in s  beyond th e  la tte r  
point. T w o thousand s ta te  m ilitiam en 
a rrived a t  P ittsbu rg  from  Philadelphia 
on Saturday, Ju ly  22, a t  8 o'clock. They 
s tarted  a t once fo r th e  fre igh t ya rd  of 
tho  Pennsylvania company, w here they 
w ere confronted by  a n  imm ense throng 
of excited persons, m en a n d  women, tho 
la tte r  generally occupying a  com para­
tively safe position in  tho  rea r of the  
great th rong  on  a n  e levation which en­
abled them to overlook tho wholo scene. 
W hat imm ediately followed is  con­
densed from  tho  press dispatches of tho

anyth ing  w ith  it. Tho striko  had  as­
sumed proportions never dream ed of by 
tho railroad men, and the ir leaders wero 
powerless to  check tho riotous elements, 
composed principally , as said beforo, of 
irresponsible and homeless creaturos, 
w ho hud no in terest in  tho controversy 
other than  a  desiro to  wreak vengeance 
upon u society and  institu tions which 
they believed had  m ade vagabonds of 
thorn. On Sunday n igh t the  Union 
depot w as fired, and/ early  Monday 
m orning 2,ODD cars w ere burned. A t 
th is stage tho  strikcra  w ithdrew  entirely  
from  tho  struggle , and  from  th a t tim o on 
they wero no t seen in  tho mobs which 
sw ept ovor tho city , rio ting , burn ing  and 
robbing.

On M onday n igh t U nited S tates troops 
arrived a t . P ittsburg , and  a  committeo 
of sa fe ty  w as organized by th e  citizens, 
m any of tho  lending men am ong tho 
strik ing  railroaders co-oporating, and 
tho rioters wore rapidly go tten  under 
control, though i t  was no t u n til A ug. 5 
th a t business assumed i ts  norm al con­
dition.

On T uesday morning, J u ly  24, the 
striko reached Chicago and  E as t St. 
Louis. In  tho  form er c ity  tho  principal 
participants wero tho employees of tho 
Michigan C entral. Baltim ore and  Ohio, 
Illinois C entral, Chicago, A lton and  St. 
Louis and  Rock Island roads. Tho Bur­
lington men wero only partially  con­
cerned, though a ttem p ts w ore m ade to  
stop tho  runn ing , of fre igh t tra in s  on 
th a t road, and the  m ost disastrous con­
flicts w ith  tho  au thorities resu lted  from  
a ttacks upon tlm t company's roundhouse 
a nd  trains. Tho Chicago m ilitia  
a t  once summ oned to  the ir arm ories, and 
tho mon "slep t on  the ir  guns."
. There w as a  conflict betw een tho po­

lice and  " th o  mob” on tho  evening of 
J u ly  20, a t  tho  H alstead  stree t viaduct, 
a ud  tw o persons were killed and  eighteen 
wounded. Tho police wero finally re­
pulsed by  th e ir  3,000 opponents and  re- 
tifcul to  th e  T w elfth  stree t station house. 
TJio ro lling m ill men and  employees in  
o the r largo  industries struck  o u t of sym ­
pathy, and  tho  situation  w as tlircntcn- 
ing to  becomo as serious as it  
P ittsburg , w hen  tho  nows cam e from  tho 
la ttq r c ity  th a t  tho trouble  w as p rac ti­
cally  ended. T here  wero several battles 
betw een th e ' troops a n d  " tho  mob” on 
T hursday, a nd  eight persons w ero killed 
during  tho  day  w hile  tw o score or 
wero wounded.

Tho roads running  from  tiro cast and 
from  Chicago carried  th e  striko  into 
E as t S t. Lonis, and  i t  crossed tho  bridge 
to  tho  St. Lonis yards of tho  I ron Moun­
ta in  and  N orth  M issonri (now  W abash) 
roads. T here  w ore pitched battles be­
tween tho  s tr ike rs  a n d  tho  authorities 
in  both places. In  E ast St. L ouis tho 
s trike rs had  to  contend w ith  tho  Illinois 
m ilitia  and  in  S t. L ouis w ith  tho  i>olico 
force. The iron  m ill m en a t  Venice, 
U ls., sym pathized w ith  th o  ra ilroad  men 
and  tho  h ituation becomo very serious. 
J u s t in  tho n ick  of tim o como tho  nows 
of a  cessation o f hostilities a t  P ittsburg , 
and  so, though several persons wero 
killed or w ounded in  tho skirm ishes, 
and half a  dozen o r moro railroad  mon 
wero a fte rw a rd  se n t to  s ta te 's  prison for 
te rm s runn ing  from  th ree  m onths to  
ono year, E as t S t. L ouis and tho  city  
across tho  bridge  w ero undoubtedly 
saved inestim able dam age by tho  tim ely 
declaration of peace.

C incinnati a n d  o the r places wero moro 
o r  less affected by th e  grea t strike, b u t 
fh a v o  confined m y rec ita l of particu lars 
to  th e  po in ts w hich wero of such im por­
tance  as to  overshadow tho  tw o dozen 
places w here th e  striko  w as of tho  
everyday ordefT

Somo of th e  roads conceded tho de­
m ands of th e ir  employees (against re­
ductions o r fo r advances), and  in  s( 
cases th e  men w en t back to  w ork on 
term s of the ir employers.

A nd so ondod tho  g rea tes t s trike , so 
far , of labor in  tho U nited  States.
