T0 CORNER LK {100L MABKET.
Story That a Syndicats 1s Belng Formed in
Philadelphia.

PRILADELPHIA, Pa., Aug. 3.—There s
a story afloat In the wool trade to the
effect that a syndicate of lacal merchants
has been formed to corner the market
for quarter-blood wools. All the partles
In the alleged deal are known to have
been extensive operators {n this grade of
wool during the present season.

The quarter-blood grade comprises at
a rough estimate about one-tonth of the
wool clip In the United States, or, In
other words, In the neightorhood of 30,-
000,000 pounds. Tho present Eastern
morket prices are 25 and 25 cents a
pound, but a little cheaper ia the West.
o control this fmmense output would
lock up sometbing like §7,000,000, but it
is sald thay the scheme does not Involve
the purchase of more than oue-third to
one-half of that amount of wool to put
its proprietors in victusl conirol of the
markot,

Quarter blood wools are In big de-
mand, as they are the chlef raw mate-
rial used o the masufacture of chevl-
ots, which bave been the popular fad In,
the clothlng trade for several seasons
past.

DEAUTIFUL LOOKOUT HILL, MADE
FAMOUS BY WASHINGTON,

{ A Spot in Brooklyn's Magnificont Parl
Wiiere Despondent Peoplo Go to Come
mit Sulclde — Memorles That Cluster
About the Nelghborhood.

Most New Yorkers know very little of
| Lookout hill in Prospect patis, Brook-

yn, except that they oceusionally see
somo mention of it in_the nowspapers,
One Brooklynita who was asked for. in-
ormation abont it tho other day d
soribed it as 4 place where *“fools from
New York go to_comuit suicido some-

s deseription of Lookout hill is
hardly o fair one. It is true, however,
that for same reason men who want to
commit suicide do gomehow manage
very frequently to drift out to this part
of Brooklyn's big park to carry out their
intentions. But they don't all of them
go from New York. There have been
two suicides thero by Brooklynites. The
two that preceded fhese, liowever, wero
men from New York, and of the many
prior to these Brooklyn may be charged
With the most of them,
ma stormy, snowy day a well dressed
young man hired a cabiin this city and
was driven rapidly over the bridge to
Brooklyn and ont to Prospect park.
When tho cab reached the city lino the
young man got out and sent it back to
New York. Then he went into a saloon
near by, He left the ealoor (omd lhu
park, walked through the dri
to the summit of Lookout hill nml nu.m
shiot himself.
A rolxmnnn heard the shat, and found
body of the suicide still warm, but
he was d(-ml Ho had e\idrnﬂymtended
that there should be nothing cheap or
yulgar about the affair, for even tho re-
volver used by him was of the most ex-
pensive pattern and make and had been
bought new for tho purpose. He waa
identified as a Columbia college student
belonging to a New York family of ex-
cellent standing.

REMARKADLE IDENTIFICATION.

The snicide before this was also that
of a Now York man, and it attracted
some littlo uttention at tho time by red-
£on of the fact that there was a nfix np
abont the identification of the body.
This had lain on the hill sp long before
it was found that it covld beidentificd
only by the clothes on it and by the for-
mation of the body. It was formally
identified at the Brooklyn morguotho
morning it was found as the body of &
New York printer, who had, through
despondency, taken his life,

This identification was made by two
mombers of Typographical Union No. 6,
who had known the man, Later that
day the body was again identified s’
that of a barber doing business on Third
avenue in this city, and' this identifica-
tion was finally found to bo correct.

T'he knost curions thing about this case
was the pliysioal likeness of the printer
and the barber. The barber was de-
formed—that is, ho had a elub foot. The
samne was trae of the printer, and it was
tho loft foot that was deformed, as was
the case with tho barber, They were
physically alike otherwise. . Then the
printer's friends identified the clothing,
the shoes and the hat aud even a knife
that was in the pockot of the suicide.

But the pripter swasn't dead. The
writer knows that, for he reported the
first identification for an, afternoon pa-
per; the second whs made too Iate for
notice that ShpIRRi ent n weel
afterward the printer brought smt
against _that  paper for $20,000 damag
for saying that he committed micxdc.
He didn't get the $20,000, but he did
prove tothe ratisfaction ol all that he
was very mnch alive.

How Soundings Are Made.
