Condition 3. Retail dealers to  agree to 
sell all co n tract goods a t  full reta il 
prices, Including all con tract or rebate  
articles; th a t they will no t violate the  
conditions of said agreem ent, and 
fu rther agree n o t to  substitu te  another 
article  fo r any article  requested, If such 
article  Is on th e co n tfa c t or rebate  plan, 
nor deliver such goods to  any dealer on 
th e  cut-off lis t, excepting a t  full reta il 
prices; and  I t Is hereby provided th a t 
the  nam es of all druggists who fall to 
comply with these conditions be placed 
on the  cut-off lis t upon Information to 
be furnished th e  proprietor by some 
regu la r reta il association.

Condition 4. Under no consideration 
shall any m anufacturer, w holesale drug­
gist, or reta il dealer or any other dealer,

M anufacturers o r  whole­
sale druggists o r d istributors of articles 
on the  contract plan to  agree no t to  sell 
such articles to  any retailer ol such 
articles (excepting a t  full reta il -prices) 
who will no t agree to  sell such articles 
a t  full reta il prices.

Condition 7. M anufacturers of pro­
p rietary  articles on the  con tract plan to 
m ake the ir c ontracts In such a  m anner 
as n o t to  m aterially Increase th e  pur­
chase In price to  th e  reta iler In quanti­
ties of one-quarter of a dozen and over.

Condition 8. Any wholesale druggist, 
reta il dealer or o the r dealer, violating 
this con tract shall be p laced on th e  cu t­
off lis t as a  penalty for such violation.

Iniprtf-sivc Ceremonies Con 
ducted by Bishop R ich­

te r  Y esterday.

A n Impressive religious ceremony, the 
first of tho  kind ever witnessed In this 
c ity , w as conducted In th e  chapel of 
Jo h n 's  O rphan Asylum yesterday m orn­
ing. T he chapel w as crowded to  suSo 
cation , and  m any wore unable to  gain 
adm ittance , and  thronged Ihowldo halls 
and lobby.

T ho occasion was tho  tak ing  of tho 
black  veil by eight young ladles and tho 
w hite  veil by four others . Those who 
received the  black  veil a re  Sister Ce­
c ilia , know n to the  world as Miss I.ena 
Giles o f . Lowell; Sister Cyrllla, known 
as Rose B oolahan of Muskegon; Sister 
X avier, known as M ary Conley of llay  
City; Sister Beatrice, known as A nna 
Cottrell of M arino City; SlsterCeleptlna, 
know n as Jo lla  McCuo of Y onkers, N 
V.; Sister B snu la , known as M ary Car 
roll of th is  c ity; Sister L atlcla, known 
as M ary Sm ith of Saginaw, and Sister 
Amelia, know n /ts Maggie Kennedy 
P t . A ustin.

T he eight young ladles entered the 
asylum as postu lan ts two and a  half 
years  ago, and for six m onths were 
tried , feeling satisfied with th e  religious 
life they had chosen, they wore confirmed 
w ith the  w hite vei1, which they were re­
qu ired  to  w ear two years. A» th e  end 
of th a t  tim e If they  still f e lt th a t they 
had chosen righ tly , they received the 
la s t Insignia of the ir calling by accept­
ing  th e  black veil. Before receiving 
th e  black  veil they go Into r e tre a t o r 
seclusion and m edita te  seriously on  the  
la s t step they are  about to  take, and  If 
they  decide th a t  they would ra th e r  re­
tu rn  to  the  world they can do so and 
a tlll re ta in  th e ir  standing In the  cbnrch 
and  will bo regarded In the  same light 
as before th e ir  en trance  to  tho  religious 
life.

Those who received the  w hite veils 
and had been postu lan ts for six mouths 
were Miss Mamie McGee of th is city, 
who will be known In religion as S ister 
M arga re t M ary; M arguerite Byrne, Kay 
City, Sister M ary B onavdnture; Alice La 
Floure . Bay City, Sister M ary A ugust­
ine; H annah  liud/.ynskl. P o rt A ustin, 
Bister M ary Raymond.

T he ceremony commenced a t 9  o'clock 
w ith a  solemn high m ass conducted by 
Rev. T . J .  Clarke, C. B S U ., o f St. Al- 
phonsus church, w ith Rev. F a the r 
Byrne of S t. A ndrew 's as deacon and 
Rev. F a th e r  B rand t of St. Alphonsus as 
subdeacon. T hey  were assisted by Rev. 
F a th e rs  Pulcher of St. Jam es '. Gosch of 
P o r t A ustin , Sanson of Bay City, Schmlt 
of St. Andrew s', and  Laffieloere of De­
tro it.

A ftsr  the  Impressive cerem ony tho 
R t. Rev. Ifenry Joseph  R ichter, bishop 
of tho  diocese, delivered a n  eloquent 
and-approprlate sermon.

