Interesting Observations on
the Street Car, Cab and
Omnibus Service.

Parts, France, July 10, 1892.—([Spe-
clal correspondence]—The great '‘Fete
Natlonale,” the celebration of the anni-
versary of the storming and destruction
of the Bastile by the poople on the 14th
of July, 1780, Is just over. The ‘‘Bas-
tlle St. Antoine” was a castle or strong-
hold erected in 1371 to 1383 by the Kings
Charles V. and VI. and in later times
used as a state prison, chlefly for the
confinemont of persons of rank aud fn-
fluence who bad fallen vietims to the In-
trigues of the court or caprice of the
government. It had massive walls 10
foet In thickness, with elght sombre tow-
ors, stood at the entrance of thecity,
and the cannon on Its battlements com-
manded the adjolning suburb of St. An-
tolne, the quarter occupied by the arti-
280 class, It was a standing represen.
tation of despotic ower, and very soon
after the revolution broke out, the cry
arose and resouuded throughout all
Parie: **Down with the Bastile.”

There are 34 dif-
feront lines of omuibuses and they are
nearly all owned by the Compagnie Gen-
eralo des Omnibus. The omnibuses are
very large, ponderous and slow. On
most of them thres heavy horses are
used and there {3 a staircase st the rear
like the tram-cars. They have places
for from 30 t0 40 persons, and like the
tram-cars usually the seats on top aro
the best filled.

RIOT IN ROME.

A Papal Procession Assaultsd by a Mob in

the Streets of the kternsl City.
RoME, Aug. T.—At 4:30 today 300
members of Catholic socleties assembled
on the plazza Bleel to place laurel and

SUB-TRBASURY SCHBAE,

Tho Congressional Committeo Expresses Its
Disapproval at Length. fa
‘WasmiNarox, Aug. 7.—The commit-
tes, throngh Mr. McMillin, has made
unanimous report adverse to the sul
trbasury bllls. The report {s a long
documont and discusses all phiases of the
question {n comprehensivestyle.
It begins by deferring for a time the
question of the constitutionality of thi
bill and proceeds to state the objections
that occur to the committee. Thoy are
briefly stated as follows: &
It there should be a reduction {n value
of goods after they are stored below 80
per cent. the government would Jose; If
the value Increased the gvernment
would get nono of the profit.
The jurisdiction of federal courts
would be Increased so as to make th d
an Instrument of oppression to the peo~
ple. The bill tends strongly toward
contradiction and faterfores with Indi-
vidual freedom.

Great fluctuation in currency will fol-
ow its Insctment. Tho operations of
the bill would ot be conflned to farm-
ers, but the fron map, the lumberman
and the manufacturers generally would
complaln until' the government fix
Iimit to the possible loss at 20 per cent,
to them and 50 on.

Thus
the vast profounds of the deep Lave be-
come a sort of almshouse, wherconto
antiquated forms hayo retired before
the overwhelming pressure which tho
newer and higher life ever imposes on
its ancestors.

From the results of the relatively tri-
fling explorutions which have yet been
made, there seems good reason to hope
that in time we may win from the deep
the nearest living representations of

HOMESTEAD REPORT.

From Chaliman Oaus’
Opinton.

WASHINGTON, Aug. ‘The reason
that Mr. Oates' report relative to Home-
stead was not concurred fn was not that
any member questioned the correctness
of its statements of facts or conclusions of
Iaw, but the Republican members would
not assent 10 bis remarks on the tarift
and a majority of the Democratic mem-
bars of the committee deemed It impolite
to make a report until the entlre Inves-
tigation was completed. This cannot
be done before the next sesslon of con-
gress and the report was therefore post-
poned untll that time. The report pre-
pared by Mr. Ostes having been rejected
by the committee he mada 1t public as
his fndividual opluion with regard to the
matter Investigated.

The report seems to be so impartial,
and the brief skeleton telegraphed Iast
night was so uusatisfactory that a more
tull summary will no doubt be accept-
able.

The report begins with a statement of
the sut-committee, followed by a de-
seription of the works at Homestead,
the rates of wages, the negotiations be-
tween the company and the Amalga-
mated assoclation preceeding the out-
break; the contentions of both sides and

finally an account of the disastrous end
of the attempt to land the Pinkertons,

It I3 sald that the Plokertons who sur-
rendered were brutally and outrageously
treated, principslly by women and boys,
and Mr. Oates is loth to belleve that apy
of these women are native Americans.
He says that the attack on them and
the Indignities to which they were sub-
Jected was a disgrace to civilization.

Mr. Oates asks whether the Carnegle
firm was justified, In equity and good
consclence, in proposiog the reduction
of wages. In answer he states that Mr.
Frick declined to stats the cost of a ton
of Bessemer steel billets. The men
were getting satisfactory wages but the
work much abrevistes the natural
perlod of Iife and should be well paid
for. He thinks that the company should
haye some of the benelit of the profits
resulting from the use of improved ma-
chinery.

ondemns the McKinley law for
Its fallure to benefit the American work-
men, and says the promlses made to the
ve besn disappolnting. Had
the bottom facts to the
committee, they would have agreed that
the proposition to reduce wages was
Justifiable, but they took Issue with him
in bis conclusion that the tariff did not
causa an {ncrease In prices.

Mr Oates finds further thatthe con-
duct of the company toward fts em-
ployes was kind In many respects.

dulgence and solicitude; and Mr. Frick,
according to Mr. Oates, who Is & busl-
ness man of grest Intelllgence; seoms to
have been tos ro and somewhat auto-
cratic. Mr. Oates Is persuaded that If
Mr. Frick had appealed to the reason of
the employes and shown them that the
state of the company's affalrs justified a
reduction, it might have been made and

no trouble would have followed.

Mr, Oates finds that the Pennsylvania
law contalus nothing to prevent M
Frick from employing Piokerton men a

A Xens That Has Been Begun.

The greatest refracting telescopes yet
Jnown ure made, by Alyan G, Clark, of
Cambridgeport, Mass. ~So fine is the
swork required on the lenses of these in-
struments that the glassmakers com-
anenced ywork on two disks from which

& 40-inch lens is to bo made four years
ago, and only one has as yet been sent
to Mr. Clark. If thereis the most ml
nute speck of any kind in the glass it i
rejected, A disk forty inches In dlatneter
and ten inches thick costs $8,000. After

- Clark has determined what curve
to give the glass, an iron casting is mads
of the size and shape required. Tho
disl is reyolved upon this and ground
with steel crushings.

Next, cight courses of emery and an
adjustable tool aro used, and at this
stage measurements are made with an
instrument that measures ono thirty-
thousandth of an ifich. The final shap-
ing is made with Dbeeswax and rouge,
and even the bare thnmb does it part in
the polishing. The lens must be so
exact in its curve that every ray striking
it shall center at a predetermined
mathematical point.—Public Opinion.

Latest Elavator Safoty Device.

An invention consisting of a quadrant,
with projections placed on the wheel of
the starting machinery, together with
an electrical qrrangement by which the
door of the elevator shaft on each floor
is connected with a pair of magnets con-
trolling a lever, which provents tho
starting wheel from moving unless every
door of the shaft is closed and locked, is
the latest elovator safety device. On
opening the door the current is broken
and the armature lever is released.
