Result of Observations Made Neer the Eqoa-
tor, ’
Nuw Yonk, Aug. 10.—The New York
Herald has received & cable from Pro-
fessor Pickering who, in December,
1500, wes sent to Arequipa, Peru, by
Harvard collsge, In prosecution of its
self arsumed task of makiog & complete
map of the heavens. Another special
object of the expedition was the obser-
vation of Mars during Its present oppo-
sitlon. Followlng fs the cable received:
In my observation of Mars I have seon
two Iarge ar:as near the equator which
are permanently blue. The light Is
slightly polarized. The total size of the
sres Is 8bout 500,000 square miles, one-
hall'tho size of the Meditertanean sea,
on June 25 a small dark spot appeared
In the southern snow cap. Later this
spot lengthened rapldly, and early In
July It was 1,000 miles long, dividing,
the snow in half.

GERMANY SHOUKKD.
Another Eerthqanke at ‘lnwral Of the Water-

Benvix, Aug. 1 O—Al o'clock this
morning an earthquake was felt at Ems,
Coblenz, Valender, Nassau and Nelder
Lahnsteln. The movement lasted for
ten seconds,

At Nelder Lahustefn tha shock was so
sovere that a number of chimneys were
thrown down, and the peopls wero in
foar of their lives. Tho school housa
at this place was damsged, and tho
puplls wore panic stricken. Wild rushes
were mado for the doors and windows,
and some of the smaller children were
hurt in the scramble to eseapo from the
bullding which 1v was thought would

fall.

‘At Coblenz when the peoplo realized
that an earthquake was provalling they
precipitately loft thelr dwelllngs and
made their way to the open spaces.
Many of the people who were vislting
the place for thelr health wore taking
thelr early morning bath &t the time of
tho shock. ‘Thoy hastlly threw about
thomsalves acanty covering and left tha
bath houses as quickly as possivle. By
the time they resched tho streats, how-
ever, tho movement had ceased.

Coal May Go to Ten Dollax
a Ton.

The Reading Combine Now
Has Everything All
Its Own Way. -

New York, Aug. 10.—The World this
morning in an editorlal says:

When the coal consplracy was formed
the Pennsylvania rallway posed as its
antagonist, Upon that fact mainly was
based the hope that tho power of the
“‘combine” to levy tribute upon the peo-
ple would be limfted. But the Pennsyl-
vania company has ylelded to the supe-
rlor power of combined corporations and
permitted Its suits todrop. The coal
agents of the company have jolned fn
every advance made In prices and have
adhered to l(st prices with a faithfulness
never shown by them when prices were
regulated by agreements.

However the Pennsylvania may have
beou fn it3 origindl opposition, It Is
plainly In the conspiracy now as' much
as the Reading, Lehigh and New Jersey
Contral. It may have been In It from
the first, Its hostility being only a part
of tho play with which it is sought to
hoodwink the public. Lackawsnus, too’
has boen foreed in—or seemingly forced.
The Delaware & Hudson,under Vander-
bilt control, I3 In entire harmony with
the combine,

In urief, the monopoly of the anthra-
cite coal trade s now absoluts. Nov a
bushel of cosl can be brought to market
excopt by the combination. There is
nobody to cut any vrice which the con-
spirators may see fis to fx and there is
no power apparently 1o prevent the
combinatlon from Increasing the price

There Is but one cloud upon the con-
spirators’ horizon.

Abondant Befas Vit the Whole of the
Weatern Corn Belt.

KAaNsAs Crry, Mo., Aug. 10 —Advices
from west of hera show that the pro-
longed dronght bas besn broken in the
corn roglon by coploas Showers. It 1s
believed that the threatencd destruction
of the corn crop has been averted, and
that the crop, though not ss abundant
a8 last yoar when the ylsld was enor-
mous; will be equal to tie ayerago.

