some fea t of s trength  and endurance 
which seems to  satisfy them for the 
tim e being. T here  is no Indication th a t 
tho lady love’s lufluenee will trium ph 
over the  trainers, bu t the re  is no use In 
denying the  f ac t th a t Corbett's backers 
would gladly pay Miss Douglass’ ex­
penses for a  trip  abroad or anywhere 
far  away until a fte r  the  fight Is over.

W ashinoton, Aug 11—Tho New York 
World comes ou t today with a  double­
leaded leader In Its editorial columns, 
calling on th e  Democratic national com­
mittee to  tu rn  Its atten tion  to Michigan 
and m ake th a t s ta te  one of the  main 
lighting ground of the  coming campaign.

"W hile tho  tariff was an Issue, Michi­
gan was against tho  high protection 
policy of Clay, b u t when th a t  seemed to  
be settled and slavery came to  tho  front, 
th e  people of M ichigan, largely from 
western Now York, became arden t and 
s tead fast Republicans. I t  was their 
boast t h a t the  Republican party  bad Its 
blrtb  under-the oaks at. Jackson, One 
of the  Drst leaders of tho pa rty  In tho 
sta te  was Z acharlah  Chandler, a  vigor­
ous, energetic, Intense man, who held 
the  sta te  and Inspired Its people from his 
entrance  Into public llfo unill his death  
—a period of 30 years. His strong per­
sonality gathered about him a  body of 
enthusiastic  young men who kep t the 
party  fresh and a lert, even a fte r  It had 
begun to  shpw signs of decay In other 
pa rts  of the  country.

Coming down to tho present day, the 
article  says:

From papers found tho  detective 
learned something of George’s history 
bu t no money nor plates were found In 
his possession.

Following the  clue word was received 
here yesterday to  look o u t for shovers 
of the  queer. D eputy U nited States 
M arshal B rew ster answered the  word 
and going to  Baldwin arrested  Jesse 
Letson supposed to  bo a  member of the  
can* in  N orthern  Michigan to  which 
George belongs. I t  Is said Lelson had a 
num ber of counterfeit s ilver certificates 
on bis person as well as some silver 
dollars.

T here  a re  other operator^ Implicated 
w ith Letson. T he authorities expect to 
locate the  counterfeiters rendezvous In 
a  few days aud they  hope to secure a 
num ber of operators.

I t  was understood th a t the 
black belt would ho the  scene of the 
Democratic fraud. Recognizing this 
th e  Kolb men and the  Republican lead­
ers requested tho negroes to  refrain 
from voting, to stay away from tbe  poll­
ing places entirely, for if they voted 
they would be counted for Jones.

All this was done quietly and It worked 
effectively. N ot 10 per cent, of th e  ne­
groes voted, b u t we did no t guess th e  ex­
te n t to  which the  D em ocratic managers 
would*go. Returns from th e  black belt, 
as furnished by tho Democrats, show 
Increased vote over th e  previous elec­
tions.

T hey  delayed seeding at 
least th ree  weeks, on th e  average, and 
no  small quan tity  of th a t  was done on 
s tubble land, which had not been plowed 
since th e  gathering  of tho crop of 1801, 
w hile a  g rea t deal of land  was no t seed­
ed a t  a ll, tho  ground being too w ot to 
perm it It till too la te  fo r hope of a  re­
tu rn . So It Is no t now considered prob­
able th a t  the  D akotas and Minnesota 
will give more than  125.000 000 bushels, 
some estim ates a re  a  litlh  loss than  th a t 
figure, and much depends on tho lime 
w hen tho early frosts come along, they 
being unusually  perilous th is year.

T aking  all tho facts together, so far 
as the  situation Is developed, the  total 
crop of 1892 Is m nie llka ly  10 fall below 
BOO,000,000 bushels th a n  to  exceed tha t 
quan tity . Roughly speaking it  will be 
no t far from a  filth loss than  th a t of 
1891. the  deficiency being half tho  225.- 
005,000 bushels of wheat and flsur ex­
ported from tho crop of last year, (it 
course the re  may be some surplus from 
th a t  crop available for shipm ent abroad 
within tho coming twelve m onths. I t 
would he s tra n g i If there  were not, 
though such surplus cannot sm ount to 
h a l t  ‘h0’ difference between tho two 
crops.

Looking a t  th e  m a tte r  In any possible 
ligh t wo have no t nearly  as much wheat 
to  spare as we had twelve m onths ago, 
and prices are  15 cen ts per bushel lower 
now than  they w'cre then . T he govern­
m ent figures lo r this m onth Indicate a 
to ta l slightly exceeding 500,000.000.

T oe la tes t nows from Europo Is to  the 
effect th a t tho trade th e re  has csn- 
vassed the  situation , with the  resu lt of 
concluding th a t  It will bo necessary to 
buy largo quantities from us, and th a t 
the  chances a re  of Its being done at 
higher prices ra the r than  lower ones 
I t  Is no t Improbable th a t they will 
eatby  ta k e  all we have got to  sp ire , but 
the  m a tte r  of prices are  subject to  some 
o the r influences which somet'mes de­
ceive the  most observant. And the  te r­
rible losses sustained by those wlm 
bought freely la s t A ugust, becaus 
th e  supposed rca tc lty d h cn , have made 
buyers cautious. I t  does no t now 
probable th a t the re  will be any great 
speculative excitement on the  crop of 
th is year to  send quotations lilting  sky

strance on the  p a rt of the American 
legation. Therefore the  attem pt was 
made to  induce Deacon himself to go as 

condition of being liberated.

opportunity  to  air his grievances, and 
have.
