Mr. F rick  testified, in  effect, th a t he 
had no  confidence in  th e  sheriff, and 
th a t  he h ired  tho Pinkertons without 
considering th e  local authorities. Tho 
P inkerton brothers themselves lay great 
stress upon the ir  request to  the  C an io- 
gies th a t th e ir  m en should be sw orn in  
«is peace officers, b u t they did n o t insist, 
a nd  took the  w ord of the  Carnegies that 
they  would see tho sheriff about this. 
In  other w ords, they wero w illing to  do 
w hat they  had done before. If  they 
could procure au thority  as peace officers 
they w ould; if  they could n o t they  would 
a c t w ithout such authority.

A serious question a t once arises as to 
the r igh t of a  sheriff to  sw ear in  as peace 
officers a  band of arm ed strangers, many

of them  perhaps n o t citizens of the 
country. However th a t m ay be, the  
P inkertons confess th a t they m aintain 
a  corps of men to  contend w ith labor or­
ganizations, fo r th a t is  th e ir  principal 
business aside from  detective work. 
T hey  are  arm ed w ith  clubs and  firearms 
in  anticipation of collisions, and  they 
obey no t the  local and statoauthorities, 
b u t the ir own officers, who have no  offi­
c ial relations w ith  or responsibilities to  
th e  community.

The answ er to  th is  criticism  is  th a t a  
m an or a  corporation has tho  r ig h t to 
hire w atchm en fo r tho  protection o f his 
property. So he has. A  m an has tho 
r igh t to  shoot a  bu rg lar w ho breaks into 
and en ters h is premises. B ut if  a  man 
lias tw enty-four hours’ notice of tho 
projected breaking and  entering it  h 
h is du ty  to  ask fo r police protection. 
Tho law  does no t contemplate th a t it  
shall be adm inistered by  private  citi­
zens. Tho Pinkertons a t  Homestead 
w ere no t p rivate  w atchm en, the  usual 
servan ts of the  Carnegie com pany; they 
w ere an arm ed body of men w ho' were 
h ired to  execute tho laws. And such an 
arm y ough t n o t to  bo tolerated  in  this 
country. In  fac t in  Nev.* Y ork  and some 
o ther sta tes it  i s  illegal.

T he Pinkertons should be made to  dis­
band the ir force. According to Robert 
P inkerton, they aro adversaries of or­
ganized labor, and th is witness’ un just 
a nd  violent nbuso o f laboring men is in 
keeping w ith the  m aintenance of his 
force. There is  a n  interesting contrast 
between labor asking for a  peaceable

T here has indeed bepn deplorable b ru ­
ta lity  in  th is m atter, b u t the employment 
o f  tho  arm ed band led to  it .  and  while 
th is does no t excuse th e  perpetrators on 
e ither side it determines the impropriety 
of employing arm ed private citizens, of 
good or bad character, to  a c t in  the 
place of the  constituted authorities.— 
N ew  York W orld.

Fatten ing  n t the Crib.
T he periodical increase of salaries to  

c ity  officials sorely ga lls  th e  w orking­
m an. E ach  year w ork is  harder to  ob­
ta in ; the  tendency is  to  c u t down wages, 
and the  w age earner na tu ra lly  asks him­
self and  others, "W hy  under these c ir­
cum stances these m en paid by the  peo­
ple should be no t only receiving salaries 
th a t were f a r  too h igh for tho services 
rendered, b u t should bo receiving large 
increases thereto?'’

A  careful, sober, steady m an. w ho has 
spent years in  one position, satd la s t Sun­
day : " I  g e t ju s t tw elve dollars a  week a* 
a  w atchm an here and  it  takes ju s t one 
w eek's wages to  pay m y m onthly rent, 
w hich loaves me nine dollars a  week to 
support seven people. No poor working­
m an can g e t any  place to  live under tha t 
ren t, and a  poor place i t  is a t  tha t. Besides 
th is I  buried five children, so I  could not 
m ake m uch money. Rents are  exce>s 
ivcly high, and in g« 
every workingman 
earnings to  pay h is i 
h igh, and too much 
]K>litician8, and  wh 
cents the  poor m an's rent is raised a  
dollar; it 's  never less than th a t, if  i t  isn 't 
more. W orkingm en Fee and feel all 
these things, and  some tim e they aro 
going to  have thcur say about them.” — 
Brooklyn Eagle.

.A  lilBliop'fl Opinion.
I th ink  th a t organized labor as it  now 

exists is one o f tho few th ings th a t murk 
the advancement of the  present cen­
tu ry . 1 consider any  onslaught on or­
ganized labor, as such, a  w rong which 
ought not to  bo tolerated. Tho Home­
stead strike  has done one th ing , and that 
is i t  has p u t  a  stop to  the  use of private 
arm ies for th e  present. W hile 1 am in 
favor of obedience to  the  law , 1 do not 
think  tha t men should be hired to  pro­
tect properly in  the  place of sta te  of- 
ficers.—Bishop Samuel Fallows.

Dickinson and Cainpau to  
E ngage in a B a ttle  for 

Supremacy.

T he D em o sn tlc  s ta te  convention a t | 
H artm an 's ha ll nex t week will be one of 
th e  m ost exciting and Interesting  hold 
by th a t  pa rly  for several years. T he 
success of the  pa rly  In the  last cam ' 
palgn n a tu ra lly  breeds a  hope (or an­
o the r victory th is  fall, and  It Is likely 
th a t the re  will bo more str ife  for places 
upon th e  ticket and g roater care  dis­
played In m aking tho  selections.

T h e  m ost absorbing feature,-howover, 
will be th e  b a tt 'e  for suprem acy be­
tw een Don Dickinson, Cleveland's right 
hand  man, and D an Oampau, chairm an 
of the  s ta te  committee and  M ichigan’s 
represen ta tive  upon th e  national com­
mittee.

