He was SO years old and 
a .ca rpen ter by trade ; had  worked for 
H enry  H uber a t  th e  lake; parted  from 
h is wife la s t spring and  leaves a  wife 
and four atep chlldren In this country  be­
sides a  wife and  seven children In Hol­
land. He was a  member of th e  G erma­
n ia  society, th e  T o rn  V ereln and Mac­
cabees; carried life Insurance In the  Ger­
m ania  society and  Maccabees. The 
benefits were made payable to  his 
wife when th e  policies were draw n, bu t 
w hen they commenced to  havo trouble 
th e  Insurance  was transferred  to  his 
danghters In th e  N etherlands.

He Tell, the Story of the Brutal Attack Upon 

Him.
T he police detectives worked faith ­

Flnegac  Sa tu rday  n igh t a t  Sum m er', 
sa loon , bu t were unable to  learn his 
w hereabouts. No word had been re­
ceived last n igh t from dispatches sent 
ou t aud  It Is beltoved Wilson Is In hiding 
in  this c ity  or ju s t outside. He has not 
le ft on any passenger tra in  the  police 
say, and so fa r  as his cap ture  Is con­
cerned, the re  Is no change In tho  s itu a ­
tion since he struck  th e  cowardly blow, 
and like a  thug  sneaked away under 
cover of tho night.

T here  Is bu t lit tle  c hange In tho  con­
dition of Flnegan  except th a t he has 
partially  recovered consciousness and 
tho doctors now have some hope for his 
recovery. E arly  yesterday m orning he 
recognized th e  doctors upon reviving 
from the  effects of the  narco tic  admin­
istered and rem ained conscious long 
enough to  give' a  sho rt account of the  
slugging. He said:

" In  company with a  friend I  was 
w alking down Monroe s tree t and  when 
In fron t of the  old misfit clothing store 
R ay Wilson and  a  s tranger passed us. 
My friend said 'T here  goes Ray Wilson 
I wish he would pay mo the  do llar I 
loaned him five years ago.' I  said  If ho 
owes you a  do llar why don 't you ask 
him for It? T hey  tu rned  down W ater­
loo s tre e t and en tered  Charles Kelley’s 
saloon while we crossed the  stree t and 
en tered  th e  saloon In which the  slugging 
occurred.

"W hile we were conversing about tho 
the  races Wilson aud his friend came In 
aud called fo r cigars. T hey  were sup­
plied and wo all stood In the  fro n t com­
partm ent of the  saloon. D uring the 
day I  had occasion to  eject W ilson from 
the  qua rte r  s tre tch , owing to his trying 
to  play a  clover trick  to  m ake the  horse 
he had backed heavily win th e  race. 
He bad no righ t on tho s tre tch  any way 
and I  simply p u t him off. He ob­
jected to  leaving, b u t I  used 

force to  exclude him. He 
rem ark th a t be would havo 
nd I  guess ho has.

The People’s Party Candidate 
for Senator.

E u g en e  H . B ek len , th e  P o p ­
u la r  J a c k so n  C o u n ty  

F a rm e r .

Eugene H. Beldnn, the  People's party 
candidate for U nited States senator, 
was born on the  farm  adjoining tho one 
he now owns In th e  township of Spring 
Arbor, Jackson  county, Dec. 14, 1840 
His pa ren ts wore among the  e arliest set­
tlers of tho  township, his fathe r, John 
Belden, coming from Connecticut In 
1833 and  his mother, whose maiden 
name w as H arriet Hale, coming from 
New York In 1832. T hey  were married 
In 1838 T ho subject of th is sketch 
was married In 1863 to  H arrie t.I. Wlldey 
who was born and raised In Spring 
A rbor township. T heir family consists 
of th ree  sons and one daughter, ranging 
from 20 to  38 years a f  age.

A fter attend ing  the  d istrict school and 
the  Michigan Central college, located In

[e UGRNE II BELDEN.] 
th e  sam e tow nship during the  winter 
te rm s, a t  th e  age of 30 Mr. Bolden en­
tered the  law  departm ent of tho state 
university . However, Instead of open- 
log an office, he boa followed the  profes- 
tlon of farming.

In 1880 Mr. Belden was elected to  tho 
Michigan legislature. In  1834 he  was a 
candidate for th e  sta te  sonate bu t was 
defeated, tho d istric t being 700 m ajority 
In favor of th e  opposition. In  1890 he 
was the  candidate of the  new People's 
pa rty  for governor and  stum ped tho 
s ta te  for th a t party . He Is now a  mem­
ber of the  M ichigan W orld's fair board 
of m anagers and has charge of th e  agri­
cu ltu ra l departm ent. At p resent he Is 
spending some tim e in Chicago as super­
in tendent of tho  construction of tho 
Michigan building.

l\AHis, F rnoce, Ju ly  23, 1S93—|Spo- 
c ltl Cor ]—No o the r g rea t city lu  mod­
ern  times has passed through  such vicis­
situdes ot fortune o r  been overtaken by 
such appalllug disasters as Paris.

