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ANARCRY AT BUFFALO

Striking Switchmen Destroy
Much Property.

Violence, Arson and Threats
of Bloodshed Are Re-
sorted To.

Burrao, Aug. 15.—Anarchy relgns
in the Lehigh yards here. At 2 o'clock
yesterday mornlng 10 coal cars were
turned loose on the trestle. They rushed
down and_demolished the water tank
and an engine. Then fire was applled
by Incendiarles [n varlous partsof the
yards. The spots had been carefully se-
lected and little water could bejreached.
Twenty freight cars filled with wool,
cotton, hay and other merchandise were
burned before the firemen could stop
the flames. Two pastemger cars also
burned. L

At daylight Sunday morning, strikers
or thelr sympathizers began to pull pins,
turn switches and assault the ‘‘scab”

workmen. Thrée men were taken to
the hospital badly hurt. One was as-
saulted at 3 o'clock in the morniog, two
othiers a4 11 and m&“ atsion Sunday

at the W!nurn & Pnnnlyl'ln(l cronlng
wason his way to the wreck. Thi
strikers had turned switches and thrown
six cars from his train before that. He
was struck on the head and when he
'was taken to the hospital he was com-
pletely dazed and did not know what
had occurred. One of the men was as-
saulted at the passenger station and
two at Willlam street.

One of the most cowardly things done
‘was the throwing of switches under
seoger train No. 17 at Willlam street at
7:30 Sunday night. Two passenger
coaches were thrown from the track,
but the conductor does not think any-
body was hurt, though many were badly
Irightened.

BECOMING DESPERATE.

Tha Strikers Filling Up With Bad Whiskey.

Burraro, N. Y., Aug. 15.—Bloodshed
is looked for tonlght. The striking
switchmen are working themselves up

They have a viclous look
and thelr actions are by no means indi-
cative of & peacefal spirit. They watch
every stranger with surly looks and
nothing but -profanity and Insults are
glven In reply to civil questions.

Each passenger train that comes In [s
‘boarded and every man who has the ap-
pearance of a raflroad laborer is obliged
to glve an account of himself. The
very appearance of the strikers fs
enough to terrify the timid passengers.

BVACCATION OF EGYPT

Differences Between Glad-
stone and Lord Roseberry.

Unexpected Difficulty En-
countered in Making
Up the Cabinet.

LoxDoN, Aug. 15.—At noon today Mr.
Gladstone started for Osborne. Ilis de-
parture was quiet. He succeeded In
eluding a group of admirers that had
gathered at Waterloo station and en-
tered unobserved the royal salon car
that was to convey him to the presence
of her majosty.

‘The great subject of dlscnssion con-
tinues to be the reported difference be-
tween Mr. Gladstone and Lord Rose-
bory. There fs no certainty yet that
Lord Rosebery will enter the cabinet.
Ivis certaln that If he Is not put in
charge of forelgn affalrs, the Liberal
cause .will bo greatly weakened.
The Torles are ardently hoping that
there Is a breach, as reported, between
Mr. Gladstone and the man who has
been one of his closest friends, and who
was his host during the Midlothian cam-
palgo.  Tho pofnt of difference between
the two Is sald to be the evacuation of
Egypt, and 1t Is also sald that the dif-
ference did not originate since the as-
surance of Conservative defeat, but that
Mr. Gladstone and Lord Rosebery dls-
cussed the subject at Dalmeny park
with a result unsatlsfactory to both.

Lord Roseberry considers the reten-
tlon of Egypt Indispensable to the se-
curity of Great Britaln's possessions in
the east and heis rather Inclined to
strengthen than to weaken the British
hold upon that country. He Is also, It
Is sald, strongly in favor of the proposed
rallroad tathe Victorla Nyamza, a pro-
Jject agalnst which Mr. Gladstone has to

Ammonia fn Firo Extinction.

The usefulness of carbonic acid water
in extinguishing fire has often been re-
ferred to, and not long ago a pharma-
cist, who happened to have a lively in-
cipient fire on his hands, used his soda

fountain for this purposé with most sat-

isfactory results. An equally success-
ful application of the vapor of mnmonia
under similar conditions is now reported
to uvo been made by 2 French p

macist. A vessel of gasolino had be-
come ignited, and the flnes resisted all

efforts to subxdue them until a bottle of

ammonia water was thrown into the
apartment. It was thus broken, the
vapor of ammonia was liberated and the

The British consul in his report on the
trade of Tripoli remarks that the sponge
fishery on that coast is entirely in the
hands of Greeks, and is_carried on by
‘means of numerous small craft, employ-
ing about 700 men among them, The
fishing takes place in the summer months
only and s effected by machino boats
provided with proper diving apparatus,
or by trawlers and harpoon boats. The
diving machines, as the divers have time
to select and cut them, naturally securo
the best sponges, but the trawl nets and
harpoon boats, which can only fish in
comparatively shalloy waters, to a great-
or or less extént damage the sponges Ly
tearing them from tho bottom.

The best sponges are found to the
westward of Tripoli, the quality becom-
ing inferior toward the cast.
