Communieation with Stranded Ships.

The best means
of communication is considered by the
judges to bo o rocket, and the prize
‘winners' rocket has about it a novelty
which has been proved to work admi-
rably. Itisfitted with a strong grapnel,
and carries of conrse n rope, singlo or
donble, according to distance.

The grapnel remains closely shut
while the rocket is in flight, but the
moment the gronnd is reaclied it opens
and clings on to whatever it tonches.
