i Hovers Over the Frmins umd Cholers
Stricken Russls.

St PETERSBURG, Aug. 21.—Accord-
1ng to the officlal returns there were re-
ported yesterday throvghont Russia 7,-
877 new cases of cholers and 3,482
deaths from ths disease. Compared
with the report of yesterday giving the
naw cases and deatbs for Wednesday,
today's report shows & decrease of 581
new casesand an Increase of 275 deaths.
‘The dlsesase continues with Increasiog
virulence In the Cancasus territory. At
Kuban alone the records show that oo
Aug. 15 there were 1,214 now cases re-
ported. The percentage of desth o
Kuban Is enormous, reachiog over 50
per cent. On the 15th fnstant the
deaths reported pumbered 648. Durlng
the past 24 hours there have been re-
ported fn this clty 92 new cases of
cholara and 13 deatbs.

Me. Briggs Loath to Leave
Parisian Delights.

Some Interesting Notes of
the Gayest Capital
in ;the World.

Panis, France, July 20, 1892.—[Spe-
clal Cor,]—Wa cama here on the first of
June thinklog to stay 10 days, possibly
two weeks, and we are still here with
little Incilnation to go away, Parls Is
such a dellghtfal city fn which to so-
journ. Such fine stroets, such Rroat,
wide avenues and boulevards, shaded
with beautiful trees, and the lovely
parks and gardens filled with fine statu-
ary scattered about fn, tho city, and
then the great woods, or furests, some
Iying just outslda the fortifizations like
the Bols do Boulogne (2,250 acres), the
Bols de Viacennes (2,250 acres), the
Bofa de Chamart, the Wood of Mendon,
tho Park of St, Cloud, and others far-
ther away, 1ike the gardens and Park
of Versaille, the Parks of Ramboulllet
(over 5,000 acres), the forest of St.
Gormaine-en-Laye (11,000 acres), the
forest of Montmorency, the garrdens
and forest of Fontaine blean (42,600
acres), and the forest of Chantdly (0,-
125 acres).

Tho newspapers are mostly sold at the

papers at the rallway siations, a
nibuses correspondence offic
put them on & long wire or susfl 50 as to
be able to pass them to passengers on
top of the omnibusses. There are none
of the genus newsboy in Parls.

A large portlon of the children born
In Parls are sent into the couatry to bs
reared. Those that remain fn the city
ara very plalnly dressed and kept under
strict discipline, and the boys do not de-
velop Into ¢ snds or hoodlums.
There are not many Frenchmen that
smoke on the strest or In public places
{n the dayiime, and yet to detect
the first chewer, nor haye I seen the
least tobacco spitt e in any public place,
10t even on the sidewalks.

The peopla of Parls are very polite o
thelr Intercourse with each other snd
with ,straggers.

The passage of a free m.lver
coinnge act would raise their si
product from its commercial to its coin-
ing value, an increase of about 80 per
cent., but the silver states would not be
the only beneficiaries of the measure,
for it wounld destroy the gold premium
of 80 per cent. on the §6,000,000,000 in
funded indebtedness of one kind and an-
othier resting on the people, and paya-
Dle, first and last, in the products of
their labor. It would accomplish this
by restoring to them the right, taken
away from them in 1878, of paying in
the cheaper of the two metals, which is
silver, 412}¢ grains to the dollar, instead
of being compelled, as_ they now are, to

ay in gold, or in silver and paper
valued by the gold standard of §1.80 to
the dollar.

Tt is true silver is still a legal tender,
and a debtor may pay bis oblig:

but in gold—for the government, under
the Bland-Allison act, coined the silver
