MADE BIC MONEY.

W hen Hen. George R. Snowdon, llio 
commander of the  Penusjlv&nta sta te  
mllltta, reached Homestead with his 
troops on the  m orning of JulT  l i ,  he 
was astonished a t the  a ppearance of the 
town. While the  camp was being pu t 
In order ho stood, with Division Surgeon 
Huldekopor and several new spaper men, 
near th e  brow of the  hill and ga/.ed long 
and admiringly a t the  scene spread out 
below, and as his eye rested on ono a fte r 
ano ther of tho cottages pushing tbelr 
fancy roofs and te rra  c o tta  chimneys up 
through the  d a rk  green foliage of the 
oak and maple trees, ho tu rned  to  Sur­
geon Huldokoper.

‘-•Well,’’ he said, tak ing  a  long puff of 
his cigarette, " I  wouldn’t  mind living 
here myself fo r awhile."

“ These fellows m ust save money," 
w as the  reply of Surgeon Huldekopor.

General Snowden’s a tten tion  was 
especially a ttrac ted  to  a  large  house In 
th e  F rench  chateau  style s tanding on a 
promontory. I t  looked like th e  country 
house of some well-to-do city m erchant, 
like one of those fine mansions which 
do t the  fashionable south shore of Long 
Island  and  sprinkle the  hills sloping 
down to the  east shore of the  Hudson 
river. Through a f itrd  glass tho ou t­
lines of a  tenn is court could be distin ­
guished on Its oxtonslvo and  well-ap­
pointed law n, and hammocks, fountains 
and  s ta tua ry  wore scattered  over tho 
grounds.

A prosperous-looktng man of middle age, 
a ttired  expensively, climbed ou t, pulled 
o u t a  gold w atch and glanced a t the 
tim e, and strolled leisurely Inside the 
office. A h a lf  hour la ter  th e  reporter 
saw  the  same m an, dressed In ordinary 
w orking clothes, standing In one of the 
mills superintending th e  operation of 
ro lling the  steel. He w as th e  boss roller 
and  earned 810,000 a  year by the  sweat 
of his brow. Ho occupied a large housa 
w ith grounds, on  D uquesne Heights, In 
th e  fashionable suburb of Pittsburg.

H ugh O'Donnell, the  young "loader," 
so called, of the  men, lived In one of the 
p re ttiest houses In Homestead, 
earned an average of 850 a  week 
heater, and was said a t  one tim e to 
u  contingent Interest In the  profits of the 
mill fo r an alleged Invention In connec­
tion  with th e  process of m aking the  
nickel-steel arm or p la te  fo r the  got 
m ent cruisers. W hen O’Donnell came to 
Hew York to  w ork up a n  agitation 
among politicians and H ast side labor­
e rs,he traveled In a  Pullm an parlor car. 
W hen ho retu rned  to  Pittsburg  to  sur­
render himself on a  charge of riot and 
m urder, It was as a passenger on ;' 
P ennsylvania vestlbuled limited, 
exhibited his ticket on tho  c a r Japan  
his a rriva l In Pittsburg  tho day  of his

T here  Is a very pronounced condition 
resembling caste between th e  higher 
and lower classes of workmen, The 
men who earn  from  £5 to  810. and  oven 
814 a  day , live In w hat Is, fo r Home­
stead, luxurious style. T hey  own their 
own and other booses, and buy th e  best 
of everything. When Inquiry as to p re­
vailing prices was made a t  the  store of 
th e  leading shoe dealer, he quoted from 
sales of shoes of a  grade specified, and 
rem arked: “ We can sell those only to 
th e  H ungarians. T he o the r workmen 
buy th e  best qualities wo have."  And 
so It was found a t  every store In the  
town.

I  had the  pleasure of visiting some of 
th e  fine cottages owned by rollers, h e a t­
ers, and scrowmen. One of 12 rooms,

, b u ilt and owned by a  roller, and occu­
pied by his family, will servo as a fair 
I llustration of th e  class of houses owned 
and occupied by th e  higher priced work­
m en. T his house cost £3,200, and was 
paid fo r w ithin th ree  years. T he owner 
said th a t  his earnings had averaged 
about 8175 a  month year In and year 
out, and Including th e  periods when he 
was forced to  rem ain Idle while repairs 
were being m ade I t  Is a  three-: 
M ansard roof house, with a wide veran­
d a  on two sides. Large double 
doors open Into th e  mala hall, from 
which a  s ta irw ay  wluds to  tho  upper 
rooms. On th e  le ft of the  en trance  Is 
th e  parlo r, which occupies th e  whole ol 
th e  m ain fro n t T apestry  carpet which 
cost 81 75 a  yard covers tho parlor floor 
and  the  hall. Tho parlo r Is furnished 
w ith  fu rn itu re  upbo Istered In plush and 
silk, w ith oak or black w alnut frames. 
A grand  piano occunles ono corner of 
tho  room, about which aro tastefully 
placed a  num ber of oasy and ornam ent 
al chairs. N ear tho m arble mantel 
stands an oasel on which Is an unframed 
oil palutlng. T here  are  half a  dozen 
medium-sized works In oil on the  walls, 
and as m any more rea lly  good etchings 
and engravings.
