In th e  effort to  w&rd off tho  dangor of 
th e  pestilence.

Two steam ships from Europe arrived 
here th is morning, the  W hite S ta r  liner, 
Germanic, from Liverpool, and tho 
W erkondam, from Rotterdam . N either 
was detained a t quaran tine  beyord tho 
tim e required for a  careful examination. 
T oo G ermanic had on  board 206 saloon 
and 649 Immigrant passengers. The 
W erkendam carried 110 passengers In 
her saloon and  615 In her steerage.

GROWING IN T1BULKNCE. 

Hundreds of New Coses Reported Dally In 
Bambarg.

St. Pktrrsbuiio , Aug. 26—Yesterday 
according to  tho  official returns, there 
were 6,322 new cases of cholera, against 
5,670 on  W ednesday. Yesterday there 
were 2,977 deaths reported, tg a ln s t 2,- 
743 for Wednesday. In  St. Petersburg 
the re  w ere reported yesterday 103 new 
cases and  24 deaths.

Uauburo , Aog. 26.—T he cholera 
continues to  grow In virulence. E igh t 
hundred  cases were recorded yesterday, 
m any of th e  victims having been seized 
b u t a  few hours before they perished. 
T h e  to ta l number of deaths was 140. 
Professor Koch had telegraphed to  Ber­
lin  th a t th e  plague Is Increasing In 
H am burg. T he authorities are  doing 
everything possible to  stay the  spread of 
th e  disease T he bathing s ta tion  and 
public m arket have been closed, the 
schools s h u t up and  a ll public meetings, 
balls, dances and gatherings, w hether 
fo r business or amusem ent, have been 
prohibited. Fortunate ly  the re  Is no ex­
traord inary  tem pera ture  to  aggravate  
th« disease. Tho heat Is normal.

Paris , Aug. 20.—Too la tes t regarding 
cholera a t  Havre Is th a t 2S cases wore 
reported on T hursday, and th a t there 
were 10 deaths from cholera th a t day. 
T he authorities a t  H avre have been In- 
s iru c ttd  to  adopt tho  m ost stringent 
san ita ry  measures, and especially to  lo­
c a te  every case.

HAS BKAUHKD ENGLAND.

Two Lately Arrived Immigrants Die Froi 
the Dlsrsse.

L oudon, Aug. 20.—T here  Is now no 
doubt t h a t the  cholera has a t  last 
to red  E ngland . T he disease was brought 
here by th e  steam er Gemma, which a r­
rived a t  Gravesend yesterday from Ham­
burg.

I t  was reported th a t th e  steam er was 
Infected, bu t th e  authorities a fte r  exam­
ining the  passengers allowed them to 
land. A few hours a fte r  two a liens who 
had  arrived on  the  Gemma were taken  
sick. T hey were a t once removed to  a 
hospital a t  Gravesend, where th e  doc­
to rs pronounced th slr  malady cholera. 
In  spite of e verything th a t was done for 
them  they died shortly  a fte r  they wore 
adm itted. 1

T his fac t has caused considerable 
anxiety, bu t the re  Is no panicky feeling 
T he local governm ent board and the 
health  authorities of th e  various English 
po rts  will see to  It th a t more s tr ic t In­
spection Is m ade of vessels and passen­
gers from Infected ports.

IT WILL tiURKLY COME.

New York Physicians kxpect the Cholera 
In a  Pew Days.

N ew  Y o rk , Aog. 26 —H ealth  officials 
In New Y ork today prepared to  fight off 
a scourge of cholera should It mako Its 
appearance hero, and they  fully realize 
th a t  every vessel which from th is  tim e 
on  arrives In po rt from the  Infected dis­
tr ic ts  In Europe Is a  source of danger, 
and each one m ust be w atched w ith the  
closest scrutiny.

D r. Edson, san ita ry  superin tendent of 
th e  city board of health , th inks tho 
cholera will undoubtedly reach  th is port 
w ithin the  next week or 10 days.

Since the  disease has become s 
le n t, both In Ham burg and A ntw erp, no 
steam ships have arrived here from those 
po rts  Xu th e  case of tho steam ship La 
T ou ralne  of the  F rench line, due hei 
tom orrow , the  consul a t first gave 
clean bill of health , bu t a fte r  the  vessel 
sailed for hero canceled It, and  has 
cabled to have th e  vessel thoroughly in­
spected on her arrival. Preparations 
aro being made today by H ealth  Officer 
Je n k in s  to  carry  ou t these Instructions 
L a  T ouralne will be detained a t  q ua ran ­
tin e  until every passenger has been ex­
amined carefully and all suspicious look­
ing baggage thoroughly fumigated.

Miners Entombed.

M eagre Details of a T errib le  
Accident in a Mine 

in W ales.

