POLICY Of LOCOMIirlV*, KNUINKKBS. 

Their Attltmle In the Kicentktrlke Explained 
by Chief Arthnr.

Clkvklanu, O., Aug. '-'7.—Chief Ar­
th u r  of tho Brotherhood of Locomotive 
Hoglnoers has dictated tho  following 
sta tem ent touching the  policy of the 
brotherhood In dealing w ith strikes, 
which policy, ho says, will explain tho 
a ttitude  of th e  organl/.allon In regard to 
tho trouble a t Buffalo.

"O n all roads." ho said, "w hore the 
brotherhood Is established we have gen­
eral commissions of adjustm ent, whoso 
duty it  Is to  ad ju st a ll grievances of the 
men with tho  ofilcors of the  company, If 
possible. Falling to  do so they are  re ­
quired to  furnish tho chief a  detailed 
statem ent, on receipt of w hich It 
Is then his duty to proceed to 
tho place where tho differ­
ences exist and use all honorable means 
to  effect a  peacoablo adjustm ent of 
them . In event of his falling he then 
notifies the  men th a t  If they are  willing 
to  strike  he will sanction It. T h a t givos 
tho  men tho support of tho whole organ­
isation. T he men - determ ine whether 
they will s tr ike  or no t by a  two-thirds 
vote of the  members employed on the  
road.

"W e have thus far, by pursuing this 
policy for the  last 2S years, succeeded In 
adjusting all differences with bu t throo 
exceptions. We have always expressed 
a willingness to subm it all grievances, 
when we could no t agree with th e  com­
pany, to  a  board of arbitra tion  composed 
of th ree  d isinterested persons Person­
ally I am In favor of th a t method and 
believe It to  be the  Just and proper way 
of settling disputes growing ou t of dis­
satisfaction with wages or hours of la­
bor."

TUB LESSON 0 1  IT ALL.
T he collapse of the  Buffalo switch­

men’s strike, the  subjugation of the 
Tennessee miners by the  mllltla, the 
complete failure of the  houseamlth’s 
w alkout In New York, and the  virtual 
defeat of the  Iron workers a t  Home­
stead, a re  replete with Instruction for 
th e  entire laboring element.

T he first lesson Is the  u tte r  fu tility  of 
strikes as now conducted to  remedy 
wrongs or ba tter the condition of those 
who participa te  In them. If any s trike 
•hould succeed th a t of th e  switchmen 
should have done so. I t hsd  behind It 
mn undoubted grievance, tho s ta tu te  law 
of tho sta te , and a  favorable public sen­
tim ent. I t was a  p rotest a gainst exces­
sive hours of labor which are  forbidden 
by law and are  dangerous alike to the 
health  of the men and to  th e  safety of 
tho  traveling public. Y et with all this 
to  support It, I t was evident to  outsiders 
from  tho moment the  first crew went 
ou t th a t It was doomed to fall. The 
sw itchmen were In no sense skljled 
laborers, and for overy man who quit 
there were a hundred perfectly com­
peten t to  do the  work, looking for a  Job 
T heir  very fir^t acts, arrayed against 
them  not only the  g rea t resourced of the 
railroads, and the  arm y of unemployed, 
bu t the  yet stronger forces of the  courts 
and the  executive arm of th e  state. 
T his was true  also of tbo*other strikes, 
and It noeded no prophet to  predict the 
final outcome of such a  contest.

T he real underlying fac t fo r the 
unions to  learn, however, Is th a t a strike 
l i  n o t a  w ar upon capital, but a w ar of 
labor against labor. I t  Is no t tho  Car- 
noglos, the  V anderbilts, the  railroad 
presidents, o r the  mine owners who are 
shot down or blown Into etern ity  with 
dynamite, nor whoso little  ones go hun- 
gryjand naked. T hey are  merely the  gen­
erals who direc t th e ir  forces a t  a  safe 
distance from tho conflict, and, whl 
ever way tho battle goes, suffer no ap 
preclable hurt. The real contestants 
those to  whom the  Issue Is vital, and 
.whose very bread depends upon the re­
su lt a re  Invariably the  laboring men 
and more often than  otherwise those 
m ost deeply Interested are  found upon 
the  side of c ip lta l. T his was Illustrated 
In New York, where a  scab who was 
bru tally  assaulted by a  s tr ike r was 
found to  have dependent upon him 
sick wife and a  family of children . 
duced to  tho verge of starvation.

In  a  contest of this kfnd where there 
a re  arrayed upon one side tho  employed 
seeking better pay, and upon the  other 
the  unemployed seeking food and shel­
te r, the  sym pathy of those no t directly 
concerned goes ou t to .the most nocessl 
tous. Usually, too, th e  strlkars place 
themselves In the  a ttitude  of denying 
the  Inalienable r igh t of every man to 
c ep t any  lawful employment a t  such 
wages as be chooses.

T he lesson of It all Is’t W  labor can­
not advance Its cause by bruto force and 
violence, bu t on tho contrary will do It 
harm . I t  does no t follow, however, 
thatorganlzatlon  Is a  failure nor tha t 
should be abandoned. On the  contrary 
th e  unions should draw  their numbers 
closer together and p u t forth the ir ef­
forts In new directions. T hey should 
seek to  extend their Influence and the ir 
membership. They should adopt the 
methods of education and agitation and 
should bend tholr energies to  securing 
th e ir  rights by the  ballot ra the r than 
tho  bullet.

Mr. A lbert Koebele, who is in  A us­
tra lia  collecting beneficial insects, has 

a te board of horticu ltu re  of 
California a  new ladybird th a t preys on 
tho cottony cushion scale. I t  was through 
tho instrum enta lity  of M r. K oebele th a t 
tho Vednlia cardiualis w as introduced 
in to  California and  accomplished a  work 
which was w ithout precedent in  the  an ­
nals o f economic entomology.

This new ladybird Is called Novins 
Kcebelei, and is slightly  sm aller than 

the  m ature  beetle averaging 
-eighth of an inch in  length. 

Only three specimens were received, 
and these were placed in  a  sm all ja r  in­
fested w ith tho scale. One of the  in ­
sects died, b u t tw o o f them  changed to  
the  chrysalis sta te  and in  a  few  days 
perfect beetles emerged, which wore 
fortunately m a le  and  fem ale. Three 
days la ter  tho  fem ale deposited eggs, 
which hatched in  five days. The young 
larvte were carefu lly  reared , and , a fte r 
passing through  th ree  molts, changed 
into th e  pupa sta te , and  fifty-five per­
fect beetles wore secured in  ju s t  th irty - 
one days from  tho eggs.

W hen liberated on trees they  w ill no 
doubt pass th rough  th e ir  transform a­
tion In m uch less tim e, so th a t the re  will 
be thousands o f beetles fo r distribution 
very soon. I t  is  to  be hoped th a t they 
w ill be as efficient as th e  ladybirds of 
Mr. Koobele's original im portation.—
