JAcksoN, Mich. Aug. 30.—Edward
Huntley, & 20-year Debrott burglar, John
Davls, 8 5-year,burglar from Kalamazoo,
and ““Lige” Bullard, sont from Detrolt
for six years for assault with attempt to
Xill, tried to escape thls mornlng from
1he penitentiary by climbipg the prison
wall. Huntly and Davis were fatally
shot. All were captured,

Oa Aug. 16, 1801, Both Huntley and
Davls escaped from the prison by scal
ing the walls. Huntly was csught at
Durand, two months afterward, where
he had been arresied for larcony, and
Davis was extradited from Oanads.
“This moreing’s sttempt was one of the
boldest and most desperate In the his-
tory of the prison. The whole actlon of
- the men shows that the plan was thor-
‘oughly premeditated and carefully con-
sldered.

By his removal the progress of his
raca was incalcnlably retarded,
‘While Toussaint's fate and place of im-
isonment were still unknown, Wads-
worth wrote the beautiful sounet, ¢
Toussaint L'Ouverture,” *His bistory is
the subject of a drama by Lamaxtine,
and of a noyel, “The Hour and the
Man,” by Harriet Martinean.
