Tho ship's physiclans told the health
officors that somo of (ho passongers on
the ship were suffering from cholorine,
but that 1t was not genulno Astatic chol-
ora. An immediats Inspection of the
passengers was made and 83 a result the
vessel was ordered to the lower bay.

Thirteen of tho persons who dled on
the way over were Polanders. Twenty
of them wore children. All tho doad
wero burfed at ses on the days that they
dled.

MODE OF DISINFEOTING.

A Germ Proof Enllding Filled With Soper-
heated Steam,
NEw Yonk, Aug, 31.—Tho passengors
being detalned at IHoffman's Island
number more than 1,500,
Iiyery known precaution fs taken on
Hoffman Island to make It proof against
diseaso germs. The fsland and floors of
the bullding are made of asphalt, while
the celllogs aro constructed of galyan-
jz01 and corrugated Iron. The partl-
tlons are also bullt of white onameled
brick. Thero are no mattresses In the
dormitories and the cots aro the simplest
Kinds of hammooks suspended over
frames of Iron.
Stesm does evergthing, from disin-
focting to cooklng. Bath tubs to the
number of sixty-elght and made of metal
will be utllized for bathing the immi-
grants, and if It bocomes necessary, so
perfect Is the system, the refuse water
Itself can be disinfected before it 1s dis-
charged (o the harbor.
