A fter 
expressing doubts as to  tholr existence 
he nevertheless goes on to  say: “ We And 
them  established ou th e  shores of the 
New World under two names, e tc .,"  As 
he k indly wishes to  Inform me of my 
m istakes I  would llko to  be equ llly  gen­
erous tow ard him.

T he Pilgrims wore men who sepa­
ra ted  themselves from th e  church of 
England A. D. 1000, because they be­
lieved th a t  all men were endowed by 
th e ir  Creator w ith Individual rights 
such a ;  life, liberty and th e  p u rsu it of 
happiness. They could no t enjoy these 
r igh ts  In aris tocratic  monarchlal Eng­
land, where th e  daughter o f Rome exer­
cises a  dom inating Influsnce and they 
finally fiad to  Holland w here the  free 
profession of religious opinion was gua r­
an teed  to  every one by the  constitution. 
T h is  condition In Holland was 
a  resu lt of tbo  ssm e struggle 
fo r liberty  th a t th is nation passed 
th rough  In the  days of 1770. Holland 
had Issued her declaration of Independ­
ence Ju ly  26, 15S1, and  became the 
U nited Provinces—the Republic of Hol­
land . H ere  th e  Pilgrims, as they  called 
them selves, found a  haven of religious 
liberty . H ere our p resent Republic was 
cradled. T he Pilgrims, however, were 
E nglish, and did no t feel a t  home among 
D utchm en; and  so they decided to  emi­
g ra te  to  America. They wore poor and 
had no t th e  m eans to make so long a 
voyage, and so had  to  make th e  best 
bargain possible w ith London capital- 

and supplies, and 
a partnersh ip , the 

en tire  capital stock being only about 
535,000, the  Pilgrims holding one-fifth. 
I n  th is  way they secured the  m eans of 
tran spo rta tion  and sustenance. I t  was 
th e  old story of an alliance of the  church 
w ith th e  world, which was a  curse to  
th e  Pilgrims for m any years. T h is  un­
holy alliance has been a  curse to  the  
church In all ages, and we are  still 
g ro an in g ) under It. The Plymouth 
company, an organization of English 
capitalis ts, also owned th e  land  upon 
which th e  Pilgrims landed, and I: was 
years before the  Pilgrims were freed from 
all Interference from  these capitalists.

stan tly  joining them  fi 
had  no t English greed 
terfered  this C hristian republic would 
gradually  have spread over th is entire 
country. O ther colonies of traders, ad­
venturers and slaveholders however, were 
s e n t over from England and se ttled In 
n o rthern  New England and our budding 
C hristian republic was dually absorbed 
by them  and Its pure stream  was con­
tam inated  by a  m ixture of Torrylsm.
