A Resident of This City Sui-
cides at South Bend.

He First Turns On {he Gas
and Then Shoots Him-
self in the Head.

The remains of W. H. H. Smith,
better known to a large cirele of friends
here as Harry, arrlved from South Bend
yesterdsy morning and were taken 1o
the residence of his wife 84 Dunham
street. The funeral will occur this af-
ternoon under the nuspices of Valley
City lodge No. 86, I\ & A. M., of which
the deceased was a member. He leaves
besides his wife two daughters, Edna
aged 11 and Flora aged 6

Harry Smith was a member of the old
Owashtanong club and for & consider-
able length of timo was a clerk for Col,
B. S. Plerco and later for the Tower
company. Hew genlal follow, well
met, was generous to a fault but like
many of those with whom he assoclated
lie was Inclined at times to look upon
the wine when It s red. /He left thls
city some months ago, having secured a
eltuation as travellng salesman for a
Cinclnnatl hat house.

The death of Harry Smith was the
most tensational and tragle thatever
occurred in South Bend. He was stop-
ping at the New Sherldan house, and
‘Wednesday night appeared more jovial
than usual. He told storfes and chatted
with trayeling men and Impressed upon
them thofact that he was 38 years of
age. “Don't you think that Is long
enough to 1ive?" he asked and continn-
ing he sald: “Just thiok of f4, 35 years
of clh‘.'r._lblnu and the top no where in

sight.’
After bidding the men a pleassnt good
night he retired to his room and pro-

caeded very deliberately to kill himself.
He took papers to Lls room from the
office and with his knife pressed strips
of the papers in the crevices of the tran-
som, windows and doors, even stopping
up tho key hole.

The emperor granted o fall pardon
under the aforesaid condition, and tho
conderined man was only too glad to
comply, Ho was taken into the hospi-
tal and ordered to lie down ut once in tho
same bed from which in bis presence
the corpse waa removed: The man un-
dressed and went to bed. In less than
half an hour hie began vomiting and in
six honrs he died from choléra.

The man died of cholera, which ho
took from fright. The corpse removed
from the bed was riot that of a cholers
victim, but of & man who met his death
from a guushot woand, The experi-
ment did not take place in_the cholera
wing, but in the ward for skin diseases.
