th a t 53,000 persons will be rendered Idle 
by the  lockout or s trike , the  trouble p a r­
taking of both features. His estimate, 
however, may be modiAed should the 
stampede among the  employers spread. 
The Federation of M aster Colton Spin­
ners has never been very successful In 

lockouts, and the  p resent trouble 
promises to  be no exception to  th e  rule.

Since the  m asters l-sued the ir notice 
th a t th e  spinners would have to  submit 

* per cent, reduction in the ir  wages, 
the re  has been a  considerable improve­
m ent In the  cotton trade , and m anufac­
tu rers are  loa th  to  shu t the ir mills and 
forego the  proAte In sight. Should the 
m anufacturers spinning American cot- 

offer their employes th e  old ra te  of 
wages. It Is highly probable th a t about 
15,000,009 spindles would continue to 

, and the  num ber of idle spinners 
and o thers would bo reduced to  30,000. 

At any ra te , a  victory for the  opera- 
;es Is a  practical cortalnlty. Only one 

mill In Heywood closed today. W ith so 
many mills running the  position of the 
s tr ik e rs  and the  lockedout operatives Is 
materlally.Btrengthened. T he  spinners 
t t  work pay a  small proportion of their 
wages Into the  strike  fund, which Is al- 

ady very largo, and this will allow the 
operatives to  s tay  ou t for a  long time.

Each, m anufacturer belonging to  the 
Masters' Federation pays a  Ane of one 
farth ing  for each Spindle ho runs during 

lockout, b u t It Is evident th a t on the 
present occasion many of them  can  pay 
the wages demanded by the  spinners 

ad the  Ane and still run  the ir mills at 
satisfactory prodt. If  this were not 
is  case the  mills would be closed.
Mr. Mawdsley said ton igh t th a t the  

employes of the  cotton mills a re  anxious
