Mr. Cleveland Is likely to have good 
lock with the  sliver question notw ith­
standing his previous commitments by 
messages, speeches and le tte rs. The 
Ilarrlson  monetary, commission soon to 
assemble a t Brussels fo r th e  purpose of 
is ttllng  upon an In ternational basis for 
th e  coinage cf sliver and gold, will fall 
to  agree, as a t  least th ree  sim ilar com­
missions have failed In th s  past. This 
m ust be the  last a ttem pt of th e  United 
States in th a t direction and th e  free 
coinage of sliver cannot be postponed 
any longer to  aw ait an international 
ratio. I t  will be seen th a t th e  creditor 
class of Europe Is b sn t on the  robbery 
of America w ith the  single standard  o! 
gold and th is  conntry cannot and will 
no t consent to  It. The Democrats In 
congress with the Populists and th e  sil­
ver republicans will agree upon a  silver 
coinage a c t and If It Is vetoed It will pass 
nevertheless.

T hen  will come the  currency ques­
tion. T he Democrats are  pledged to  a 
repeal of the  10 per cent, tax  on sta te  
bank Issues. A bill for th a t purpose 
will be Introduced, and In the  course of 
Its passage amendments will be submit­
ted tjia t will call out a  full discussion, 
going fully over the  subject of w hat 
shall be the  perm anent currency of the 
nation In the  fu ture. S ta te  bank notes, 
national bank notes and legal tender 
treasury  notes will all bo proposed and 
opposed. In  th a t battle  T h e  MobninO 
P ress Is confident the greenback will 
win and Mr. Cleveland will be convinced 
It Is wisdom to le t It win. The result 
will be a  new Issue of greenbacks th a t 
will make good times and, with the 
form of the  tarill, lower taxation  to 
entire  pleasement of the  people.

Such results would leave no Issue of 
th is  day unsettled; th e  need of a  third 
pa rty  would pass away and the Republi­
cans would be overwhelmed again In 
1806. -
