They are forever sur-
prising their citywith something new,
Now they turn ont and personally clean
the streets; now they get on the board
of education; now they €stablish public
‘baths for the unwashed; now start free
kindergartens for the poor; now they
‘build summer houses for the little chil-
dren of the tenements and the slums;
now put women physicians in the hos-

stations; now build hospitals, securo
women factory inspectors, investigate
the schools or make appeals for yotes in
educational matters.

And whatever they do seems to suc-
ceed.

They have evén been known to
put artistic ventures on their feet and
sustain them—one of the most difficult
things imaginable in the west. Their
Jatest experiment has been to start a co-
operative baking company.

Detailed maps are als en of the tele-
graphic accommodations in Central
America and the West Indies, in eastern
Europe and in the Mediterranean coun-
tries. The tables of cable rates include
the Atlantic cables, Cuba, Bahama,
Bermuda, African, European, Asiatic
and South American.

It appears that it costs more to send
messages to the West Indies than it does
to places in Africa. All the important
places in Africa are now reached by
telegraph, and you can sit in Gila Bend,
A. T, and communicate with busi-
ness men at Asaab for $1.81 per word.
If you want to reach_anybody in Vene-
zuela from New York, it will cost §3.64
per word, and then the message must go
by mail from Quayaquil.

The islands in the Pacific are now
abont the only places with which imme-
dinte communication by telegraph can-
not be had,—Washington Letter.
