BAD BEER AND BLOOD

A Sunday Night Riot in
Polish Hall.
—
Free-for-all Fight in Which
Men and Women are
Horribly Injured.

Pollsh hall, on Jackson strect, for the
past two months has been the scene of
more or less trouble on Sunday nights.
Fights and drunken brawls have pre-
valled, to the great annoyance of the
better class of people living in the nelgh-
borhood. The police records show
many calls for protection from mob vio-
lence and the members of the tough ele-
ment who gather there Sundsy nights
arenotonly & dlsgrace to themselves
but s menace to Iaw and order. A
week ago last night the police were
called to the hall and found that Frank
Porsh of 225 Flrst street had dislocated
his ankle In a fight, and he was re-
moved to his home in the ambulance.
Av tha request of the soclety the board
of polico and fire commissioners ap-
polnted a special policeman for the hall,
bat 1t seems ho fs alrald to make any
arrests and allows the toughs to do
they please, 50 long as they refraln
from murder. 4
Owing partially to the Inclement
weather last night the hall was packed
with a mixture of humanity that was
worse than usual. Girls of shady char-
acter and dizzy heads danced for the
amusement of all. Beer flowed 8s free
a8 wator and those who drank it became
more dfsgusting with each glass, In
ct satan himself had he passed that
way would have given the place & could
shoulder.
About 0 o'elock, when tha glrls were
kicking the highest, when the boys were
passing them around on the floor like
base balls, there was a sound of scuffiing
heard In the saloon below and Immedi-
avely the toughs started for down stairs
to see the sport. Ofiicers who were pres-
eut looked on for  moment and then
left to avold personal Injury. The men
or boys who were scuflling commenced
boxing and finally turned the boxing
into & regular fight. The sight of blood
warmed up the on-lookers and s general
rlot followed uniil the place resembled
& slaughter house. Beer glasses flaw in
all directions. A girl was struck fu the
face with one of the glasses and lier fea-
tures were horribly dlsfigured. Some
one also struck her in the back with a
Half

pounding esch other and rolliog In
blood. The flghters grabsed anything
thoy could reach and
enongh the crowd presepted a pitiable
#ight. One man had a good part of his
cheek cut off by flying beer mug and an-
other was baaly cut In the back of the
neck. Some had their clothiog half or
more torn off and all In the fight were
maore or less decorated with blood stalps.
The spscial policsman was powerless
to do anythiag snd the patrol wagon was
called, bat bafore the equad in charge
arrived pesce was restored, the wound-
ed removed and no arresis wers made.
The sgecial officer refused to arrest any
of the fighters, although requested to do
50 by Officer Chaflze, who agreed to take
care of the crowd In case they Intorfered.
The spacisl officer wanted Officer
Chaffed to do the arresting, but he had
no right to do so ashe did not see the
rlot, and the crowd was quiet ugon his
arrlyal.

The blood-covered fighters told Officer
Chaffer that the special officer was to
blame for the fight and that was the
reason he dare not make an arrest.
Officer Chaffer, to make sure that the
fight would not be ravived as soon as the
wagon left, dismissed the crowd and or-
dered the jabitor to close the place.
There was but a few Polish people pres-
ent, fhe crowd being composed malnly
of disreputable characters of both sexes.
A thorough fnvestigation will be made
of the matter, and, If possible, warrants
procured for those engaged in the fight.

| Each pyramid may be termed an eye,
for each hias its own iris and optic nerve.
How these insscts manage this mar-
velous number of eyes isnot yet known.
They are immovable, but mobility is un-
