How tlio Necessary Money Is Raised and 
Handled for Carrying elections.

D uring a  political campaign tho  first 
and in  m ost cases tho  chief source of 
revenue is the  assessment of candidates. 
T he am onnt of these assessments varies 
in  d ifferent localities and under differ­
e n t circumstances. A common assess­
m ent in  Illinois, for example, in  d istricts 
thn t are  no t considered especially donbt- 

o rd inary  elections, is 5 per cent, 
o f tho annual sa lary , and i t  is  expected 
Uiat all candidates, unless there is some 
pecial reason for exception, will pay 

th is assessment. However, i t  n o t in fre ­
quently happens th a t the  m ost ’valuable 
candidate fo r tho  party  is  a  poor man. 
w ho is unable to  pay tho regular assess­
m ent. In th a t case, the  committee, tak­
ing  all the circumstances into account, 
ask him  to pay w hat seems reasonable, 

ho may bo even entirely  exempted 
from  assessment, as in  th o pcase of a 
crippled candidate fo r county recorder 
in Indiana  in  1800. A  w ealthy candi­
date, w ho can well afford to  pay m ore, 

sometimes assessed a  lump sum  w ith ­
ou t any especial reference to  th e  salary 
th a t ho is  to  receive if  elected.

In  national elections local county com­
mittees expect to  receive money also 
from tho national committee, usually 
th rough  tho hands of tho sta te  commit­
tee. In  tho 'cam paign  of 1888 tho R e­
publican committee in  one county of 
Indiana  received 8800 from  the  s ta te  com­
m ittee, w hich they supposed, os a  mat- 

of course, came from the  national 
committee.

In  tho campaign of 1880, in  th a t same 
sta te , tho tw o leading county m anagers 

o f tho parties w ent to  Indianapo­
lis and  mot there  a  representative from  
th e  national committee. They w ent to  
' us room iu  th e  hotel to  ta lk  w ith  him  
egarding funds. W hen ho'asked their 

needs i t  was replied th a t they d id  not 
come to  bog money from  tho national 
com m ittee. h u t th a t the ir county stood

I  nm not 
speaking here o f the  largo sum s th a t aro 
raised by  national committees from  
w ealthy m en, especially from  those who 
feel th a t they have m uch a t  stake in  na­
tional legislation, b u t  the  am ount th a t is 
contributed to  county and  c ity  commit­
tees in  local campaigns. In  tho cam­
paign of 1888, in  tho sam e county th a t 
received $800 from  tho national commit­
tee, one little  c ity  o f 4,000 inhab itan ts 
raised $1,200 a  day  o r  tw o before tho 
election, a fte r th e  assessments had been 
collected. The money w as given, volun­
ta rily  by  enthusiastic men. In th a tca m - 
paign, in  th a t county, some $7,000 was 
spent by one pa rty  alono.—Professor
