A n unknow n man le ft a  suspicious 
looking package In th e  hall leading to  
th e  room of th e  executive offices of the  
fom pany a t  11 o 'clock yesterday morn­
ing . A boy was sen t to  tell th e  police 
to  come and  ta k e  It away. T he chief 
o f th e  company firs t saw It and refuted 
to  touch  It. T he  hoy re turned  with 
th e  commissary officer, h it secre­
ta ry , a  clerk  and  two gen­
darm es. T h e  secretary  tiered the  
parcel. I t  was a n  Infernal machine. 
H e re tu rned  w ith I t to  th e  sub-prefec­
tu re  and was about to  lif t ft off the  table 
w hen f t exploded, rlpplug the  hallw ay 
n e a r by the  apartm ents Into debris. The 
group surrounding tho Infernal machine 
were m utilated hoyond recognition. Po­
licem an R e am 's  rem ains wore found 
lying across the  doorway with both legs 
to rn  off, c u t th rough  as If a  cannon ball 
bad  ripped him. N ear him an Immense 
hole w as torn In the  wall by tho dyna­
mite.

L ittle  Em ile G arvin, office boy for the  
Carmeaux company, w as'blown to frag ­
m ents and Identified by fils uniform 
■ Sub-Inspector Formerlng 
to  atoms; one of his fee t t 
h u t  stood up In his shoe. His rem ains 
were scattered  over the  hallway.

Mr. Peuzett's  head was to rn  off and 
his body c u t Into strips.

He Will Cheat Cleveland Out of ac Appoint- 
m.-nt-

W ashington, N ov. 17.—I t  Is the  und­
erstand ing  In the  Inner circles th a t Ju s ­
tice Field Intends to  commit a  treachery 
to  the  D em ocratic p a rty  In order to 
g ratify  his personal dislike of Mr. Cleve­
land. I t  Is expected th a t he will retire  
from the  Supreme bench In tim e to  per­
m it H arrison to  appoint his successor. 
I t  Is nnderstocd th a t the  Intim ation as to 
his Intentions come from him.

Field’s Democracy has hung loosely 
on him since ho discovered th a t  his am­
bition to  be th e  Democratic candidate 
for the  presidency was vain, and now in 
order to  revenge himself on Mr. Cleve­
land he Is willing to  sacrifice the  party 's 
Interests.

When Mr. Cleveland was In th e  W hite 
house Ju stice  Field undertook to  dictate 
tho appointm ent of m arshals on th e  Pa­
cific coast. Cleveland Ignored his 
ommendatlous when he came to make 
the  appointm ents. F ield  then  recom­
mended th e  appointm ent of a  Judgo and 
Cleveland appointed someone else. This

angered th e  justice th a t he has been 
a  mortal enemy to Cleveland since.

A  Partly Finished Building 
is Blown Over by a 

Windstorm.

B rooklyn, Nov.* 18.—A heavy wind 
storm th a t  blew w ith the  force of a  cy­
clone, struck  th is city this afternoon, 
accompanied by hravy  rain  of five min­
u tes duration. I t  blew dowu a  hat! fin­
ished three-story fram e building 
Gowan's canal. Six persons were In­
jured. T hree  lit tle  girls, one of whom 
may die.

T he building was being erected by 
Samuel Roebuck, as a  storehouso. Four 
sides of th e  s truc tu re  were up, b u t tho 
roof was no t on. T h irty  carp sn te rs  and 
Joiners wore a t work a t  the  time.

T he girls were picking up  chlos near 
to the  fron t of th e  s truc ture . W hen the 
rain began to  fall th e  men sought refuge 
under a  small shed near by and the  
children huddled close to  tho  new 
building.

T ho  men from the ir positions saw the 
_jfin!shed building trem ble under the 
high wind and thought a  collapse could 
be avoided If additional supports were 
placed against tho fram e work. The 
throe men who wore h u r t wore tfie ones 
who volunteered to  do the  work. They 
had hardly reached th e  building when 
I t came down upop them.

Tho police and  two am bulances wore 
_ jon on the  spot. The men escaped 
with contusions npon the  legs and slight
 about the head. T hey  wore M ania
Swanson, B enedict Johnson and Edward 
Christopher. T hey  were taken  home.

Tho th ree  girls wore unconscious. All 
received wounds upon tho  head and 
about the  a im s and  lower limbs. '  ' 
nam es were Sophie and Mella Gottlieb. 
8 and  11 years old respectively and 
Maggie Shupert 7 years old. f k 0 Gott­
lieb’s were taken  to  the  Long-Jslarrd 
College hospital and the  o the r girl was 
taken  home by her la thes .

A t Seabrlght the  tracks of th e  New 
Jersey  Southern railroad are  Inundated. 
G angs of men are  endeavoring to  keep 
tho  property of th e  company from go­
ing to  ru in . A t Morgan, on the  Hue of 
tho  Long B ranch division of th e  Penn­
sylvania railroad, th e  tracks are  under 
six Inches of w ater. T ho work trains of 
th e  company are  on the  ground and cars 
a re  being run  over th e  tracks to keep 
them  from  raising from  the ir beds.

Jadge White of Davenport, Iowa.
Judge William K . W hite of Daven­

port, Iowa, brother of George H. W hite 
of this t^ty, died (while on a visit) at 
Saratoga Springs on tho 10th Inst., of 
paralysis, a fte r  bu t live days Illness.

