Seattle , W ash., Nov. 2 2 —E -po rts of 
th e  storm th roughout the  s ta te  are  still 
worse today and the  prospects are  th a t 
rail communication will be abandoned 
for several days a t least. A num ber of 
additional deaths are  also reported, 
while the  loss of property In th e  shape 
of farm  buildings carried away and 
wrecked will m ake a  form idable Item In 
tbe  valleys of Dnwamlsh.

T he rivers to  th e  southw ard of Snoho­
mish, th e  Still, Aguamlsh and Skagit, 
northw ard, a re  vast lakes. In  the  
Stuck  valley, fa r  as th e  eye cau see, the  
valley Is a  seething lake on which logs, 
shingle bolts, wrecked buildings, rail­
road ties, uprooted trees and debris are 
Jammed together 10 to  20 fee t deep. 
Several more landslides a re  reported 
and several railroad wrecks.

J .  M. Moader's farm  hands are re­
ported to  have been drowned near Sno­
homish. Professor Gallard, wife, son 
and niece, and boatm an, all adu lts, are 
believed to  have been drowned as their 
boat was found on an Island.

Many farm ers throughout the  w est­
ern p a rt of the  sta te  have lost all th e ir 
stock by drowdlng and no  one In the  
rich valleys has escaped loss. T he dam­
age to  the  agricu ltu ral d istricts will 
am ount to  hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars. I t  Is th e  w orst rain  fall th a t has

Several additional small towns along 
th e  railroad  lines are  under w ater, and 
some single story houses are  entirely  
submerged.

T he strike war 
doomed to  fallbro from the  s ta rt. The 
terrible tragedy with which It was In-

' w ith which It w»« a fterw ards ,acco 
nled accelerated, b a t did not occa 
i l l  dl«a»trous end. T he  resu lt w 
have been the  same had the  strikers 
devoted their time to psalm singing In­
stead  of hgbtlng, and to Sunday schools 
Instead of riotous assemblies. Nor bed 
e ither the  Justice or th e  frivolousness of 
the  matters In contention anything In 
particu lar to  do with It. The cause was 
deeper and presents a problem fa r  more 
difficult of solution.

T he whole trouble Illustrates the  tru th  
heretofore endeavored to  bp enforced In 
th is column th a t every strike Is a  war, 
no t of labor against capital, bu t of labor 
against labor. Had the re  been no 
men In the  country, bad there  been no 
hungry m ouths crying for bread, Mr. 
F rick  could never have s tarted  his mills 
till the  strikers were nl'acatcd, though 
he summoned to  his aid the  armies of 
th e  nation, as well as of the  sta te . Bat 
hardly had  the  strike  been declared, be­
fore be began to receive applications 
from hundreds of men anxious to exer­
cise the ir Inalienable right to  support 
the ir wives and helpless babes by the 
w ork of the ir bands.
