Brussrs, Nov. 25.—At the meeting
of the Internstional monetary confer:
ence today Senator Willlam B. Alllson
and Senator John P. Jones set forth the
Amerlean proposals and raviewed the
monetary siiustions in the United States
and other countrios raported In the con-
forence. They submittsd s general
plan on bi-metallism offered by the
United States, showing, first, that the
re-establishment and maintensnce of a
fixed parity betwesn gold snd silver,
and the continued nse of both as coined
money of full debt-paying power, would
be productive of important benefit to
the world,

The Amerlcsn delegates also submit-
ted a resolutlon declaring that in tha
opluton of the conferenca it {s desirable
tnat menns ba found for an incroesing
uso of sliver in the enrreney syetem of
he natlons. A document jproposed by
the Amerfean delegastes and presented
with tie resolution explafned that they
wished that an opportunity be afforded
to considerer their plans.
