Jay Gould and the Pacific Mall Stexm-
ship company have been able heretofors
to compete with the French capitslists
but within ‘the last few daysthe French-
men bavelssued an order refusing to
take any more Amerfcan through bills
of ladipg.  The effect of this order Is
almost 10 suspend the vast traffic be-
tween the United Stateand South Amer-
ica which Mr Blsine has taken o much
trouble to bulld up.

It Is this extreme that bas sroused
Secretary Foster and the whole admin
fstrasfon, as the government does not
intend 10 stand ldly by and rubmit to
the wreating of a trade worth $50,000,000
a year from the hands of its clilzens.

BICES SEEN TROUBLE AHEAD

‘aluro and the Comst Will Play the Mirchief
With Our Atmorphere.

St. Louts, Nov. 26.—The torosdo that
ovastated the town of Redbud, Ti
was foretold by Prot. E. R. Bicks, the
St. Louls astronomer and \V&‘IA‘AE! pro-
phet. In his forocast for November,
30 and published In
World and Works, the prophet sald:

“*About the 16th marked Indications
of sctive sutumnal storms will appesr
in the western part of our continent
Warmor weather, falling barometer,
souskerly winds and softening skles will
unito to zdmonish of gatherlng storms.
The equinox of Mercury {s on the 21st,
Mhe now moon is ou the 10th and the
danger dass of tho regular perlod sre
the 17th, 18th and.”

The Redbud storm occurred on Nov.
17, ope of the three days named as dan-
gor days by Dr. Hicks. On the succeed-
tog deys storms occurred throughout
the western part of the Unlted States.

““What eftzct will ba produced by the
close spproach to the.earth of the comet
which s attracting so much attention
now?" was asked of Prof. Hicks.

‘A vitlsting effect. It Intensifies the
noxlous conditlon of tho earth's atmos-
phere produced by Saturn. The reason
Saturn’s equinox is always accompanfed
by epldemics Is that this plabet is sur-
rounded by rings of semi-gsseous matter.
Thls matter extends for s greatdls
tance all around tho planet. We can
only see §t so faras it Is luminous.
Thers aro dark rings out beyond these
lnminous rings, aud how far these dark
gas-composed rings extend beyond the
planet no one kunows. he plsnet and
itsrings revolva with great rapldity,
and some of the particics of tho
are thrown off, enter the esrth’s ntmos-
phere and vidare ft.

“This vitfating offact /s grestest when
the earth fs directly {u the plane of the
rings, Just as & parson standing dirsctly
In front of o grindstone Is struck by the
water thrown off from It, while, if he
stands 1o ono side, he will not be wet.
The person starding directly In front of
the grindstone is in (ts equinox.

“The tall or coma of & comet Is com-
posed of materlal precisely simller to
the rings of Saturn, and If this materlal
gets mixed up with the earth’s atmos-
phere, epldemics and savere fllnoss are
bound to result. To the combined in-
fluence of Saturn and the comot we owe
the present pravalence of typbold fever
and kindred complaints, Typhoid fever
shows that the earth's atmosphore s

vitiated, aud that {t Is In good condition
for cholora noxt summer.

“I'sm on record as predicting cholera
for next summer, an not
changed my mind as 10 the probabllity

of fts.coming. The earth's atmosphere
Is viifated, and trouble ls bound to
come.”
