The 'Thieves Get Away
With $15,000 and Drive
a Team to Death.

LierTY, Mo, Nov. 27.—Four expert
cracksmen, with dypamite, cracked the
safe of the First National bavk last
night, securing in money nearly $15,000.
The burglers were scared sway before
they completed thelr work snd did not
get into the reserve vault of the safe, In
which was §10,000. They attached a
dynamite fuse to this, but for some un-
known reason fled without touchlng it
off.

Thoy entered the bank by means of
skeleten keys, which opened the back
door and another door leading Into the
room fn which was the vault. They
drtiled holes through the onter door of
the vault, Inserted a charge of powder,
and blew off the time lock. Inside was
a steel door to the burglar proof apart-
ment ana they used dynamite to effect
an entrance through this. They used
& heavy charge and the door wss com-
pleteiy blown to pleces. This gave them
access to the money.

On the floor of the bank wera found
several sticks of dynamite and their
tdols, showing that the burglars left
hurriedly.

Leaving the bank the burglars went
1o the house of Joseph Steels, where
they stole 3 carrlage and & team of fast
orses, with which they escaped.

Tho sherifl's posse has traced them as
far as the Milwaukee raflroad bridge
over the Missourl river to Kansas Ciuy,
where the horses were found in & dying
condition, having been driven furlously.
Here all trace of the men was lost.

Kansas Oity officials are workiog on
the case and think tonight they have
learned the names of the men, but re-
fuse to give them.

The Anti-Snapper Ex-May-
or Directly Accused of
Cheating a Bank.

Nrw Yoni, Nov. 27.—Milllonalre Wil-
flam R. Grace, ex-mayor, merchant
prince, sntl-snapper and leador of va-
rlous reform movementa {n tho Interests
of polfvical purity, la charged with fraud
by the officers of tho American National
bank of Providence. The transactions
Involving the accusation date back to
the time of the Grant & Ward fallurein

which Mr. Grace emerged with profit,
while the bank sustained a loss of $19,-

Suit has been brought by the bank to
recover the monay from Mr. Grace, with
interest to date. Counsellor Frederle
R Coudert, representing Mr, Grace, ar-
gued & wotlon befors Judgs Trusx in
the Supreme court, Chambers, yester-
day for an order directing the bank to
make fts complaint more definite. A
paragraph about which particulars were
spectally needed, according to Mr. Cou-

dert, was one declaring that at the time

Mr. Grace had his dealings with the
bsuk he knew from surrounding facts
and clrcumatances that the represopia-
tions ha made were false.

The complaint sels forth that on
April 4, 1884, and long before then,
Grant & Ward were wholly fnsolvant
and unsble to meet thefr obligations.
