Departs.

MUSKEGON, Mich,, Dec. 3 —A prom!-
nent spiritualist of this city has per-
fectod a scheme by which he hopes st
desth to prove positively to those sull
in the material state that his splrit ex-
Ists aftgr its separation from the body.

He went to Pittsburg & short time ago
and obiatned s Iarge glars cylinder, o
constructed that It can be sealed alr
tight tn & moment's timle. In this cylin-
der he has suspended with fine copper
wire two pleces of matal 8o light that
they can be brought in contact with
each other by the siightest motion of
the alr shut wishin the cyilnder. These
wires pass through the oylinder,
one being connected with & b:
tery snd the other with a
graphic instrument. Ho has made ar-
rangements for his friends, at his death
and just bofore tho spirit leaves his
body, to seal him in the cylinder thst
his spirit may be prevented from taking
{ts departure and at the same ifme en-
abled, by a serias of systematic disturb-
anees of the alr within the cylinder, to
commugicate with his friends through
the telegraphlc {nstrument.

As he (s dylng with consumption the
public will probably not have long to
walt for the test of his experiment. Il
this experiment successful, his
friends are pledged after three days 1o
unsesl the cylinder and allow the spirit
10 depart and then seal up and bury the
remains.

A Woman's Chance Recelpt of Tidings of
Mer Kin in Kamehatka.

More than half a century ago Willinm
Tolan sailed on a whaling ship bound
for tha northern seas. Tho ship was dis
abled and pnt into Kamchatka for ro
D

pairs. Mr. Tolman was a master me:
chanic, and so well pleased were the
inhabitants with his work of repairmg
the disabled ship that the authorities of
the place induced him to stay, v
years ufter he married o Russian girl,
Dy whom he had a daughter and two
sons. When the daughter was cléven
years old her father sent her to America
on a whaler in charge of the captain.
The ship put into the port of New Lon-
don, Conn., and the captain sent word
to the girl's relatives in western New
York, who came to New London by
team and took her to their home. After-
ward she, with relatived, came to Michi-
gan.

The girl grew to womanhood, married
an Episcopal clergyman named Dunn,
and settled down in Lawrence, Kan.
For fifty years Mrs. Dunn never heard a
word from her parents in faraway
Kamchatka, One day about a y
ago she chanced to speak to a Russiny
in the streets of Lawrence, and was sur-
prised when the subject of the czar said
he once knew William Tolman, her
father, and two brothers. Ho said that
Mr. Tolman was dead, but that the sons
were alive, but very poor. One of them,
he told her, was a frapper.

e Russian gave Mrs. Dunn their
address and she wrota to them, sending
them clothing aud many useful pres-
ents. In due time she got a letter from
one brother, the first forover fifty years.
Tho letter was passed around among
the relatives. Yesterday W.T. Hess,
of this city, got a letter, written in Rus-
sian, from one of the Tolman brothers
in Kamchatka. Not being a Russian
scholar he went out of his store to find
some one to translate it. He espled a
street fakir, and he asked him if he
could read the letter. The fakir looked
atit and replied, *“Yes, sir; it is Rus-
sian and from Kamchatka.” He trans-
Iated the letter for Mr. Hess,

learned of her relatives through & Rus-
sian on the street in Lawrence, Kan.,
and I had one of her brother's letters
translated by a Russian found on the
street in Grand Rapids. The William

Large Electric Locomotives.

The most powerful electric locomo-
tives yet are two of the London
Underground railway. Each locomo-
tive, accord:1g to a description of Mr,
Alexander Siemens, carries two motors.
and the use of all gearing is obviated by
winding the armatures of the motors on
the axles of the locomotive ‘wheels.
Tests of the four motors before they
were fitted to their places gave from
forty to fifty horsepower each for three
of them—the other being much more
powerful—and efliciencies of about 90 to
94 per cent,

‘Each locomotive fully equipped weighs
1334 tons, and its unloaded train weighs
twenty-one tons, a full load being ninety-
six passengers, The average power of
each locomotive requires a current of
not more than fifty amperes, although
in starting as much as 140 amperes must
be had.—Ohio State Journal.
