Wiiness sald there was evidenco that
the spinal cord baczme decreased, but
not to the extent of hardening. Loss of
memory, deluslons aud uoclesnllness
are symptoms of losanity. Witness did
1ot remember of resding that an Insane
pirson might go Into court and answer
quastfons Intelligentiy; Ssid that per-
sons suffering from paresls or par-
etiz’ dementa do not  transact
routine buslness with the elngleness
of purpose which characierizas the sane.
Witness stated that generally a physl-
clan could dstermine the stage of the
dlsease Fred {s sccused of having from
the eruption on the skin, but not al-
ways.
