T he records of his­
to ry  confirm th e  sta tem ent th a t the 
most d esperate characters are those who 
can  deliberately ta k e  th e  lilo of their 
opponent In religious though t and think 
th a t they are  doing the  will of God.

T h e  A psstle Paul tells us th a t before 
his conversion ho though t he ought to 
do m hny things contrary  to  the  teach­
ings of Josns and  therefore w ent about 
persecuting th e  Christians even unto 
death . He tells us again th a t  he did It 
Ignorantly  and th a t  we are  to  bless and 
curse  no t, love our enemies, etc.

I t  was th is sam e belief tb a t caused 
the  wholesale slaughter of the  so-called 
heretics during th e  tim e th e  church held 
sway over th e  nations, when th e  dig­
nitaries of th e  church could order these 
things and th ink  they were doing the 
will of God. Of course these are  things 
of th e  past, nevertheless man Is the 
same Impulsive c reature  and If there 
are  any w ith  the  same belief It Is only 
th e  vizor of th e  civil law and a  know l­
edge of the ir w eakness th a t stops them 
from doing the  same th ing  now.

T here  Is another class of Christian 
teachers who condemn and  u tterly  abhor 
th e  very Idea of tak ing  life, and  yet 
teach  tb a t God Is going to  do worse In 
some fu tu re  age, by gathering together 
all those th a t die unconverted and de­
stroying them , e ither by casting them 
alive Into a  prison of e ternal torm ent or 
by u tte rly  annihilation. E ither one 
horrible to  contem plate and certainly 
o u t of harmony with th e  charade/- of 
Qod and His revealed plan and working 
w hereby He Is able to  subdue all things 
to  Himself.

T his belief has tome vary m arked ef­
fects upon the  believer, th e  most promi­
n en t probably Is th a t  It blinds them  to 
the  tru th , for they  natura lly  suppose 
th a t  to  escape th is  destruction Is the 
s trongest motive for sinners to  seek s a l­
vation, and to  doubt the  tru thfu lness of 
It is like tak ing  th e  prop from under 
them . Therefore they will no t honest­
ly Investigate th e  subject, bu t condemn 
and dlsfellowshlp those th a t  th ink  other­
wise.

T here  1s ano ther class of teacher* th a t 
believe th a t "a ll th ings are  of God" and 
th a t all th ings when righ tly  understood 
are In harm ony with th e  declaration 
th a t  "God Is love;”  th a t  th e  Bible Is a 
revelation of his porposa and plan con 
cernlng the  whole race, and Is unfolded 
to  us In th e  fulfilm ent, so th a t ln  th e  agss 
to  come we will see the  riches 
grace. He will destroy his enemies Just 
the  same as he tells u t to  destroy our 
enemlei, th a t Is by love, and  every ene­
my won Is an enemy destroyed. So 
every enemy will be destroyed even to 
the  last enemy which Is death. For 
w hen all a re  made alive In Christ, then 
of course death  Is destroyed, swallowed 
up of life.

T h is belief has a  good effect upon the  
believer, Intensifying h li love to  God 
and man and giving him an encouraging 
hope to labor for the  good of all know­
ing th a t the ir labor Is no t In vain.

Louis In charge of an officer G allagher 
says the  drug was furnished him by Dis­
tr ic t M aster Workman Dempsey of the 
K nights of Labor.

D emp/ey is very Indignant and says: 
" I  desire to  deny the  foul charge Im­
plied In w hat Is term ed G allagher’s con­
fession. In  doing so, I  wish to  s ta te  I 
never a t any time, either directly  or In­
directly, gave or caused to  be g iven poi­
son to  any one to  bo used sgalnot non- 
unlonlats lo Homestead mill. In  my 
opinion life Is to  sweet to  be trlfiad wltu 
and I  would bo th e  la s t man In the 
world to  advise any such m eans to  a t­
tack  U.”

The sto ry  of tho selection of tho poi­
son alleged to have been used'In the  ex­
ecution of th e  Homestead plot was 
learned from an au thoritative  source. A 
prolonged discussion took place among 
the  consp irato r*as to  the  kind of poison 
to be uied, and It was finally decided 
consult a  druggist. T he consplralors 
said th a t they w anted to  disable 
pugilist. Asked If they w anted the 
drug to  a c t quickly or otherwise, they 
said they w anted something to ta k e  ef­
fect g radually , ao as no t to  arouse e 
plctoo.

T he conspirators were told th a t 
p reparation could b q  made th a t would 
gradually  undermine the  strecg-.h and If 
persisted In would knock o u t tho victim 
In th ree  or fbur days Tho formul: 
the  p reparation was obtained, and It is 
said the  Ingredients were found In the 
samples of coffie and soup which were 
analyzed by the  chemists of the  company 
a t  Braddock, Homestead and  DuQuesne.
