P aris, Dec. 10,—M. Obarlos A lme de 
Lesseps, M. Marius Ktlenno Fontaine 
and M. San-Leroy have been arrested 
by direction of tho minister of Justice, 
M. Bourgeolse, for the ir alleged connec­
tion with th e  Panam a canal scandal. 
M. H enri Louis Felix Cottu, for whose 
arrest an order was also Issued, has fled 
to V ienna. San-Leroy Is charged with 
having accepted a  bribe as a member of 
tho  cham ber of deputies.

The charges against th e  officers of the 
company, on which summons wore 
previously served and on which they 
have now been arrested are  th a t  they 
have Jointly made use of fraudulent 
Imaginary credit; th a t they have dlssl- 
patod capital In trusted to  them for a 
specific purpose and th a t they have 
swindled others ou t of p a rt or all of 
the ir moans of living on the tr  fortune..

These offenses ccrno within the  reach 
of soven articles of the  penal code, and 
if convicted the  accused can bo Imprlr- 
oned, fined and deprived of the ir civil' 
rights for 10 years.

T he arrests have caused great excite­
ment and tho Panam a scandal Is the 
only topic of conversation In political 
and social circles.

W hat the  outcome will be no one Is 
able to  predict, b u t It can be said th a t 
those who have the  bzst Interests of the 
republic a t  heart a re  deeply grieved a t 
th e  venalitv and solflshness displayed by 
men In high position, many of whom* 
were sworn to  preserve tho honor of 
France.

RepoAtedly It Is said, and repeatedly

kind Is the report t h a t General Alger Is 
going to  g et In bed with Luce.

In 188t Alger snatched the  nomina­
tion for governor from Lnco In a  way 
th a t mado the  Qllead granger red hot 
around the  neck. He did no t come out 
openly and oppose Alger. He supported 
him but It was the  same kind of support 
given Chandler when Chrlstlancy beat 
him for tenator, the  same kind of sup 
port he gave T u rner when W lnans beat 
him for governor. Bis personal organ, 
the Grange Visitor, sneered a t Alger all 
th rough his campaign and had a  great 
many ugly things to  say about “ the 
oar’l In politics." Alger barely saved 
himself with the  contemptible m ajority 
of about 3,000.

There  la no love lo tt between Algor 
and Luce, bu t If there  was there  Is hate 
between Alger and Stockbrldge' and as 
ha te  It stronger than  love, Alger lies 
down with Luce. G eneral Alger Isvaln- 
ly  pursuing the  phantom of revenge 
and I t will lead him and his party  Into 
bottomless quicksand, wherein they will 
sink forever out of sight. I t  Is perhapi 
the beat burial the  party  can have.

SEDUCTION AND REVENUE.
There Is no foundation for the  Demo­

cra tic  fea r.th a t to  reduce customs du­
ties would pu t the  party  “ In a  hole”  by 
decreasing the  revenue and bankrupt­
ing the  treasury. In  many Instances 
reduction of the  tariff would Increase 
the  revenue. T ake  refined sugar for In­
stance: The duty Is ha lf a  cen t per 
pound and th e  revenue amounts to  a  lit­
tle  more than  S100.000 per year, while 
th e  half cent duty enables the  sugar 
tru s t to  take  fifteen or sixteen millions 
ou t of th e  pockets of the  people. Re­
duce the  duty to  a  qua rte r  of a  cen t and 
a t least half the  am ount which now goes 
to  swell the  profits of the  tru s t will go 
Into the  national treasury. Imports 
will be vastly Increased and the  people 
will ge t their sugar a t  a lower rate. 
There  are  many other articles on which 
a  reduction of the  tariff would result 
the  same as on sugar.

The dread of au ex tra  session of con­
gress for the  purpose of fulfilling ante- 
eleetlon pledges Is due more to  Demo­
cra tic  cowardice, or fear of offending 
tru sts  and monopolies, than to common 
sente  o r any real political danger.

HABBISON AND I89B.
Tho striking fea ture  of H arrison’s last 

message It Its comments on the  tariff 
question. I t  Is made strik ing  because 
contrary  to  all precedent It makes th a t 
question first and leading of all others. 
In  this was the  president Imitating 
Cleveland’s message of 1887, th a t mado 
reform of tho tariff a  leading pa rty  Issue 
by devoting a  whole message exclusively 
to  Its presentation?

H arrison perhaps realized th a t Cleve­
land's tactics made him a candidate for 
the  presidency a  second and third time 
and a  very proud victor a t  the  last.
