who she said was In th e  empty house 
rick, they were g reatly  surprlied  and 
wont to  the houss to  make some Isvostl- 
g a 'I  ns.

Cylog on th s  f lio r with only an old 
q u ilt over him lay Freem an struck  with 
death. T he woman acted suspiciously 
and help was summoned, b u t Freeman 
breathed his last before assistance a r ­
rived.

The woman did r o t  a p p ra r  to  grieve 
over th e  death  of her busb ind , bu t took 
It very quietly.
