Giuxd Rapids, October, 1858.
In a recent trip through the southern part of 

this State, I  took a peep nt Toledo, and was sur 
prised to find it  a plnco of so much traffic and 
travel. A few years ago it  was thought by peo­
ple in this vicinity to be an out-of-the-way place, 
and of very little consequence among tho great 
works of creation—being principally noted on ac­
count of the famous “  Toledo war," that happen 
cd in the early history of our State; and beyond 
this niche in the temple of fame, it was consider­
ed of no more consequence than any other flat, 
fertile country, bordcriug the groat lakes. But 
this opinion is on erroneous one. I t is really 
one of the great commercial centres 
this western country; and although it has but 
just got started in its career of commercial enter 
prise, it is so well established that it cannot well 
be prevented from accomplishing a very good, if 
not indeed a very extensive commercial 
In early times, with Detroit on one side, and the 
Black Swamp on the other, and not being blessed 
with so good a harbor as some other points, it did 
not bid fair to make a  very extensive place. But 
railroads have done for it, what the lakes could 
not; and the Wabash canal has not been without 
its influence. I t is now as large or larger than 
Grand Rapids, and is tho concentrating point of 
some five or six railroads, besides being accessible 
to all lake craft, and haring water communica­
tion with the southern parts of Ohio and Indiana, 
by the Wabash canal. I t has but one railroad 
depot But here are concentrated the Michigan 
Southern railroad, and by means of the Adrian 
and Jackson, having connection with the Michi­
gan Central. The Detroit and Toledo railroad 
having its northern terminus in the depot of the

intended to ran straight for Sandusky cit)-, but 
connecting nt Maumee c itj with tho 17*11.111 n il, 
road ranning from Toledo to  FL Wajne, Indian*, 
and there connecting with road* extending into 
the southern part of Indiana and Illinois.

In point of conrenioncc it  is ahead of any 
place in the West, if not in the World. On th* 
north aide of the Maumee Riser, opposite the an­
cient town of Toledo, was a  considerable marsh, 
or bayou, with a low tongue of land running on* 
from the main land, near the centre of this bay­
ou. The railroad companies, a few years ago, 
purchased this bayou, and went to work to  im- 
prore it. They drove spiling along the bordera 
of this tongue of land, and then with dredge 
boats on the out-side, raised the mud and threw 
it  over the spiles, thus raising’the land in the cen­
tre, and deepening the water at tho sides, tfil they 
laid the foundation for extensive depot grounds, 
with water front on three sides, and comtnunioa- 
ting with the town by a  draw-bridge across the 

channel. In this way the depot is not over 
fifty rods from the heart of the city, and yet cn- 

rely detached. The passenger depot is in the 
nitre of this plat. I t is 400 feet long by about 
50 wide, with a partition running through its 

centre tho entire length. On each side of this 
partition are five tracks; all the northern and 

trains occupying one side, and all the 
southern and eastern the other. The trains all 
come in and go out at the north end of the depot,' 
and a most superb public house forms the south 
end. This is also the property of tho railroad
companies, and is called the “  Island IIouK.’t__
I t is kept at present by F. P. Angicr; and for ele­
gance, comfort or convenience, is not surpassed 
by any public house in the Great West. There is 
an extensive open space in front of the house, 
from which you get a good view of the town; and 
on each side, running back as far as the nortfc 
end of the depot, arc the wharves for receiving 
and delivering goods by water. On the west 
wharf is the freight depot, consisting of close 
buildings and covered dock, to  the extent of 
about one thousand feet in length, by about one 
hundred aud fifty in breadth.

One thing struck me as being a  very unusual, 
though au excellent arrangement. This was an 
Immigrant Depot I t  is a  brick building about 
one hundred by sixty feet, in the south end of the 
(•wight depot, the comer room of which is fitted
up with wooden benches and other convenience* 
for the accommodation of immigrants. There 
arc two stoves, with plenty of fuel for them to 
cook by, and all the other arrangements necessa­
ry to  their comfortable existence. All this has 
been accomplished within the last nine years.

Tbns, the space 
that is ordinarily occupied for two car scats, is 
readily changed into sleeping accommodations for 
four persons; the lower couch being large enough 

o, and the ones above accommodating on* 
each. They are cushioned and stuffed in such a 

to be very easy, and ore supplied with 
pillows and blankets so as to  be quite comfortable, 
md surrounded with curtains so to r os to  be
strictly private.

The old fashioned method of arranging steam­
boats with berths, was not more convenient, ex­
cept in point of room, than are these modem 
sleeping cars.

The Great Western road in-Canada, has a kind 
of sleeping car; hut it consists only of very high 
backed easy chairs, so arranged as to lean back * 
considerable, and thus be much more comfortable 
than the old fashioned car. But the Yankee 
sleeping car goes ahcafi of everything else, except 
home aud its comforts.
