| Great Speech of Senator Douglas.|

The last- of the scries of joint debates be-

tween Senator Dovgras and Hon. Apramas
Lixcowy, took place at Alton, IIL, on Friday, |
Oct. 15th. ' From' five o ten thousand people |
were in attendance, the majority of whom
were Democrats. A large delegntion came up
from St. Louis on the steamer  White Clowd,
and quite a number of Missourians were pros-
ent from the adjoining comities, on the opposite
side of the Mississippi river, whilst not a few
Kentuckians had found Uieir way up to Alton
to hear the debate.
