A D R  ED SCOTT CASE IN MICHIGAN.
Tl»c Stataa o f  Ncffroca.

Senator S tu a r t, and Messrs Churcii and 
Chipmak, in their speeches, on Saturday, refer­
red to the case of Day and Owen, recently de­
cided in  tlio Supreme Court of Michigan, Judge 
M artin , of this city, being Chief Justice.

I t is a most important decision, and we avail 
ourselves o f a synopsis given in  the F r u  P rut, 
to  show w hat was the  issue, how presented 
and how decided.

“  The su it was brought by Day, a negro, 
against Owen, the  owner of a  steamboat, for 
refusing to carry him as a  cabin passenger on 
h is boat from Detroit to  Toledo. The defend­
an t did not deny thc  refusal, bu t justified it  on 
1 That l y  the regulation and established course 
1 o f  buoincss o f  the said boat, colored persons
* were notreceiced as cabin passengers, and tcere 
4 not aUoxsed to use the cabin as such passengers.
* The said regulation teas averred to be rea- 
1 so noble.'

“  The reply of D ay’s counsel lo this notice 
was a  demurrer, which is, in effbet, th is : We 
admit such rules and regulation as stated, but 
they do not constitute any reason in  laio for 
refusing to carry Day as a  cabin passenger. 
The question before the  court was, then, a 
simple question )f law, o f whether the rules 
and regulations of the boat constituted in law 
a  sufficient defence to  thc action. I f  the de­
murrer was sustained, then thc court would 
say, your defence, if  proved as you state it, is 
not sufficient to defeat thc su it o f  the plaintiff; 
if  the demurrer was overruled, then the  court 
would decide tha t if  the facts alleged arc true, 
then thc plaintiff has no  cause of action. Now, 
w hat did thc court decide in the case t  Thc 
Circuit Court overruled the demurrer, and a 
w rit o f  error took thc  case to  the Supreme 
Court, and thc  Supreme Court unanimously 
sustained the decision o f  thc Circuit Court over­
ru ling  thc demurrer. Both courts said the facts 
stated in  the notice were a good and sufficient 
defence to thc p la in t iff 's  action. Thc Supreme 
Court said ‘ That the second defence {which 
was, that by the regulation and established 
course o f  business o f  the boat colored persons 
were not received as cabin passengers, and were 
not allowed to use the cabin as such passengers, 
and that such regulation teas reasonable) stated 
4 in  the notice is, tee think, a  sufficient answer lo
* the second count o f  the declaration. We also 
4 think  i t  good as to the f ir s t count, which does 
4 not in  terms make mention o f  the carrying o f 
4 passengers on deck. Thc other question raised 
4 on the argument it is not necessary to  decide, 
4 as the one we have been considering disposes 
4 of the whole case. Thc judgment below 
(which was against Day’s  right to  be carried 
in the cabin) must bo affirmed with costs.’

“  Now, w hat can be plainer or more specific 
and dear than th e  judgment of our Supreme 
Court? D ay claimed to  be carried in  thc cab­
in ; Owen refused, because he was a  colored 
person; and the court sustained Owen in  this 
refusal.
