N elson L ee 's  A ccount o f  W lin t lie  S*\v 
A m ong th e  C am anches.

The Albany K.iicktrbvcktr notices the return 
to  that city of Nelson I,eo, who was taken pris­
oner by the Camnnche Indians in  1S5G, near 
Eagle Pass, while on his way from Texas to 
California. He furnishes the following:

Lee’s  life was spared, because the Indians 
could not manage a  repeating watch which he 
carried. The watch saved his l.f •. In tho^'a- 
manchc caiiip Mr. Lee found twenty-ei‘'b t  cap­
tured white women, and s-me thirty or forty 
children. A day or two after he arrived in 
camp, they massacred an English woman of 
the name of Anna Haskio, in a most cruel 
manner. They lied her n iked to a  tree, and, 
in  the presence of her two daughters, Harriet 
and Margaret Uaskin, indicted the most revolt­
ing cruelties upon her. Before Mrs. ll  tskin 
was finally despatched, she was tortured for 
nearly half a  day, du .in" which time the Indi­
ans liecamo ex-’iled with liquor nnd danced 
about her like so many demons. They took 
sharp pieces of flint and cut her flesh 
possible directions. .Mrs. II. and her daugh­
ters were captured while on their way to the 
Mormon settlement a t Salt Lake. The daugh­
ters still remain with the Ind ans. Their ages 
arc 17 and 19. Lee made his escap. in ll 
following m anner: l ie  was accompanying t ’1 
chief of the Camanches to  a  lodgj some mil 
distant. During the tramp they in t a par 
of Ind'ans who gave the  chief a  skin filled 
w ith liquor. The chief drank o f the spirits 
and became excited. Arriving a t a creek lu 
dismounted and stooped down to get a  drink. 
A t this moment Lee seized his tomahawk, split 
his head open and kilhd  him instantly. He 
then took the chief’s  rifle, mounted the chief’: 
horse, and pu t for Mexico. When he reached 
there ne was completely naked, while his feet 
and legs were so swollen from being cut by  the 
cactus plant that he could only ride some eight 
miles a  day. The last hundred miles ho went 
on foot, h is horse having died from exhaustion. 
Tho Mexicans treated him very kindly, giving 
him money and cloth:ng to reach home. The 
clothes he now wears in Albany are those giv­
en him by the Mexicans.

She Slid in her old age tha t she c* 
over in one of the fl-'St ships tha t arrived 
Charlestown ; that in a  day or t\Y\M\fier her

a number o f the young people, including he: 
aelf, took the ship’s  boat U> cross over to  Bo: 
ton ; tha t as the boat drew up to.vards Ih*? shore, 
she—living then a  romping girl—dc lared she 
would be the first to land, nnd accoidingly. be­
fore any one. jum ped from tho Ik>w o f the boat 
on to  the be .ch. nnd was m oreovr. according 
to  her own statement, and the belief of Mr. P. 
tho first European female that stepped her foot 
on Boston ground. She described Boston, at 
tha t time, as very uneven, abounding in small 
hollows and swamps, and covered with blue­
berry and other bushes. A portrait of Mrs 
Pollard, taken a t the age of 103 years, is a t the 
Massachusetts Historical Society’s  Rooms.
