O U R  C H U R C H .
b o w  o u u  c B i i B c n  m u s i c  g o d s  i

G ov. ITIedary'a D epartu re .
Gov. Modary left this city for Kansas yes­

terday. A largo number of his friends on 
horseback and in  buggies escorted hun to  town 
nnd to  tho depot. IIo took formal leave o f his 
fellow-citizens a t tho Amirican  Hotel, where 
ho made a  felicitous address. He was then ac­
companied to  the  depot, and proceeded on his 
western route. [Statesman.

W h a t  th e  m in is te r  la  A olng .
He is turning over tho leaves of h is sermon 

he is thinking, Perhaps it  is too long—he must 
curtail hero and he m ust curtail there j he has 
a bright additional thought somewhere : ho is 
hastily interlining i t  with his pencil: tho ser­
mon is no t quito finished; the peroration (in 
student parlance tho m apper) is no t ye t put 
o n ; ho is now appending it.

But, perhaps tho sermon is quite ready nnd 
is entirely off his m ind; the  book containing 
tho hymn is in  hia hand ; is ha folio' 
hymn, or is he thinking tha t Mrs. So- 
This-and-that a re  no t a t  church to-day ? He 
is looking vacantly nnd dreamily about tho con­
gregation : w hat is  ho thinking o ff  Perhaps, 
th a t the  church is very thin to-day; perhaps, 
tha t a  child is to  be baptised; have tho bap­
tismal party arrived in church t—perhaps, that 
certain notices are to  be given; ho m ust not 
forget any o f  them : perhaps, tha t a  church or 
vestry meeting has been forgotten; ho must 
wink to  somebody and have tha t se ttled: he 
ju s t observes, tha t a blind must bo closed, o r  a 
window opened: he m ust stand a  book in a 
certain position on the  pulpit, as asignal to  the 
sexton.

But, perchance the minister has a  clear con­
viction, th a t the  hymn ju s t given is an act of 
solemn w orship; tha t it  is devoutly and per- 
tonally to be engaged in, ju s t like a  p raye r; he 
tries to  do th is ; the book is before him and 
his eyes are earnestly bent on i t ;  glancing 
thrtugh the  verse, in a  brief moment ho has 
mastered the sentiment: he finds it  difficult 
for his thoughts to dwell so long on the words 
as the  to la s  of the choir d o : wished he could 
sing, to  secure his a ttention: wished the choir 
would let him s in g ; would lot all the congra- 
gation sing : bu t Sir. Play-thc-organ might re­
bel: Sir. Lcad-thc-choir might resign his situ­
ation ; the whole choir might leave the singing 
scats. But now comes an interlude, and the 
mind is here formally released from its atten­
tion ; all look up  and look around; so does the 
m inister; perhaps he think?, W hat a  long in­
terlude !—what is the use o f interludes ?—what 
connection have they with an act o f  w orship ?
—w hy should they interrupt, and break in 
upon, the sense o f the verse ?—what arc those 
of us who arc engaging in this act of devotion 
supposed to  bo doing in  the presence of God, 
whom wo have invoked and are addressing, 
while the  interlude is going on ?—The second 
verse commences, and again the  good minister 
takes up  tho broken thread of h is devotion; 
ho glances through the  verse, and again his 
thoughts are entirely astray.

“  But arc  such things true o f all ministers," 
says some one: “  Are there none tha t make 
tho hymn an act of solemn and personal devo­
tion t"  How few!—but some there 01*0. And, 
os regards some of the first things stated, it 
m ust in  justice bo said, that such practices, 
during the  singing of tho hymns, are neither 
possible nor usual in tho service o f the  Epis­
copal Church, where tho clergyman, during the 
singingof tho first hymn, stands openly a t the 
alter in  view o f the congragation, and in  the 
second is. absent until the  closing verse. . Such 
things arc seen generally, only where tho min­
ister is screened, more or less, from the  congra­
gation in tho pulpit, and yields, unreflectingly, 
to the opportunity thus afforded him. But, if 
clergymen often are not doing, and perhaps 
thinking, some such things as ore hero enum­
erated, then I  have vainly spent no little ob­
servation and reflection whilo church music is 
going on, whon—I ought to  have been attend­
ing to  something better.

W k a t  th e  C ong regation  a re  D o ing .
They arc s tanding or they are sitting: some 

are standing, and some aro s itting : some are to me—what 
facing quito around and looking up to  the 
choir; some arc facing half around and look­
ing a t whomever they may se e : some have 
books and some have none : some aro looking 
a t  their hooks and some n o t  Mrs. Broad-aislc 
is  absent-minded: she is perhaps thinking, 
th a t tho cherry-colored ribbon all over the 
church this season is  being quite ru n  in  the 
ground; she is glad she trimmed her bonnet 
with pu rp le : also of the dinner at homo: Is 
every thing going on 'r igh t ? will tha t stupid 
Betty make no mistake ?—Miss Matilda Broad- 
aislc is ju s t ottending very much to  m usic; 
she therefore listens to  tho  choir: How loud 
Miss First-treble is singing I—what new-fang­
led tuno is tha t I—they'll certainly break 
down in that duct—w hat a  screaming they 
do make o f  i l l—why can 't they sing some 
of the pretty Italian tunes m y teacher gives 
me? Young Mr. Broadoislo is adjusting his 
collar, attending to  the parting o f  h is hair be­
hind, nnd distributing glances among the young 
ladies of the neighborhood, generally. Mr.
Brondaislc is attending partly to  little Bobby 
Brondaislo, who is scratching the  pew with a 
pin, kicking over the  footstools and dropping 
tho hymn-books, and partly to h is own 
thoughts j  which are running, perhaps, on the 
money market, the fall of stocks, that lost

some variation: whilo the  family of Gallciy- 
Pew Ore looking down, generally, upon the 
Broadaislcs and Sideaislcs.

