T h e  R e je c tio n  o f  S ena to r D ouglas.

The N. Y. Journal o f  Commerce has the 
following very proper observations upon this 
subject:

And noth­
ing seems to  bc better established than that 
thc small farmers and the country people gene­
rally, who form the  great masses, are very 
much like tliat class of people all the world 
through; and they are equal to the average in 
point of morality, marrying and giving in mar­
riage, like the rest of the world.

Population does not increase quite as fast 
in France as in England, nor in  England, of 
course, os in  the United States. But Franco

rate statistics, exhibiting the ctfects of every 
ditfercnt mode of life upon thc national pros­
perity. In  this respect it  is far before every 
other country on the globe.

Out of thirty-six millions of inhabitants in 
France, fifteen and a half millions are married, 
or in a state of widowhood. This, certainly, 
docs not look as if  marriage was there becom­
ing an obsolete institution. E ight and a half 
millions are bachelors or spinsters, leaving but 
twelve millions for children—so, at least, the 
figures show. Thus, the proportion of the 
married would seem much larger than might 
have been expected, bu t the number of their 
children singularly small.

The recent courageous and even dcspcrat 
act of CapL Brooks, Keeper of tho Faulkner'
Island Light, in rescuing tho captain, his wife 
and crew, from a  wreck in Long Island Sound, 
deserves more than passing notice. I t  will hi 
remembered that Faulkner's Island itself i- 
more than two miles from land, and that its 
only inhahitanta are tho keeper of the light­
house and his family, Capt. Oliver N. Brooks.
The wreck l.iy upon Goose Island, some twe 
miles from this ; b u t Uapt. Brooks could sec. 
with his glass, tlie persons in thc rigging, and 
the sea lashed into unusual fury, making a 
breach high over its docks, and threatning i re 
slant destruction. I t  was to  sad a sight for thi 
brave man to endure; and provided as he wai 
by .Government with nothing bu t a  small sail- 
boat, to  go between the Island and the main 
land, he would have bceu justified in  leaving 
them to a  fate horrible to think of. His wift 
was on the shore and he was alone with his 
family of little children ; bu t telling them of the 
peril he was about to  assume—a fearful peril, 
from which he might never return—he kissed 
them, and calling upon God to protect them 
and bless his endeavor, ho jumped into his 
frail skilf, and steered boldly into the storm and 
billows.

Those o r b  mrd saw tho attem pt, and even 
in their agony wondered a t his boldness, pre­
dicted its failure, {and greived a t what they 
considered an unnecessary sacrifice. But still 
thc bravo man, relying upon Providence, kept 
up  his heart and hopes, and although every 
wave threatened him with destruction, he 
reached a t last the wreck, and hailed tho des­
ponding crew with words of cheer.

B ut it  was only by constant bailing and tre­
mendous efforts that thc boat was kept above 
water, and a t last reached thc island, with its 
inmates exhausted, and nci r'.y dead w 11 hut - 
ger and exposure. On thc shore, waiting for 
their father, were the little children of Capt.
Brooks, wiiq, with tears and screams of joy, 
saw the boat tossed violently upon the land 
by tho angry waves, with its overtasked load 
of rescued mariners, who were immediately 
transferred to tho lighthouse residence, and 
made welcome and comfortable.

A gentleman familiar with the circumstances, 
and also with the dangers of the sea, assures 
us tliat it  was tho most daring feat he ever 
read of, tha t tho boat was entirely unfit for 
such service, and tha t nothing but unrivaled 
coolness, great skill as a  boatman, and the 
luind of Providence over oil, made tho effort 
successful.

marryingthc unmarried female. For those 
under twenty, however, 
tality arc rai her greater than of those who 
wait till above that time, when thc  physical 
system is well matured. Even up to twenty- 
five. nine married women die to eight un­
married.

At oil ages widows arc more mortal than 
wives, and widowers than husbands. Grief 
has, of course, much to do with this. T h t 
absence of tliat mutual care which eat h exer­
cises for thc comfort of thc othbr is likewise 
concerned. So that, g n a t us are thc cares of 
married life, great as are often the expenses 
and privations, these arc  all noihing to  the 
evils of having no one but self to  live for. In 
fact, to  live Without a pm pose and without an 
aim, beyond the mere personal good, seems 
tho most fatal of all things to the human life. 
W ithout some dbject beyond themselves, men 
and women soon die. The married life calls 
into exercise faitn and hope mere than single 
life. There is enterprise, and risk, and rcR-

