Tho Senator from Missis­
sippi puts a  question to  me as to w hat number 
of people there must be in a ten  itory before 
this right to govern themselves accrues.— 
W ithout determining the precise number, I 
will assume that the right ought to accrue to 
the people a t the moment they have enough to 
constitute a  government; and, sir, tha bill as­
sumes that there are  people enough there to 
require a government, and enough to authorize 
tho people lo govern themselves. I f ,  sir, there 
are enough to require a  government, and to 
authorize you to  allow them to govern them­
selves, there are enough to govern themselves 
upon the subject of negroes as well as concern­
ing other .species of property and other des­
criptions of institutions. Your bill concedes 
that govfcrnineut necessary. Your, bill con­
cedes that a  representative government is nec­
essary—a government founded upon principles 
of popular sovereignty, and tho right of the 
people to enact their own laws; and for this 
reason you give them a  legislature constituted 
of two branches, like the legislature of the dif­
ferent States and Territories of the Union; you 
confer upon them the right to legislate upon all 
rightful subjects of legislation, except negroes. 
W hy except negroes? W hy except African 
slavery V If the inhabitants are  competent to 
govern themselves upon all other subject, 
and in  reference to  all other descriptions of 
property; if they are competent to regulate 
the laws in reference to  master and servant, 
and parent and child, and commercial laws af­
fecting the right ami property of citizens; they 
arc competent also to cnaet laws to govern 
themselves in regard to slavery and negroes. 
Why, when you concede the fact that they are 
entitled to  any government at all, you concede 
the points tha t arc contended for here. *

“  W lut, then, m ust bo the elfect of the adop­
tion of the provision ottered by the Senator 
from Mississippi? It woul-l b« the insertion 
of a  provision tha t m ust infallibly defeat the 
bill, deprive the people of the territories of 
government, leave them in a state of anarchy, 
and keep up excitement and agitation in this 
country, j  do not say, nor would I  intimate, 
that such is the object of the Scnn'or from 
Mississippi.

Each and every 
vote I have given contrary to tha t principle is 
the vote o f those who sent me here, and not
my own- I havefaithfully obeyed tny instruc­
tions, in letter and in  spirit, to the fullest ex­
tent. They were confined t“  the prohibition
of slavery in the territories, while they remain 
territories, and leaving the people to do as they 
please when they shall be admitted into the 
Union os States. The vote winch I am about 
to give is entirely consistent with those in­
structions. I repeat that, according to my 
view of this subject, all these vexed questions

"you have no right in Asia.’ .Very well,’ I re 
plied, ‘and we don 't mean tliat Great Britan 
shall ever cs oblish any right in  Central 
America.’”

In concluding 
these remarks, Mr. Douajaa disclaimed bein. 
a  filibuster ; but defined ais position instron 
terms, as being in favor of the acquisition of 
territory by the United States in whati-ver di­
rection its'progress and increasing population 
might require. When the  country ceases to 
grow, it must begin to  decline ; hence, the ac 
quis.liori o fa  new territory will bc necessary 
and must take place all in its proper time. He 
believed that under the poliry of the  Demo­
cratic party, this country would become tin 
greatest that ever existed on the faco of tin 
earth ; great in its planting and its manufuc 
tories, equally great in its commerce and its 
agriculture.

Mr. Douglas tluinked the audience for tbeir 
attention, lie  said he had endeavotcd to speak 
to  them os be bad spoken to  mixed crowds ‘ 
home, but with this difference, that he could 
not speak as pointedly of tho ab-litionists, her. 
at the -South, as when hc spoks to  them ot 
their own ground.

A rousing huzza honored him a t the close 
of his speech, the music struck up, ‘the 
non banged and. tho fireworks whizzed and 
the multitudes, pouring from the hall, filled 
the whole central part of the town, and talked 
of Douglas and his speech for hours aftet 
wards, YVc never witnessed m ore universal 
curiosoty and anxiety to  hear a speaker, 
never saw a  crowd pu t up with greater dis­
comfort to hear any yuan.

Of course wo mustgive up 
the idea tha t tho Ledger is a  wishy-washy con­
cern, and i t  m ust bo received into fbll commu­
nion, as among tho first of the  literary papers 
of tho world. These Mt. Vernon Papers will 
be read by every ono, and especially now that 
a  concerted effort is being made to secure tho 
purchase money for tho home of Washington, 
they will be  road tho moro eagerly for tho in­
formation which they impart upon th is most 
interesting subject. Mr. E v e u l tt  says that 
Mt. Vernon, though private property, is taken 
possession of, occupied and overrun by  tho 
public. Ho mentions tha t the  fhmily o f Mr.

gave some facts in reference to  the amount of 
business transacted in  this city, which have a 
tondoncy to draw public attention no t only to 
tho city, bu t to  tho whole Grand River Valleyi
