The Eaglt m»'le an altcmpt In anatror n lu i  

wo had to  say about a Registry Jxiw. We 
Wad this answer carefully, bu t failed to  disco­
ver a  single point requiring from us a  word in 
reply.

Here in Grand Rapids, where there has been 
a  Registry Law in full force and effect, for nine’ 
years, it  is difficult to make any one believe 
such a Law of any use. Ask any one here the 
utility of such a Low and the answer is, “  to  dis­
franchise honest voters." For nine years thii 
lias been its only effect in  this city. ■

There arc two considerations which arc con 
elusive, irrefutable, and we challenge contra 
diction to  either.

The first is this— That during nine years, 
the effect » /  the RegUtry'La\e hae leen to die- 
franehU efrom  10 to 80 honeet voters at every 
eity election !  This fact is notorious—every 
man knows and will aUest tho truth of thh 
statem ent But a few years ago seme 40 of 
the oldest residents were disfrachiscd 
ward, at one election. They supposed their 
names were registered, bu t were mistaken. At 
tho last Spring election, a  large number of 
voters were disfranchised in tho same mnrim 
In  tho 4th ward a number of Germans were 
disfranchised by the treachery and deceitful- 
ness of a  Republican canvasser.

The honest man does not think of tho Law— 
the rogue, tho man who intends to vote when 
he has no right to, will be sure to  have hi.- 
name registered.

The second consideration is this—that tho- 
tho Registry Law has kept a good many honest 
men from voting, it  has never prevented th 
dishonest man from voting; i t  has never led  to 
the detection of an illegal voter. We challenge 
proof. W hen did the Registry Law in fore, 
in this city, deter an illegal voter ? when did il 
detect one ? where and how has i t  kep t on 
single illegal vote from the ballot-box ? Will 
some one answer these questions? O ur expe­
rience in  this city is worth something—and 
that experience shows the Registry Law to bi 
a  preposterous humbug.
