T he butchery o f a  family, almost as delibe­
rate and hornbie in its details as the late Qouidy 
tragedy, was attempted yesterday morning at 
aViousc in the rear of No. 154 Sullivan street. 
Felix Sanchez, a  young Spaniard only twenty 
years of age, was the  criminal, and the victims 
of bis infuriated attack were his fathor-in 
his wife and his wife’s  mother. A sword 
was tho murderous instrument. Tho futlicr- 
in-law was killed outright, bu t fortunately the 
others escaped with slight iryuries. The fol­
lowing are the particulars of the tragedy:

Felix Sanchez is a  short, dark-haired, dark­
eyed, swarthy and good looking young Span, 
iord. Ho arrived in th is  city two years ago! 
bringing w ith him vicious inclinations and a 
malignant and revengeful spirit. He tried va­
rious employments, and was lost engaged as a 
waiter in a  hotel up town. Eleven weeks ago 
he encountered a  sprightly colored girl named 
Mary Jane Carnon, and, after an acquaintance 
of only a  month, married her. Herman Car­
non, the father of his wife, was a  respectable 
and industrious man. JHis friends advised him 
against allowing his daughter to  m any  young 
Sanchez, bu t Mr. Carnon thought the latter 
would make a  good husband, and disregarded 
the warning of h is  lYiends. The young Span­
iard took up  his abode with his lather in-law. 
His wife’s  mother and his wife's s ister compri­
sed the rest o f the family. Sanchez, shortly 
after his marriage, became jealous of his wife. 
I n less than a  month after his wedding he 
charged her with infidelity and threatened her 
life.

On W ednesday evening Sanchez was seized 
with a  more violent fit of jealousy than usual. 
He named a person with whom he charged his 
wife with having liad criminal connection. He 
challenged her to disprove the falsity of the 
charge, seized her by the  hair, and attempted 
to dr*|- her out of the room, when his mother- 
in-lawlntcrfcred and prevented further violence 
At length Sanchez and his wife went to bed 
Mrs. Carnon, who lakes in  washing, remained 
up  ironing in  the basement—Mr. Carnon and 
the unmarried daughter keeping her company 
About 2  o'clock in  the morning the parties in 
tko basement heard a  violent scuffling above 
them—the room occupied by Sanchez and his 
wife being on tho first Hoor, directly over the 
basement. Tho noise crew louder, and i t  be­
came evident that Sanchez and his wife were 
having a renewal of tlicir previous quarrel.

aring that Sanchez might kill her daughter
accordance with his previous threats, Mrs 

Carnon and her husband ran up  stairs. San­
chez refused to  admit them into the room, when 
Mrs. Camnn burst in  the door. Instantly San­
chez seized a  sword-cane, drew out tho blade, 
and rushed madly upon her. The shnrp-point- 
cd instrument entered the fleshy part of the 
Icit arm, inflicting a  dangerous wound. The 
wife of Sanchez came to the assistance of her 
mother, when Sanchez stabbed her in the right 
shoulder, making a deep, ugly, bu t not danger- 

cut. Mr. Carnon, ho being the lost to  enter 
tho room, now interfered to protect his wife 
and daughter. Sanchez thereupon again raised 
the instrument, and plunged i t  with fearful 
force into the  back of his lather-in-law. The 
weapon passed through the  heart, and Carnon 
died instantly.

The affrighted females ran up stairs and fast­
ened themselves into an a ttic  room. Sanchez 
followed after them, evideutly intending to 
plete bis murderous attack upon them, but, 
being unable to  get into the room, ho retired to 
his own apartments below. He was heard to 
mutter vengeance upon all the members of the 
family. In  a  few minutes he left the house, 
and he has not b .en  seen since. No notice of 
the m urder was given until 7 o'clock yesterday 
morning. A man who was sleeping in  one of 
tho attic rooms w as requested to call the police, 
bu t refused to  do so. Mrs. Carnon and her 
two daughters did not dare to  leave the premi­
ses, fearing tha t ho might return and complete 
his murderous work. Mrs. Camon and tho 
wife of Sanchez bound up their wounds as best 
they could, and so remained till morning, by 
which time both were considerably weakened 
from loss of blood. Tho body o f the murdered 
man lay all night where he fell after receiving 
the fatal slab.

Mr. Carnon was 48 years of ago, and a  sober 
and hard-working man, He was employed in 
the glassware establishment of tho Messrs. 
Haughwout, comer o f  Broadway and Broome 
street.—Ar. Y. Timee, FriJay.

