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Senator D an s , of Mississippi, well remarked 
on a recent occasion, that those men who shall, 
by haggling over petty sectional controversies, 
defeat and prostrate the last hope of building 
the  Pacific Railroad across the continent, may 
beg the mountains to come and cover them 
from public indignation. I t certainly is a mat­
ter of astonishment tha t there should be any 
doubt about the passage of a  Pacific Railroad 
Bill at this session of Cpngress. The people 
have agreed to  have such a  railroad. They 
think the present Congress, which has only 
immortalized itself with Lccompton and Kan­
sas, should now do something o f  substantial 
benefit to  the country—pass the Pacific Rail­
road Bill—and go homo. Such an act would 
blot out the past sins of omission and commis-

No one supposes that, as on investment of 
capital, the Pacific Railroad will pay. I t will 
only pay in  a  national sense. In  time of war 
i t  will p a y ; as a  developer of a  continent it  
will pay. All railroads pay in this sense, and 
about only in  this sense. In  the way o f divi­
dends, the railways o f the entire country paid, 
the last year, an average of only d j  per cent. 
As a  general thing, railroad investments are 
th e  poorest paying investments. The Vermont 
Central railroad, which cost $80,000 a mile— 
or $ 8,000,000—hardly pays its running expen­
ses ; its stock and first bonds are worthless, 
nevertheless its construction was a  great thing 
for Vermont So it will be with the Pacific 
Railroad. I t  will cost say $150,000,000, an 
immense sum of money, and when i t  is built 
its stock will be worthless ; bu t the building of 
the  road will be worth to  the whole country- 
ten times the amount of its cost. The country 
can afford to build the road, and then can alfbrd 
to  give it  away.

Senator Gwtx, who is so closely identified 
with the Pacific Railroad, calculates that ICO,- 
000 passengers will annually pass over this 
great thoroughfare- Then, ho says, the  travel 
will increase to 250,000 passengers per annum. 
Admit this dala, and it falls far short of paying 
dividends. According to Senator Gwix, the 
travel over the  Pacific Railroad will be from 
50 to  125 passengers to  the mile. In New 
England there are roads which carry 20,COD 
passengers to  the mile, and these roads declare 
bu t a  small dividend. The Eastern Railroad
carried 20,000 to  the  mile, last year—its stock 
can be bought for $46. The N. Y. Central 
carried, last year, 5000 passengers to the m ile; 
the Erie railroad 2000; the Hudson River rail­
road 10,000. The Erie railroad stock is worth 
about 17 per cen t; the Hudson River railroad 
stock can be bought for 30 per cent. The 
Erie and Hudson River made no dividends last 
year. The Illinois Central, carried, last y 
1000 passengers to the m ile; if  It was nnl 
its lands, what would its stock be worth ? The 
Michigan-Southern carried. 1500 passengers per 
mile; no dividend made and its stock is down. 
The New Jersey Central, which is prohably 
one of the best paying roads in  the  country, 
carried 20,000 passengers to  the mile, and only 
makes 3 per c en t dividend.

While it  is quite evident that the passenger 
business over the Pacific Railroad w 
heavy dividends, what can bo expected from 
freights! Will the Pacific Railroad carry 
freights ? Like our eastern roads, it  will carry 
light express goods, fine and costly fabrics, but 
tha t it  can compete with water carriage is ridic­
ulous and absurd. This superiority of water 
over railroads has been pretty well tested on 
the  Lakes. The average rate of freights, ii 
th is country, upon railroads, is about 4  cents 
to  the mile per ton. On the Worcester, the 
Western, the N. Y. Central, it  is 4 cen ts; oi 
the Pennsylvania and W estern roads 4 cents 
on the southern roads, where they carry cot­
ton, 5uG cents; the  lowest freight in  the coun­
try  is on the Reading railroad, where coal it 
carried to  Philadelphia for 2 cents a mile per 
ton.

Now, we will suppose we have 2,000 tons 
freight to  transport from New York to San 
Francisco, 8000 miles across the continent— 
W e will take it  by  railroad a t the lowest rati 
o f  freight now cliargcd in the  country, 2  cent 
a  mile per ton. T his will cost $120,000! Wi 
can ship it on board a  ship and carry it to San 
Francisco for $12 per ton, or $24,000—a  differ 
enco in favor of the w ater of $96,00011 O; 
course our freight would go around Cape Horn. 
The clipper ships can beat the Pacific Railroad 
carrying freight. All interior freight, of course, 
would go by the road, where there is no water 
communication. W e bring forward these fig­
ures as a matter uf curiosity. They show that 
the  road m ust be built by* government aid, by 
grants of land and money, else the road will 
not be b u ilt Capital would never touch such 
a  road as a subject for profitable investm ent— 
As a  pecuniary speculation the Pacific Railroad 
would never be built. I t can only be built by 
thc aid o f  the Government, for the good of the 
whole country.

of that city, for the Detroit and Milwaukee 
Railway Company, is already in  frame, and her 
Symmetrical proportions can now be seen and 
admired. Every stick of timber is selected, 
and Is the very best that can be obtained, and 
none at all shaky or doubtful is allowed to be 
used. The other steamer is also progressing 
rapidly. I t  adds: “  There are many new im­
provements being put into these steamers 
which render them licyond question (ar in  ad­
vance of any steamer ever built a t this or any 
other port, in  point o f stability, durability, 
staunchness, and seaworthiness, as well as in 
speed, which we shall notice from time to time 
as the work on  thorn progresses."
