The Pacifié Railroad project has been voted
down after a protracted discussion in the Sen-
ate. The votestaken upon it in the course of!
the debate seemed to indicate that it would be
pissed i some shape by that branch of Con,
gress before the adjourament, . Since it was
first introduced it has undergone several im-
portant modifications and amendments. ~ As it
stood on the finul vote it provided that the
President of the United States shall contract
andlissue proposals for the conveyance of the
mails, hovptr] seamnen, army and mayy supplies,
minitions of war and all other government
service, by.a railroad from a point on the Mis-
souri river betwoen theanouths of the Big Sioux
and Kansas Hyers to San Franeiseo, on’ the
most ligible oute fh rekpeet o feasibility,
shorthess and cconomy, - The road was to be
divided into three divisions each of about five
‘hundred miles in length, and to be constructed
in not over twelve years. The proposals for
transporting the mails must not be over $300