"O ur divine Lord," said the  speaker, 
"established a n  organization to  which 
all those belong who a re  on his side. 
He formed It as It were Into a large 
arm y or Into a  kingdom or our Saviour 
established a  kingdom on e arth . I t  is 
no t necessary to  lead an ex traordinary 
life to  bo a  member of tbls kingdom. 
IVo can  be one by believing the  doctrine 
of our divine Lord and  following the 
com m ands th a t Ho gave. T h a t Is all 
t h a t  Is required nf any parson. B ut he 
desired to  have an orgalilzed kingdom, 
a u  organized society, through  which 
some would come more closely to  Him, 
bo nearer to  Him, be more entirely  en­
gaged In His work and  a lthough H e said 
to  the  young m a o ,‘If thou w ilt be per­
fec t sell all thou h a s t and  follow Me,' 
we know th a t as our Saviour chose His 
apostles th a t  as He chose Bis 72 disciples 
H e also chose women to  follow Him In 
tb ls  life. J u s t as It Is necessary in  an 
ord inary  kingdom or governm ent to 
have  some th a t  are  most clo.sely con­
nected and will defend the  kingdom 
a gain st tho  enemies, thus I t Is also 
"necessary to  have such In the  kingdom of 
o u r  divine Lord and hence be sends 
o u t invitations continually  through  the  
world th a t  some may leave Its ordinary 
occupations and  devote themselves ex­
clusively and entirely  to  H is service. And 
H e has seu t persons a t  different limes to 
call and  Invite o thers to  come more 

, closely to  Him. St. Domlnfc was one of 
these  men; St. F rancis was another. 
T hen  wo find St. Ignailus, St. Alphon­
sus and m any o thers who form ed, as It 
w ere, companKs who would engage 
more closely In th e  work of ourd lv lue  
L ord. A nd th a t Is th e  origin of all re­
ligious orders, of th e  Dominican order, 
•of tho Franciscan  order, of th e  Jesu it 
o rder and  of the  Redem ptorlst order. 
L eaders who formed those companies 
prescribed certain  ru les and  regulations 
according to  w hlch.those persons would 
live In order to  be m ore free for the 
w ork of Christ T he religious orders 
a re, as I t were, tho organizations of com­
panies—the g rea t arm y io the  kingdom 
of Christ. He Is leading. In a religious 
sense, a  military life; he Is loading a  life 
j u s t  like a  soldier's life who leaves his 
borne, his family, and goes away from 
them ; It Is often  very difficult for him to 
separa te  himself from bis m other, his 
f a th e r  and  friends. T hen, again, he Is 
leading a  hard life; he suffers many 
hardships; ho gets up osrly  In tho morn­
ing, Is exposed to  many dangers; betides 
he leaves the  things of iho world as 
'i t were behind him, and gives up, as It 
tvere. all for the  good of his country. It 
Is also necessary th a t  such a  life should 
bo Jed by religions; therefore our Sav­
iour says: " I f  thou w ilt he perfect go 
sell w i'a t thou h a s t and  follow Mo." Wo 
m ust give up  tho thlugs of tho world In 
order to  be more free  to work ou t their 
salvation. T hey  leave the ir home, 
th e ir  country , .the ir friends In o rder to 
w ork entirely  In the  kingdom to which 
•they belong, and  for tho one end for 
-vhlch th a t company has beeu horn 
T h is  Is th e  clue to  religious life. T hey 
talro th e  vow of poverty; they give up 
a ll th e ir  possessions th a t they may have 
had T hey  give dp  tho righ t of holding 
and  obtaining them; they will barely 
have tho  necessaries of life from day to 
day, tho  ordinary food, tho ordinary 
clothing. T hen  they give up  their 
homes, the ir family life; It does no t suit 
-their life, the ir  work, which would In­
te rfe re  w ith them. He Is not asked, 
"W ill you pleaso come to ( tho drill. 
"W ill you please follow us In the  
m arch ."  T he buglo sounds and hols 
ready; and  were If It Is to  go Into a  lire 
all th e  re s t of h is life; he does II, and 
th is  Is th e  life of a  tru e  religion. He 
asks no questions, except ho always re­
serves tho  f lg h t of obeying If ‘he order 
is good, bu t w herever It Is scon tn a t 
I, law ful to  follow and  obey- l h a t  
Jh e  religion's m ilitary life. I t  Is a  II

on earth . I t  Is tho grandest llfo. What 
Is g rea ter than  m astery over one's self'.'

Ho was tho 
poorest of the  poor and w hat wcss hi: 
portion even when He loft this w o rld - 
on a cross hanging on nails Ho died 
T hen  again He was ta u g h t obedience 
He was not only obedient to  his eternal 
F a th e r  In all things b u t He became 
obedlout to  others.