Tha State Board of Agriculture made
A statoment this moralng to the effect
that rain would save the corn crop if
thore was no more hot winds, even
though it dfd not fall for threa or four
days. The grest danger, o {t was
stated, wag from the hot winds. The

round had enough mofature in it but
the fntenso heat had cooked the tassals.
Tho full exsent of the raln cavnot be
lenrned as tho telegraph wires sre
nearly all down. Krom the points
heard from more raln s promlsed.
Great damage was done to the corn by
the winds in the osstern and central
portions of the ntate.

UTCHINEON, Kas., Aug. 10.—This
county was visited this afternoon by
rain, It is extended down the line of
the Hutehinson and Southern raliway—
a dlstrics which was beginning to snffer
for want of rain. Parmers are jubllant
and belfeve that a good crop of corn 1s
assured for this part of the state. Many
stories with referonce to ruiaed corn and
hot winds are without foundatlon and

would haye made a home,”

But o careful study of every allasion

made by Dickens to tha locality will, T
think, show that Mr, Pemberton is
bly mistaken, Krook's shop is
spoken of as “lying and being in the
ghadow of the wall”— ‘Dlinded by
the wall” No house in Bishop's
court exuctly answers to this descrip-
tion. On ‘the contrary, the only
likely one at the comer mext to Ol
Sol's faces an open passageway which
leads to New square. Krook's must
therefore Le sought for at Nos, 8 and
9 in tho Rents (now occupied by a
Jaw stationer), opposite the Old Ship,
fronting the court on one eide and on
the other *‘within a conple of yards off
and entirely blinded by'the wall” so
often referred to in the narrative.

Aiss Flite, meeting Bsther Summer-
son and the wardsin chancery onemora-
ing in Old square, invited them to come
and seo her ngs, So close by did
she live that, “‘slipping ot at a little
side gate,” shie “stopped most unexpect-
edly in anarrow back street™ (smr;nn\
leading to Carey street), “part of some
courts ‘and_lanes immedintely ontside
the wall of the inn,”and sho was at
ome.

The West Indian archipelago,
with its four magnificent islands and
countless islets, has been justly termed
the “gafneless conntry,” a region of
more than a hundred thonsand squaro
miles, monopolized almost extirely by
Dirds and iusects (even reptiles boing
soarce), as if the archipelago had been
eomehow overlooked on the last two
days of creation, and left to be settled
Dby such creatures as could reach its
coasts swimming or flying. There aro
forests teeming with spontangons fruit,
but no mohkevs, no wild hogs, no bears
or raccoons, The lurger carnivora are
not represented by @ single speeies.

No pamas or jaguars (though both are
found on thg coasts of the neighboring
mainland), no panthers, lynx or wildcat.
Foxes, wolves and jackals, too, are con-
spicuous by their absence. The caves
of the limestone Sierra wonld seem to
be admirably adapted to marmots and
woodchucks, but they are tenanted only
by bats. On the fine highland pastures
there are no bisons, no deer, no antelopes,
and, strange to say, nob even rabbits.
Sheep, goats, horses, donkeys, cows,
liogs and even dogs were introduced
affer the Spanish conquest, and the only
domestio mammal kept by the natives
at the fime of discovery was a small
¥ind of wolf (prairie wolf) imported
from Mexico, and o few species of squir-

Why Bolled Water Freezes Easily. -
‘Water which is liot of course cannot:
freeze until it has parted with its heat;
but water that has been boiled will,
other things heing equal, freeze sooner,
than water which has not been boiled.
A slight distarbatice of water disposes
it to frecze more rapidly, and this is the
canso which sccelerates the freezing of
boiled water. The water that has been
beiled Lias lost the air naturally con-
tained in it, which on exposure to .the
atmosphere it begins again to attract
and absorb. During this process of ab-
sorption a motion is necessarily pro-
duced among its particles, slight cer-
tainly and imperceptible, yet probably
sufficient to accelerats its congelation.
In unhoiled water this disturbance does
deed water when kept per-
fectly still can be reduced several de-
grees below the freezing point without
its becoming ice.—Brooklyn Eagle.