A fter Mr. D ickinson's elevation to  the  
c ab inet and his selection by M r. Cleve­
land as a  confidential friend and  ad­
viser, his suprem acy In the  connclls cf 
th e  pa rty  w as fo r a  long tim e unques­
tioned. N atu ra lly  M r. Dickinson with 
a ll his Influence and shrew dness did not 
have th e  power to  m ake a  q u a rt meas­
u re  hold m ote th a n  a  qu a rt, and  when 
a ll the  oflices a t h is command wero 
doled o u t the re  were some D emocrats 
who were le ft ou t In th e  cold. These 
did no t sha re  tho  enthusiasm  of Mr. 
D ickinson's friends In regard  to  his 
g reatness, b u tth e ic w a s  no organized or 
open opposition to  his domination of the 
machine.

T he tight a t  the  p resen t lim e grows 
ou t o f the  overw eening ambition of Mr. 
Cam pau. A t first Don smiled In a  good 
na tured  and  patronizing sort of way at 
D an's swelling Im portance, no t dream ­
ing th a t  his own poslilon would bo as­
saulted. His eyes were first opened In 
February  when Campau Ignoring him 
entirely  called a  meeting of the  s ta te  
committee and a ttem pted  to  gain a  firm­
e r grip upon th e  machine by unseating 
tho  chairm en of tk c  congressional com­
m ittees, using th e  new epportlonm ent 
as a  p retex t. T ho a ttem pt w ss n o t al­
toge ther a  success, b u t showed which 
way tho  wind was blowing.

A t tho  Muskegon convention the  
b reach was lo rn  wide open. Dickinson 
wished to  be chosen as member of the  
national committee, b u t took no active 
steps to  secure th e  election, feeling so 
secure in his posltlop th a t be imagined 
he had only to  express his wish to 
have it  gratified. Mr. Campau, how­
ever, decided to  assert himself. He 
w en t In for th e  election himself, and as 
Is well known, obtained I t Dickinson 
had too much sense to  exhibit his cha­
grin , bu t swallowed his w ra th  and 
bided his time. I t  now seems th a t  In 
his opinion his tim e has come.

A t th e  W ayne county caucuses T hu rs­
day n igh t the  Dickinson cohorts de 
scendod upon the  polls and won a  com­
plete victory. Campau was chosen as ! 
delegate to  the  county convention from 
his own precinct, bu t It Is said th a t ho 
cannot control 20 delegates, and th a t 
In the  sta te  convention W ayne county 
will be a t  D ickinson's beck.

Evidence of the  conflict Is not w ant 
log In th is  county, though here It Is af 
fected by local complications.

W hen I. M. W eston goes Into a  ward 
caucus and personally buttonholes 
ers fo r an election as delegate to  the 
county convention, It Indicates th a t 
Don Dickinson has fish to  Iry.

T ho  plans of th e  Dickinson crowd in­
clude the  defeat of W lnans, who Is 
thought to  be too frleudly toCampa> 
T h is explains the  consent of Judge 
Morse to  be a  candidate, his reputation 
and high stand ing  being regarded by 
Dickinson a s  valuable factors In the  con­
test. ________

Mr. McQuillan swore th a t he would 
have  done more fo r th e  support of tho 
fam ily only he did no t care to  be pest 
ered longer with his wife's mother, 
whom he claimed was a  g rea t draw back 
to  his happiness.

o miserable pest holes, where they 
since toiled alm ost n igh t and  day, 
o them  u n til a  year or tw o ago 

there  was no  other world for w orking 
•ople than the ir own helpless, filthy, 
irksom e surroundings w ith their never 
idiug toil.
U ndoubtedly m any of tho rookeries in 
Inch tho victim s of the  sw eaters work 
inst come down. They aro unfit for 

hum an beinga to  live in ,' and  can in  no 
bo a ltered so as to  enable thorn to 

1k> maintained a s  factories under the 
provisions of the  law. A feeblo attem pt 
has been m ade to  contest the  new law  as 
unconstitutional, b u t tho movement has 
lied away.

A Story About'D lsrncli.
L ora  Beaconsficld once delivered a  fa­

mous speech in  Edinburgh, which was 
not reported in  its  entirety , a t  all events 
ou t of Edinburgh, for the  very good 
reason th a t it could no t bo done.

Indiana  w as first represented on a  na­
tional presidential ticket in  1852, when 
G eorge W. Ju lian  w as th e  candidate of 
the Free Soil D emocrats fo r vice presi­
dent. The ticket received no electoral 
votes. Ind iana 's next representative 
w as Schuyler Colfax, who w as elected 
vice president a long w ith  General G ran t 
in  1808. In  1872 no  Ind iana  nam e was 
on  any of the  regu lar tickets. B ut after 
Mr. Greeley’s  death  th e  Democratic 
e lectoral votes w ere m ost of them  cast 
fo r ThomAs A. H endricks, and a  few 
vice presidential votes w ere cast for 
Georgo W. Ju lian . In  1S76 Thomas A. 
H endricks w as tho candidate for vice 
president on th e  Dem ocratic ticket. In  
1880 W illiam  H . English plqyed a  sim i­
la r  role. In  1884 Thomas A. Hendricks 
resum ed his placo as second on the  Dem­
ocratic ticket. In  1888 Indiana  for tho 
first tim e had tho first place on the 
presidential ticket. Benjam in H arrison 
w as placed in  tho W hite  House. . This 
year he is  on th e  ticket again. I t  is 
thus seen th a t in  every presidential cam­
paign since 18C8 Indiana  has had  v ital 
interest in  the  result. — Indianapolis 
News.