A fter th e  torrlblo scones of ibo flrsl 
F rench  revolution came the  series of un­
para lle led  victories to  F rench  arras un­
d e r th e  groat Napoleon which turned all 
E urope Into a  military camp. Pa ris  was 
th e n  lu a  blare  of glory and millions of 
money wore spen t In erecting  vast t r i ­
um phal arches to  commemorate th e  v ic­
tory of Bonaparte. T hen  In 1814 the 
c ity  was humbled .Into the  dust bv Us 
cap tu re  w hen the  victorious Russian 
and Prussian arm ies en tered  the  city 
and  bivouacked In the  Champs-Elyseos, 
and  the  Em perors F ra n c is 'o f  A ustria 
and  A lexander of Russia and  K ing W il­
liam I f f  of P russia caused a  to  deum to 
be sung In th e  Palace do la  Concorde as 
a  thanksg iv ing  for the ir victory. D ur­
ing the  100 days between N apoleon's re ­
tu rn  from E lba  and  his final downfall 
P a ris  was In a  glow of patriotic fervor 
a n d  excitem ent only to  bo followed by 
u tte r  debasem ent when th e  allied armies 
again en tered  th e  city and  English 
troops pitched th e ir  ten ts  under th e  
trees of the  Champs-Elyseos.

T hen  came th e  revolution of July 
1330 w hen th e  F rench people p u t down 
one king and so t up  another and there  
was desperate  and sanguinary  conlllcts 
In th e  stree ts  and  boubvards These 
scenes wore agalo  repeated lo  1839 
w hen th e  F rench  again se t aside yoyalty 
and  established the  second republic and 
placed a t  Its head Louis Napoleon Bona­
p a rte , who th ree  years la te r—by the 
a r ts  so well known by tho flonapartos— 
succeeded In having himself elected em­
peror.

T nen  came the  Fcanco-Prusslau w ar 
of 1870—which it  Is now koo ^ n  th a t 
Louis N apalean  tried to  avoid—the long 
and  terrib le  selgo of Paris when tho 
c ity  w as bombarded from all sides in d  
th e  final surrender caused by starvation. 
S carcely had  the  Gorman troops been 
w ithdraw n from th e  city w hen the  Com­
m unist Insurrection broke ou t and the 
s e a t of governm ent was removed to  

i V ersailles and Paris ? a s  again besieged 
by th e  governm ent troops, and  a fte r 
te rrib le  fighting in  the  stree ts  behind 
barricades, and In th e  public buildings, 
tho  city  w as agoln placed under regular 
governm ent.

Tho city  suffered more from  her own 
people (the  Commune) than  from all her 
foreign Invaders. T hese  people seemed 
to  have a n  Insane rage  th a t led them  to 
th e  Indiscrim inate destruction  of beauti­
fu l and  costly buildings. T hey  placed 
combustibles soaked lu  petroleum  and 
ba rre ls  of gunpow der In th e  rooms of 
th e  g rea t palace of the  Tnllprlos and set 
I t on fire and  th e  building and all Its 
valuab le  contents , iaciudlng a  library 
of 00,000 volumes, were destroyed. The 
g rea t H otel de Ville (city ha ll building) 
which they had occupied as th e  se a t of 
th e ir  pretended governm ent, they  p re ­
pared  in  the  same way and on th e  24 :h 
of May, 1871, they  se t I t on fire while 
GOO of tho lrow n  number were s till In It, 
and It burned d o a n  w ith tho  p'eoplo lu 
I t. T hey  to ta lly  destroyed tho grea t 
building M lnlstere des F inances In the 
Rue Rivoll, and In the  Rue do Sllle 34 
buildings, among which were the  Caserne 
B onaparte  do la Legion d 'H onneur and 
th e  P ala is d u t) u a ld p :s a y

T he w alls ot th e  la s t nsm ed building 
a re  still stand ing  and qu  t s  gool-slxed 
m aple trees have grown up in  th e  ruins 
In  th e  tw enty-one years th a t hove 
elapsed since. T h is building w as nearly 
th ree  tim es as large as our G rand Rapids 
c ity  ha ll and was much more costly In 
I ts  construction. T he ruins of th e  pal­
ace  of the  T u ll t re s  a fte r lying un­
touched for tree ve years were then 
cleared aw ay a* d the  space addtd  to  the  
Ja rd ln  des T ullerlos which Is th e  most 
popular promenade In Pa ris  and ihe 
especial paradise of nursem aids and 
children.