L ondon, A ur. 20.—An explosion 
which I t is feared may bo a ttended by 
enormous loss of life has occurred a t 
Aberkenflg, near Bridgend, In the  coun­
ty of G lamorgan, Wales

One hundred and forty-one miners 
have been entrapped  In a  coal pit by an 
.explosion w hich sha tte red  tho  galleries 
by which they could have m ade exit, 
and nothing Is known as to th e ir  fate.

W hen the  explosion took place a  vol. 
umo o f coal dust arose from th e  mouth 
of the  p it, and this, along w ith tne  
rumbling noise gave notice to  the  Inhab­
itan ts  th a t something serious had oc­
curred. W omen a nd  children rushed to 
the  mouth of tho pit, crying and walling 
for the  fathers, husbands and brothers 
below. T he scones a t the  pit's mouth 
were most distressing and efforts wore 
a t  onco made to  roach the  entombed 
miners and ascertain  tho  ex ten t of tho 
calamity.

These efforts lo  fa r  have proved un­
successful and th e  Indications a re  th a t 
th e  explosion may have destroyed every 
life lo the  mine. Tho m anagers have 
called on men In tho  neighboring coller- 
les to assist In the  work of rescue and 
tho  most strenuous efforts are  being 
made to  open a  way to  th e  unfortunates 
below. In  several ^Instances women 
have gone f ran tic  over the  suspense and 
some of them  have Insisted on tak ing  
p a rt In tho  work.

M any hundreds of spectators have

A Well Known Aeronaut Loses Her Life at 
the Exposition.

G ertie Carmo, th e  daring  aeronau t 
who gavo several exhibitions of her 
bravery and skill a t  Reed’s  lake and 
N orth P a rk , was killed a t  Detroit 
T hursday  evening while m aking an 
ascension from th e  Exposition grounds. 
She was killed a t  tho  same spot where 
A eronaut H ogan lost his life the  year 
before.

F o r  several days tho w eather had 
been such th a t  It was impossible to  make

ascension safely. T h a t evening Miss 
Carmo was determ ined to  go up, no t­
w ithstanding the  advice by the  expos!* 
tlon m anagers and others th a t It would 
be unsafe. She pleaded professional 
pride and said she would go up no m at­
te r  w hat the  resu lt m ight be.

I t  was alm ost da rk  and a  strong wind 
was blowing when the  balloon i 
with Miss Carmo hanging to  the  trapeze 
bar. Before the  Immense bag could 
clear th e  Exposition building it  struck 
projection of tho high tower and hurled 
Miss Carmo to the  ground. Falling 
distance of 300 fee t her death  was I 
stau taneous Very few people saw the 
aeronau t fall, as the  Exposition building 
was between them  and th e  object of 
the ir view.

T he unfortunate  woman’s skull, right 
thigh, and left arm  were fractured. Hor 
skull a t the  base was broken completely 
from one side to  th e  o ther. When 
accident occurred Robert Scammer, her 
assistant, fainted, as did several ladles 
In th e  throng of sightseers. Scammer 
had paid the  dead girl considerable 
tentlon and was much attached  to  her. 
A sister living In th is  city, when ap­
prised of tho death  of Miss Carmo, was 
prostrated. T he paren ts of tho dead 
girl, who aro on the ir way home from 
Germany, will arrive  In New York next 
Saturday, and the  nows of th e ir  daugh­
te r’s death  will be sad welcome for 
thorn.

hoes.

T he th ree  form er tribes are  holding 
Messiah dances, and to  break them  up 
the  deputy m arshals aro arresting the 
leading chiefs and  pu tting  them In 
prison. T he excitement is spreading 
among th e  Southwest tribes, and sev- 

1 hundred te n ts  of the  A rapahoes are 
v ghost dancing a t Red Hill, a  point 

southw est of F o r t Reno.
All Intercourse for the  p resen t is pro­

hibited between the  Comanches and the 
surrounding tribes.

Guth rie, O. T ., Aug. 26 —A number 
f officers have left here to  arrest sev­

era l Osage Ind ians fo r m a ltrea ting  a

W hite was traveling overland with 
horse and wagou. A band of Osages 
who had  been participa ting In the  ghost 
dance held recently  near the ir reserva­
tion came upon him a t night, dragged 
him from his wagon, bound him hand 
and foot and tied him to an upright 
post. Some of the  band were for 
tu rlng  him with knives, bu t the  chief 
finally prevailed upon them to go to no 
extrem e measures. T he Indians built a 
g rea t fire near tho  stake  and executed a 
dance near It. Every once in  a  while 
one of them  would approach W hite, 
grasp  a  lc«*k of his ha ir, and c u t It from 
his head with a  bowie knife. W hite did 
no t suffer m uch-physically, bu t his i 
ta l to rtu re  was terrible.