No. 1 had tho  cross marked a t  the  left 
opposite the  word " s ta le ” Instead of be­
ing directly  under the  vignette; all tho 
names h td  crosses opposite except John 
B. Chsddock—not counted.

No. 2 had a  cross m ark  In tho lower 
r igh t hand corner outside of tho ticket.
I t  was properly stamped a t th e  head as 
a  stra igh t Republican ticket. I t  wa 
throw n out on account of the-x a t  lowe 
corner. I t  looked as If tho voter might 
have m ade the  m ark to  te s t the  stamp 
beforo m arking his ballot.

No 3 had au x on tho back on tho re 
ver«e from the  Prohibition vignette. 
T hrow n out.

All these th reo  were s tra ig h t Republl 
can.

No I was s tra igh t Democratic, marked 
like No. 2 Thrown cut.

No S. s tra igh t D em ocrat, had an 
th e  line a t  bottom -and a  lead pencil 
cross In lower r igh t hand corner, 
was counted.

As predicted yesterday m orning the 
Republicans engaged In the  congres­
sional election controversy changed 
the ir lac th  s and concluded to  Join with 
the  D emocrats In their move to  secure a 
recount of the  ballots. T he prediction 
was wrong In fixing the  tim e when the 
change of base In the  afternoon—It took 
place In the  morning,

W hen the  board convened the  first 
basinets was tho announcem ent of the  
vote on th e  proposition to  revise the 
s ta te  constitution. The report gave the 
to tal vote a t  2,475, of which the  nays 
had a  m ajority of 191.

T hen  th e  committee of th ree , who 
pretended th a t  they  did not know w hat 
they  were appointed for, presented a 
report signed by Supervisors Benjamin 
and Emmons, s ta ting  something abont 
th e  m isunderstanding and asking for 
Instructions. Chairman Loomis prompt 
ly ru led  th a t th e  committee had been 
appointed, no t to recount th e  ballots as 
demanded by law, bnt-sim ply  to  Inves­
tiga te  tho necessity for a  recount.

T he minority member of the  commit­
tee, Mr. Launlere, objected to  the  chalr- 

nllng and was supported In his 
position by Supervisor Hogadone. Af- 

some w rangling Mr. Launlere moved 
th a t tho  committee be ordered to  go 
ahead In the  discharge of the ir duty as 
fixed by tho  law—bring In the  boxes and 
proceed with th e  recount.

Ex-Alderman Do G raaf offered a  sub­
s titu te  th a t all the  ballots be b rought in 
and the  entire  vote bo recounted. A lbert 
Damskoy raised tho poin t th a t the  $100 
required by l^w had no t been p a t up 
and th a t the  required 12 hours' notice 
had not been given.

The Eailh Will Pass Tnrooeh the Tall of iho 
UemtC Bl-la.

I t  Is though t by astronomers th a t It Is 
more than  likely th a t Blsla’s levlsable 
tall, th a t bifurcated gaseous prolong­
ation th a t dissolved partnership with 
the  comet somewhere In the  neighbor­
hood of 1858, will come In contac t with 
some portion of th is m undane sphere 
Nov. 27, when th e  earth  and the  coles 
tla l w anderer are  duo a t  the  same spot 
In space only elyht hours apart. No 
g rea t danger need be apprehended, even 
If the  colllilon should be "head  on," as 
tho comet le no t as big as "a ll ou t­
doors," a t they would ssy In the  T en ­
nessee mountains.

Amcrlcau and E uropean astronomers 
some of whom are  etlll undecided as to 
w hether the  comet Is really the  one dis­
covered by th e  A ustrian officer, arc 
united In th e  assertion th a t the  phenom­
enon promised for Nov. 27 will be the 
most Im portant ol many ages. Although 
the  aerial wonder will not como closer 
to tho e a r th  than  1.000,000 miles, th a t 
will be cloto enough for satisfactory ob­
servation and safety. T he comet will 
be visible to  the  naked oye In a  few days 
and will be of deep red  color, growing 
rapidly In brilliancy and sls.s. Tho tall, 
through which It Is though t the  earth  
will pats, tenuous a t the  aurora, even 
mere so than  the  rainbow , will, on ac­
count of the  nearness, furnish a beauti­
ful tight.

I t  le generally believed th a t comets 
have collided with the  e arth , deaths of 
hum an bologs rese lling  In those cases 
from actual contact. But the re  Is 
another way In which m ortality might 
be caused—by the  poisoning of the  at- 
mospbero by adm ixture of g rea t quanti­
ties of ga teou t m atter th a t had belonged 
to  a  comet. Some people advance the 
theory th a t only In th is way can groat 
pestilential visitations, tuch  as the  fa- 
mout "B lack  D eath." bo explained. But 
such things are  w ithout tho  range of 
postlbllllfea arlilng  from th e  present 
vlsltatlom  ________

The em igrant houses 
of tho old country have abundan t reason 
to  caution girls whom they eend, for, as 
a  m atter of fac t many have fallen an 
easy prey. One m an, who adopted one 
of those girls became her seducer, be­
fore she was 16 years of age. Evidence 
has been adduced th a t the  separation 
of families In the  summer has resulted 
In evil. Again, the re  are  houses where 
carriages are going and coming all 
night. Prom inent men, m erchants and 
professional men frequen t these places 
—men who sit In prom inent pows under 
our ministry aro known by the  detec­
tives to  be visitors."

T he repo rt also declared .th a t the  
drink  habit Is on tho Increase. The re ­
port has aroused the  citizens against tho 
police authorities. Col. Hughes, tho 
chief of police, denounces It, and says