L et me be ju st. Here and there is a quiet, 
retiring figure, apparently absorbed in  the act 
o f devotion, and lowly and sweetly singing to 
her God H is praise: a  true worshipper 1 Somo 
such worshippers in  every congragation un­
doubtedly there arc.

. W h a t  th e  C h o ir  u re  D o ing .
Tnojr are performing tho act of devotion: 

tho musie is  now perhaps; in  any case requires 
their close atten tion : they are  glancing hur­
riedly a t the words on tho one hand, and then 
looking out, oh tho other, for those musical 
breakers before them, sharps and flats. A 
scowl from Mr. Lcad-thc-choir tells Susan 
First-treble tha t her voice is flat or she is 
singing out o f  tunc : Miss Susan whips up her 
tone and h e r. time, aiid then makes a sudden 
scramble for the words. Mr. Bass-voice secs 
a flat head, that he is very much troubled in 
mind a bou t: thinks he will ignore and skip it 
altogether; bo can h it  tho next tone. Mr. 
Tcnof-singer secs that he is coming to  a  pas­
sage th a t lies ju s t in  his voice, particularly 
tliut highest F, upon which he is preparing to 
lay himself out, and cause to  prevail, for once, 
above the other voices. Mr. Grumble in the 
base; wished tha t Play-tho-organ would not 
drown the music s o : he canndt hear his own 
voice, much less so. can other people. Miss 
Alto-singer is regarding with trepidation a  
duct in the prospect, which she has to  sing 
alone with Susan First-treble. Mr. Play-the- 
organ is absorbed in  a multiplicity of respon­
sibilities—tho music before him— the words 
by  tho side of {ho musib—one hand on the 
swell organ, another hand on the choir organ 
—one foot on 'the  pedals, another foot on the 
swell—one eye on one row of stops, another 
eye (quasi) on another row of stops: whilo 
the rest o f  his mind, still left unengaged; is oc­
cupied with the sound o f  the organ, the tones 
o f the  voices, and with tho conception o f a  
coming interlude.

W ho, then, is worshipping God in such an 
assembly ? Is  it  an ideal assembly ? Let any 
one think the  subject over, and refer to' his 
present recollections of these th ings: in  some, 
if not all o f  these statements, he will h'aVe to 
agree with m e : perhaps his future observa­
tions may cause him to agree with mo in all.

"  W ho is worshipping God in such an as­
sembly?" Am /  doing so'? No—because I  
am observing whether others a re : my moiive, 
ju st now, may perhaps bo good: b u t still—I 
am n o t Worshipping. Is  the minister doing 
so ? How can he be, if  he be occupied Os 
described ?—how can he be, although, book in 
hand, his thoughts are wandering, or revert to' 
the words of the hym n, perhaps for a  line, 
perhaps for a  line aiid a  half, and then—are all 
astray again ? Are the congregation worship­
ping God ? I f  the mechanical part o f  musical 
performance be such as to  engage all the men­
tal faculties: jf  musical flats, and shoals and 
quicksands of all kinds, lie immenent in  the 
music—in a  word, if  the  music be not so fomi- 
lar, th a t the  mind con dwell on the thought of 
the hymn, and utter tliat thought upward to 
God—how can the choir be worshipping fe­
llow can the lender or organist ?

Now, i f  such .be the result of our present 
system of church musjc, then, cither tho whole 
system is wrong,' of cjse my own mind is en­
tirely a t  faurt as to  thb meaning o f  the term  
worship—as applied,' no t in  n vague, general, 
whole-congregntion and._ nobody-iu-particular 
sense, bu t to  tho indlcidUal— H it individual 
soul, appearing before its Maker, in  an act of 
intelligent, consecutive w orship: an act which 
has a  beginning, a  continuation, an e n d ;'ju s t 
like any other a c t ; ju s t like a  prayer. I f  
music can be beautifully wedded to Worship, 
if  a  mutie-prnyrr be possible, IqtuS know i t : 
if  it be not possible, let us know ft.

The precise nature of worship, is—it seems
me— what ought first to  be determined; 

this underlies the whole subject of church
Old H undrid.

Stale E zzn  a n d  In d if fe re n t I ’o r lry .
Young magazine and newspapef poets and po­
etesses—nearly all of them—are commended 
to a  thoughtful perusal o f  the following truths, 
which wo take from a  critical article in  the  
Boston Courier. The criticism refers to  a  more 
pretentious, and really more meritorious little 
volume than most of the  so-called poetry o f the 
day ;and yet tho Courier is  compelled to  speak 
to  the author as follows:

“An amiable and highly culti vated person—  
right-minded, true-hearted, and warm-hearted, 
a pleasant man to talk with,' Wc doubt not— 
with good tastes nnd pure tastes, and with an 
ample measure ofliterary faculty to  earn hon­
orable ilistinction in his appointed sphere; bu t 
he is not a poet, nnd tho writing of poetry is 
not his mission. A nd in  saying this, wo freely 
admit that ho is a  man of poetical feelings and 
poetical impressibility.