“ His prominent movement was the veriest 
wriggle; bis intonation anything but happy; the

ces, for tho most part, a monotone."
Xow that Is a just and merited criticism of the 

manner and elocution of one of tho most distin­
guished scholars and historians in the lund. Ev­
ery one who hoard Pr. Lor.t», last evening, will 
testify to tho correctnesd of tho “ wriggle." We 
refer to tho subject, because a lecture, learned 
and eloquent, was recently delivered upon the 
importance of knowing how to write and of know­
ing how to spenk. Eloquence was the subject of 
the lecture of Hon. T. B. Cuurcil The speaker 
claimed that it was the duty of every one who 
addressed the public, to  be eloquent in manner as 
well as in matter. Tho eloquence of thought 
was not enough. Bad and incorrect elocution 
was as reprehensible and inexcpsabln as bad and 
incorrect orthography. I f  this be true Dr. Lord 
should attend a course of instruction and should 
learn how to speak. What excuse is there for 
tliis laughable and ridiculous “ wriggle"? Has 
any man, however learned or brilliant his thought, 
the right to go before un intelligent audience, and 
cut such a figure ? “ His delivery is poor," says 
everybody, though his lecture is magnificent. 
What right is his delivery to bo poor? What

yet not know how to spenk, or how to read ? It 
will not do to say that this talent cannot be ac­
quired. Some speak better than others, it is 
true; but every one can speak better than Dr. 
Lord. Wc have sometimes thought there was a 
secret egotism in this. I t is to say—“ Behold the 
contrast between my manner and my matter— 
the brilliancy of one is well set out by the awk­
wardness of the other." This contempt of the 
art of eloquence is not becoming in the teachers 
and scholars of the land. They not only preach 
by thought but by manner. ’ They are the exam­
ple to our young men, aud an idiosyncrasy in elo­
cution is no more excusable than weakness of 
thought, or a total lack of knowledge of even 
grammatical rule. In  the meantime, let every 
one attend the lecture this evening and behold 
the phenomenon. Brains will rule an hour.

. . . .  The Xegro RonEars and the Grand J ury. 
—The Grand Jury is ah institution of the coun­
try. Of course it is an institution. Tho Grand 
Jury of Kent county is a peculiar institution and 
last week it  exorcised the prerogative of doing 
some foolish things. Hereafter, the Constitution 
of the State to the contrary notwithstanding, 
every negro who chooses to commit perjury can 
do so with impunity, providing every Grand Jur\ 
shall be constituted as was the last one. I t was 
well known that “  Xegro Roberts”—noloriosly a 
negro, whose hair grows in at both ends—voted, 
and swore his vote in, at tho late election. Here 
was a dear case of illegal voting, and it was ex­
pected that the Grand Jury would find a bill ol 
indictment against Roberts. The Grand Jurv 
did find a Truk Bill against him—but, after­
wards, reconsidered their action, and returned 
“ Xo Bill" to the CourLA— inspection ol 
tho indictment which was found aud which was 
not found, against Roberts, on file in tho Circuit 
Court, this fact will be made apparent. Win 
this reconsideration ? What new light or new 
evidence was brought to bear upon tho case to 
produce such an alteration pf opinion ? Wi 
have heard much of the necessity of a “ Registry 
Law,” and other schemes, to  protect the ballot 
box. The best method to protect the ballot box 
is to punish those who violate it. Let every man, 
black or white, Republican or Democrat, native 
or foreign born, who votes illegally,—let him, we 
say,—be punished according to law, and there 
will be much less of illegal voting. Here was a 
plain and notorious case of illegal voting, and tin 
Grand Jury should explain the reason of their 
failure to  stick to  their first finding of a “ True 
Bill" We apprehend that it  is no reason for 
w hitc-woshing “ Xegro Roberts” that ho voted a 
Republican ticket. His crime would have been 
the same had he voted the Democratic ticket. 
Had a white man committed the smne gross of­
fence against the laws, would he have been per­
mitted to escape ? Is this discrimination in favor 
of “  Negro Roberts,” because he has a black skin, 
just and equal ? Is not this a straining of the 
doctrine of negro cqaality ? Wo arc glad to learn 
that the Prosecuting Attorney was earnest in his 
endeavors to procure an indictment

. . . .  We notice that Col. Badcock is a candi­
date for legislative honors, and will most likely 
be. the Sergeant-at-Arms, for tho House of Rep­
resentatives of the coming Legislature. Inde­
pendent of his politics, the Col. possesses all the 
necessary qualifications for that position, and is 
familiar with its duties. He was an officer of the 
Xational House of Representatives when Banks 
was Speaker, and was the caucus nominee of 
the Republicans for the office of Sergeant-at-Arms 
for the present Congress, receiving 80 votes, or 
the unanimous vote of his party. The Col. is a 
gentleman o f the old school, and his connection 
with the Legislature of the State, in any capacity, 
will not detract from its dignity or character.