A lecture On " Tho Orders o f Nobility" was 

delivered last night m Clinton Hall by the 
Rev. Dr. Chapin, before the members of the 
Young Men's Christian Union, and others 
drawn thither by the reverend gentleman's 
reputation, or their interest in the subject. 
The audience almost filled the H alt

He began by saying tha t ho should not speak 
of tho conventional orders of nobility, as he 
conceived them to be of an insigni§cant order, 
tho substance of which had long been under 
ground. The founder of a  noble family could 
not perpetuate his nobility. The death of a 
great man produced a  universal shock, while 
while the dcalhof a  King was hardly felt, and 
rarely cared for. True nobility of action in 
man consisted in doing his work well, and in 
this way ho belonged to tho-primitive strata of 
worth. I t  was more honorable to  bo a  boot 
blgck than a  lazy gentleman; a street sweeper 
than a  lum pot elegant depravity in broadcloth 
and fine linen. There were one or two specific 
evils connected with the common mistaken 
notion as to  manual labor. The first of these 
was the overcrowding of the professions, des­
pite tho fact tha t the  man o f thought won his 
daily bread by  labor when (ar into the night 
the mill lay idle and tho loom lay still. The 
hardest work in this world was not the work 
tha t made the most noise. People educated

HON. WM. PREST05, MINISTER TO SPAIN.
The family from which Mr. Preston is de­

scended settled in  Virginia a t a  very early 
date. Win. C. Preston, of South Carolina, 
Gov. Floyd, and John C. Breckinridge, Vice 
President of the United States, a re all descen­
ded from it.

The Hon. Wm. Preston, who departs to-day 
as Minister to  Spain, is the only son of Major 
Wm. Preston, of thoU . S. Army, who, shortly 
after the war o f  1812, emigrated to Kentucky, 
Mr. Preston, the subject of this sketch, was 
born in 1814. He was educated for tho bar, 
and graduated in law with high honora a t H ar, 
vard College. Shortly after bo entered into * 
partnership ij-ith the lion. W m. J .  Graves, and 
practised for some years a t Louisville, Ry.

Mr. Preston is an urbane, accomplished and
a prolific crop of embarrassments. No Stan 
dord o f democracy, however stringent, was 
potent enough to  weld together refinement 
and vulgarity. Kindred drops would conglom­
erate, and, by  the same law, would repel their 
opposites; but let us recognize the identical 
point of cleavage,yind identify the strata thro' 
which each runs. Here, in  America, wc were 
placed ju s t between these alternaiives : We 
m ight make a  wretched attem pt to prop up 
factitious forms of aristocracy, or we might 
gloriously vindicate the honorable senso of 
America. Here we had the best possible op­
portunity to recognize tha t ability which had 
no standard o f aristocracy bu t mental worth. 
To do work worthily, wc m ust think worthily 
of it. All manual labor would be degrading 
so long os it  hod mechanical value. Men right­
ly valued the original offsprings of manual 
dexterity. Now, in  w hat-did this nobleness 
o f thought consist? One acquired the sense 
of intellectual nobleness ju s t in proportion as 
he assimilates and reproduces truth. T ruth is 
tho groundwork of all noble thought. Noble 
thought is right thought, pure thought, gene­
rous thought. The vulgar man is the man of 
vulgar thinking, whatever may be the ampli­
tude and splendor of his surroundings. He 
always draws things into the attenuating con­
duits of h is own soul, and walks on tho shil­
ling side of existence. Yet the simple men— 
not the mean men—whom wc often found about

learned Southern gentleman, fotniliar with Eu­
ropean tongues; so much so that one of tho 
Continental languages is habitually spoken by 
all the members of his family when they are 
alone together.

As there was no noble work 
without noble thought, and as no thought was 
wholly noble tha t did no t reveal itself in ac­
tions, it was evident that either of these con­
ditions involved nobility of life, which was a 
union of thought and of action. In conclusion, 
the lecturer claimed three specific elements of 
nobleness o f  life, unconsciousness, communi- 
cation and aspiration.

A  Bill has been introduced in the House 

of Representatives for tho organization of the 
Territory of Coloua.

Tho boundaries of the new T erritory em­
brace tho region between the 87th pirallcl of 
latitude on the  south and the  42d on the 
n o r th ; between the Rocky Mountains on the 
w est and tho 103 parallel of longtitudo on 
the  east; being about 300 miles in length and 
2 0 or 250 miles in wid h. The greater part 
of this region now belongs to  Kansas and 
Nebraska. But tho new Territory will com­
prise a  small part of New Mexico, north of 
tho 87th pirallcl, and also tho famous Middle 
Pa rk  of the Rocky Mountains, which now 
belongs to  Utah. Tho other two Parks will
also be included, together with Bent’s  Fort, | Joan o f Arc-" 111,3 is 
Fort Massachusetts, Pike’s  Peak, Cherry h,:r'
Crock, and all the  gold-diggings for 130 miles 
to  the  northward, tho head waters of the 
Kansas, the Arkansas, of both forks of the 
Platte, of tlie Rio Crandc, and, in  tho Middle 
Park, tho head waters of Grand River, the 
principal branch of the Colorado of the Pa­
cific.