Pa ris  is tlv lJed |in to  iw  n tya rro id lsse- 
m ents—each of w hich has a  r.umoor and 
a  nam e—and each of which ssubdlvlded 
in to  four quarters, and e a .h  quarter 
eiecla a  councilor, m aking the  municipal 
council consist of eighty members. All 
th e  members of the  council a re  elected 
for th ree  years and all re tire  together. 
I t  is no t legally requisite th a t the  coun­

cilor should be a  residen t of th e  quarter 
he  represents, b u t In practice it  Is gen­
era lly  th e  case, and  th e  resu lt of this 
method of electing councilors Is, as far 
as I  can learn , about the  same as In our 
cities In th e  U nited S tates. “ Ward pol­
itics" prevail and  th e  m ajority of tho 
m unicipal council Iscomposed of Inferior 
men. A parls councilor Is n o t supposed 
to  draw  a sa lary , bu t he manages to 
vote himself an allowance of SI,300 a 
y e a r  fo r expenses and so m akes It quite 
a  comfortable position.

In  each one of th e  arrondlssem ents 
th e re  Is a  cen tral building called, the 
••M alrle" In which Is the  bureau of ar 
officer called the  "m alvo" (major).
Is esslsted In his duties oy tbrao ad 
june ts. T h e  •■malve" and his adjuncts 
a re  appointed officers of the  general 
governm ent and are  In fac t simply the 
agen ts  or delegates o f tho  p refec t of the 
Seine.

I n  1859' M. flel- 
graud , direc tor of w ater supply and 
sowers, laid o u t ' thq system of main 
sewer tunnels or “ colIcctoHrs" as the  
F rench call them. Of tho collecteurs of 
the  first class there are  th ree : one on 
th e  righ t bank of the  Seine, which Is 

Inn kilom eters (about 5 \  miles) long, 
and empties Into tho  river below the  
city; one on tbe  left bank w hich Is a  I - 
tie  longer, and which passes under tbe 
Seine a t the  P on t do FAima and  Joins 
tho first collecteur a t  Ciiehy; and a 
third, which begins a t  the  Cemetery 
PoroLachalso, follows tbu  ou te r boule­
vards and empties I to  the  Seine a t  S t 
Denis. The recot d collecteur a t  one 
point Is over 100 feet below the  surface 
of the  ground. I t  Is the  Paris principal 
th a t every s tree t however narrow  m ust 
have a t  least ono sewer, a ud  every s tree t 
of 20 meters (about 01 feet) or g rea ter 
w idth must havn two, one running  un­
der each sidewalk.

T he to ta l le t g th  of tho netw ork of

For tho past tw o  months we have 
sought to  find w hether o r no t tho  devel­
opment of m odern though t has affected 
tho foundations of tho  g rea t funda­
m ental facts of our religion. W o have 
found th a t, so fu r from  tho  fundam enta l 
facts and  elem ental faiths of C hristian­
ity  being shaken by modern investiga­
tions, they  have Iteen strengthened and 
re-emphasized. T h a t question th a t now 
arises in  addition to  th is is , H as the  de­
velopm ent of m odern thought enriched 
our religion; In c  i t  added any th ing  to  
tho  faiths and  promises of th e  past? 
The conception o f G od is c en tra l to  re­
ligion.

A round tho conception of G od wo 
bnild  onr theology. I t  seems to  me th a t 
m odem  though t has added m uch  to  our 
knowledge o f God. I t  seems to  mo th a t 
i t  has added  so m nch  lh a t the  whole 
scheme of theology m u st bo reset to  this 
new  knowledge. I t  seems to  me th a t a  
g rea t lost tru th  has been recovered from 
th e  superstition and  trad ition  of me- 
direval a n  pagan  theologies w ith  w hich 
C hristian ity  1ms been overlaid.

TWO CONCEPTIONS OP OOD.
There o re  tw o conceptions o f  God 

therefore w ith  w hich Christianity  is 
confronted today—ono tho  medheyal 
and  pagan; the  o the r i t  seems to  mo 
tho rea l conception of tho  Christianity  
of Christ. Mcdimval and  pagan the­
ology declared—as interpre ted  b y  the 
g rea t converted pagan, A ugustine—th a t 
G od is tho F a th e r  of only a  lim ited few; 
th a t ho is th e  F a the r o f  those w ho aro 
converted, and  th a t only in  nn  adopted 
sense, th is  adoption being rea lly  a  legal 
fiction of R om an jurisprudence. Upon 
tho  othe r hand, th e  g rea t tru th  rescued 
from  beneath th is  rubbish is t h a t God 
is  tho  F a th e r o f  tho  hum an race; t h a t he 
is  tho un iversal F a th e r  of m an. There 
ie no xuc/i th ing  ax reconciling these tico 
theories. Ono m nst stand ; tho other 
m ust fall. Ono is tru e ; th e  other is 
false.