The Indians, a fte r they had cu t off all 
his ha ir, stripped him of his clothes and 
threw  them Into the  fire. T hen  those 
members of the  band who had possessed 
themselves of locks of his ha ir dropped 
them  one by one upon th e  fire, all the* 
time keeping up  the ir dancing and 
dreadful shooting. T he leaders are  well 
known.

Williams threa tened  to  dp H ewitt 
serious harm , bu t evidently changed his 
mind as ho quietly took his daughter 
homo w ith him w hen ho m et them a t 
th e  depot. He alao said th a t H ewitt 
was a  good for nothing fellow and did 
no t w aot him to pay attentions to  Lis 
daughter.

T he story told by the  girl to tho of­
ficers was th a t a fte r her m other died she 
w ent to  live with her grandm other and 
th a t her fa the r never looked a fte r her 
nor contributed to  hor support, and th a t 
a  week ago her grandm other broke up 
housekeeping and told her to sh ift for 
herself. She mado up her mind to  go 
and live w itn H ew itt’s sister, which she 
did with the  aforem entioned result.

12, In which he asks fo r the  reappoint­
m ent of John  Conlon to . tho position of 
sergeant, would respectfully report th a t 

opinion there  was no occasion for 
such a  request from tho superintendent.

T he verdict of tho  board, as ren­
dered, was ’th a t Sergeant Conlon be re ­
duced to  tho ranks as a patrolm an to 
serve for the  period of ninety days.’ 
And In th e  opinion of your committee, 
when tho ninety days expired the  super­
intendent should have restored him to 
his form er rank.

I t  Is claimed th a t It was the  Inten­
tion of th e  board to  reduce him perma­
nently  to tho ran k  of patrolm an, In 
which case the re  would nave been no 

:caslon to have rtfentloned any definite 
period. T he fac t th a t  such a  period 

mentioned Is prlma facie evidence 
of the  in tention of the  board to  suspend 

porarily, and your committee 
cannot enterta in  the  idea because tho 

Intended something different, or 
because the  charges against Conlon 

ere sufficient to  have w arranted even 
heavier punishm ent than  the  one In­

flicted th a t they should be considered In 
arriving a t  an Interpreta tion  of tho ver­
dict.

Since th e  m atter has been In the 
hands of tho committee It has come to 
our knowledge th a t Mr. Conlon has 
committed an Indiscretion which In it­
self was no t a  very grave offense, and  In 
ihe  case of an ordinary policeman, 
would no t necessarily have come to the 
knowledge of the  board, bu t In the  case 

officer of bis r an k , the  board have 
a  r igh t to  expect th a t he will no t be 
guilty of eveu a  small offense for which 
as seargeant be would be expected to 
reprim and his men.

"Y our committee also find th a t tho 
feeling for and against Mr. Conlon Is 
very strong, and th a t th e  tria l resulted 
in engendering a  gro&tdeal of bitterness 
among the  men, which has no t been con­
ducive to  good discipline, bu t developed 
the  growth of factions among the  mem­
bers of the  departm ent to a  degree tha t, 
In the  judgm ent Of the  committee, good 
discipline demands th a t the  power for 
the  reinstatem ent of Mr. Conlon bo sus­
pended.

"Y our committee therefore  recom­
mend th a t th e  reduction of Conlon to the 
ran k  of patrolm an be made perm anent 
or until fu rther orders of the  board;" 
adopted.

T he committee fu rther reported th a t 
they had examined Into the  facts re la ­
tive to  the  suspension of several fireman 
for disobedience of orders and were of 
the  opinion th a t th e  m atter should be 
dropped and the  men reinstated to  their 
former good standing: adopted.

T he committee also recommended In 
the  m a tte r  of the  resignation of Lieu­
te n a n t Sutherland th a t it  be no t ac­
cepted, b u t th a t he be dismissed from 
the  service and th a t N. H . W ttheo be 
considered available as a  candidate for 
police constable; th a t Survotus Sholes 
bo confirmed as special police for Cycle 
company; adopted.

In  the  first place, w hy a re  unions and 
federations of labor formed? C learly for 
m utual protection. Tho foundation of 
union polity is  th a t “ an in ju ry  to  one is 
tho concern of a ll.” I f  a  m an thought 
th a t ho would be le ft -to fi^h t unaided 
for h is righ ts w ith h is employer, would 
he jo in  a  union, pay dues and  give o f his 
tim e to  its  affairs? C learly not. W hen 
he becomes a  mem ber i t  is w ith  tho dis­
tin c t understanding th a t w hen i t  is 
necessary for him  to go to  the  fron t for 
his righ ts he w ill have tho fu ll support 

associates. A nd i t  is understood 
th a t ho pledges him self to  stand  w ith  his 
organization when another member 
needs support. This is  unionism puro 
and simple, and  every inte lligen t person 

»understands it.

Now, w hat is  tru e  of the  individual 
and th e  union is also true  of th e  union 
and  central body or federation of unions.
The build ipg  trades section o r district 

form ed w ith  the  understanding and 
under th e  pledge th a t w hen it  is neces­
sa ry  to  support the  demands of the  car­
penters, or any  other trade  in  tho  feder­
ation, a ll m ust lay  down the ir tools. Of 
course tho first thought is  fo r the  con­
tribu tion  of funds to  aid  the  trad e  upon 
strike, b u t w hen i t  becomes necessary, 
in  tho  judgm ent of the  general organiza­
tion, the  s tr ike  of tho whole is obliga­
tory. A gain I  ask. if  th is  w ere no t so, 
then w hy have unions and  combinations 
of unions?

not m aking an argum ent in  favor 
of s trikes whenever the re  aro  differences 
betw een employees and  employer w ith- 

rd to  pther m eans o f  settlement.
T hat I  am opposed to  strikes w hen they 
may bo avoided is w ell known to  thoso 
who have noticed m y utterances in  the 
past. B ut i t  is tho  r ig h t of the  one to  
require and  tbo o the r to  supply tho sym­
pathetic  strike  th a t I  support. I  pass 

th e  reference to  the  w alking dele­
gate  w ithou t discussion, fo r any  man 
w ith th ree  grains of sense who knows 
anything upon th a t poin t understands 
th a t i t  is m ade only to  mislead the  m is­
informed.

Tho question is asked by  one editor,
Do th e  sym pathetic strikes increase 

the  prosperity of labor?" I f  they do not, 
then the  unions them selves do not.
Take the  H omestead affair, for example.
A  g rea t deal has been said about tho 
fac t th a t “ 5,000 workmen refuse to  v 
because tho w pges of only 325 ar 
question.” Here is the  whole case 
nutshell. Tho 325 men had  ju s t as much 
righ t to  expect th e  3,000 to  refuse to  
w ork as the  la tte r  w ould have had  to  
expect a  sim ilar course uuder reversed 
circumstances. The num bers involved 

affect tho principle in  tho least, 
nor does the  difference in  pay.

There is another phase of th is ques­
tion. and i t  is  w hat our friends of the 
cap italist press would call th e  “ business 
end” o f it .  I t  answers tho query as to 
w hether th e  prosperity  of labor is ad­
vanced by  sym pathetic strikes. Organ­
ized labor has learned by  experience

The principle of arbitra tion  is com­
monly acceptable to  parties no t in  direct 
interest. I ts  adoption in  industria l con­
flicts is  on  acknow ledgment by tho con­
te stan ts of possible error on  th e  p a rt of 
either.

As betw een nations the  principle of 
comity has a lm ost universally forced I ts  
recognition. The stake a t  issue ii 
industrial w orld is rapidly becoming of 
even g rea ter importance than  in  in te r­
national relationships.

I t  required ages o f b itte r  experience tc 
teach the  governors of m ankind th a t i t  is 
be tter to  arb itra te  th a n  to  k ill one an­
other. Homestead will serve a s an  ob­
je c t lesson to  tho  same end industrially. 
T he ago of reason m ust supplan t coer­
cion w ith  concession and  ccmproinise.

Society a t  largo no longer settles dif; 
ferences as to  meum  and tuum  w ith a 
club. Tho common senso o f m ost holds 
a  “ fre tfu l world in  awe.”  Tho exten­
sion of tho  quasi jud ic ia l principle o f ar­
b itration into industry  m ust follow.

Specifically the  value Of arbitration 
—as of a ll o ther systems depending upon 
hum an instrum ents for execution—m ust 
re s t la rgely  upon th e  probity and  just-, 
ness of tho arb itra to rs.—Frank  K . Fos 
te r  in  Boston Globe.

B u t w hat is th e  origin o f  th is monopo­
listic power? Is  i t  n o t in  the  act and 
deed of th a t ve ry  "public” th a t tho 
company damns? Tho Carnegie com­
pany d id  n o t deposit th e  coal in  its  beds, 
or fill the  seams of the  rocks witkriron, 
or m ake tho earth  on w hich its factories 
stand, or spread tho coal fields ou t of 
which th e  bricks a ro  fashioned.

T h a t public has h ithe rto  allowed Mr. 
C aniegie a n d  h is company to  have cer­
ta in  exclusive c laim s over a  portion of 
th a t laud a n d  has demanded no equiv­
alen t in  retu rn . I t  has g ran ted  privi­
leges and failed to  requ ire  correspond­
ing duties. More than  th a t, th is  de­
spised “ public” has also passed laws 
enable Mr. Carnegie to  charge i t  a 
higher price for tho products of his 
mills th a n  he w ould bo able to  charge 
without th a t fostering care.—Father 
H untingtou.