I t  seems to  mo tha t the wubliihest reve­
lation o f  the S p ir i t  o f  G od given to man 
since the ftps o f  Jesus icerc hushed in  
death and  h is transfigured body lifted  
in to  the glory o f  God has been th is redis­
covery o f  the great tru th  o f  the universal 
Fatherhood o f  God.

T his glorious rovelution has been the  
resu lt of a 'rea l revival of religion, o f a  
rea l s tudy  of tho  oracles of God b y th e  
fearlesd prophets of th e  liv ing  God, who 
have th row n asido preconceived ideas 
and traditions, seeking to  find tho inm ost 
secret of God’s  h e a r t and  G od's tru th . 
I t has been c learly  shown:

uiAan o p  c o n  o n  t b e  e v il  one. 
F irs t—H in t tho universal Fatherhood 

of G od is  a n  Old T estaipeut tru th . The 
prophets o f  th e  O ld T estam ent never re­
ferred  to  m an a s  to ta lly  depraved. T h o  
c ry  of tho  prophet of o ld  is: “ W andering 
child , re turn . The L ord w ill n o t keep 
anger; he is plenteous in  mercy. Only 
re tu rn ; ho Will forgive." Upon the  first 
page of th e  O ld T estam ent stands forth  
th is g rea t t ru th ,  "G od  created m an in  
his ow n im age." i f  tho A ugustinian 
theory o f to ta l depravity be tru e , then 
th is sontonco in  Genesis should read 
thus: "G od created m an In the  im ago of 
the  devil. O nt of the  elem ents of hell 
m ade ho him  and breathed  in to  him  tho 
breath of hell." If  m an be a  child of 
the  devil—n o t a  child  o f God—then i t  is 
necessary to  rew rite  tho Old T estam ent 
o r else read  in to  it  though t th a t cannot 
be read from  it.

Second—Tho suprem o expression of 
tho revelation o f Jesus C hrist w as pre­
cisely th is Fatherhood of God. Tho Jow 
knew  God as tho  Lord, the  Almighty, 
Jehovah, L ord of Hosts, tho H oly One. 
C hrist cam e to  complete revelation, to  
reveal th e  inm ost secret o f God's nature.

BECHET OP UIS MISSION.
H is mission therefore was to  declare

W hen the disciples asked 
him how to pray, wo remember tho 
prayer of p rayers, "O u r F a th e r  which 
a r t  in  heaven." H is parabolic teachings! 
in  w hich tho profoundest tru th s  of his 
mission were unfolded, likew ise 
folded the  sam e grea t tru th . T ake the 
throe parables, of which tho sentence 
our te x t is tho  clim ax. C hrist declared 
th a t he cam e to  seek and to  save tha t 
which wus lost. In  these parables he 
sots forth  tho rela tion  o f the  lost to  the 
father.

A CONCRETE CONFLICT.
The Board of Public Works Will Fight the 

Street Ballway.
Tbe c ity  fathers will bo called 

shortly to pass on a  question of grc 
Import to  the  property owners In g< 
era l, and those on Monroe s tree t and 
part of O ttaw a street In particular.

Tho question hinges on the refusal of 
the  m anager of the  stree t railway 
pany to  allow the  board of public works 
to lay a  concrete base betweer 
pany's tracks on Ottawa street 
Lyon and Monroe streets.

Tha council has granted the  company 
a  franchise running for 30 years which 
says th a t no concrete base for street 
pavement shall be laid between the 
company's tracks.

The board of public works Insist th a t 
16 council which framed th a t franchise 

committed a  wrong against tho property 
and the present council Is in 

duty bound to  abrogate th a t clause and 
allow the  Supremo court to  pass upon It.

Tho question Is no t new, bu t has 
arlson In different cities and has boon 
passed upon by different courts and In 

cry Instance the  m unicipalities havo 
been victorious.

T he la tes t tribunal to  pass upon the 
luestlon Is the  Supreme court of this 

Tho case decided was tho dis­
solving of an lojunc'Jon granted by the 
W ayne Circuit whereby th e  Street Rall- 

com pany of D etroit wished to  pro­
hibit the  municipal authorities from In- 
terferrlng with a right claimed to havo 
been granted them In' a  franchise, to 
lay on the  roadbed a  tie of certain 
length. The tie abu tted  some few 
Inches from the  rail and Interfered with 
the laying of concrete.

Tho Supremo court, all tho judge:
